Workshops are available to researchers of all levels (students, postdocs, faculty, and staff) to increase your efficiency,
creativity, and research impact. Workshops are primarily offered in these areas:

e Data Analytics, Visualization & Informatics Syndicate (DAVIS) DAVIS supports OU community members with their
data needs, including data management, analysis, and visualization.

e Digital Scholarship at OU Libraries Through workshops, consultations, and training, Digital Scholarship Specialists
help faculty and graduate students identify innovative digital tools and resources that build on traditional research and
teaching methods.

o Digital Skills Hub The Digital Skills Hub helps students, faculty, and staff be informed about emerging technologies and
accessible services on campus.

e Innovation at the Edge The Edge is a flexible experimentation and innovation space that provides access to the latest
tools used in research, instruction and knowledge creation, including 3D printing tools, custom virtual reality workstations,
software and data skill development and microelectronics kits.

Presentation Consultations at the Learning Lab

Presentation Consultations at the Learning Lab offer personalized instruction to students, faculty, or staff experiencing

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Supporting Engagement and Collaboration with OSF

The University of Oklahoma has joined the Center for Open Science’s Open Science Framework (OSF). OSF is a free
and open-source project management tool designed to support researchers from any field or specialty throughout their
project lifecycle. It is a web and Markdown-based collaboration tool which allows researchers to store their research
materials in one, secure location privately, or make the entire project publicly accessible.

As of May 2019, University of Oklahoma researchers now have institutional access. OU researchers and scholars can create a
free institutionally-branded account by logging in with their university-issued 4x4.
