"I move that the Secretary be instructed to write to the Head
of each Institution under the charge of this Board advising him
that complaints continue to come to this Board from the State Board
of Affairs to the effect that rurchases aré made in these Institut-
ions without any requisitions having been made therefor, and with-
out the knowledge of either this Board or the State Board of Affairs;
that this Board regards such a condition as intolerable, tending as
it does to reckless expenditure and to involving the said Institut-
ions in deficits which will not be paid: that this Board fully
endorses the requirement of the State Board of Affairs that
purchases shall be made only upon requisitions rreviously
made and arproved, except in cases of emergencies now recog-
nized by the Board of Affairs, and will regard any violation
of this requirement as fundamentally subversive of sound i
financial administration and as raising a most serjous questiom
as to the efficiency of the official so disregarding this re-
quirement; that this Board regreis the necessity of calling
the attention of the Heads of these Institutions to this matter
in so severe terms, but the gravity of the situation is such
that something must be done which will immediately and financi-
ally bring about a reformation of the practice of making pur-
chases regardless of the wishes and instructions of the State
Board of Affairs and this Board."

On motion by Mr. Glen, seconded by Mr. Dunlop the Secretary was
instructed to write the following letter to the Fresident of each Institution
vhere deficlency is likely to occur:

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From information we have bdefore us, it appears certain
that your Institution will have a deficit at the end of the
fiscal year. You will understand that it is the desire of this
Board to conduct all institutions under its control and within
the appropriation provided by law,

at once some plan by which the expenses of your Institution may
be decreased and a deficiency prevented. The urgency of this
matter impels me to request that you give this cormunication
immediate attention.
