The State Board of Education was called to order at 2:00 o'clock p.m.
3y Pres. R. H. Wilscn. The menbers present were Nr, Wilson, Mr, Glen, Xr.
Kayes, Nr. VWarren, Mr. Rowsey and Nr. Dunlop.

¥r, Warren, cf the Special Comnittee aprointed to investigate and
seterzine needed inprovements in the Medical School, made a verbal report of the
{mdiirgs of his comrittee. He reported that the probable expenses
recessary to make the improvementis desired in order to raise the standard of the
%edical School would be $450.00; He had written to Dean J. C. Monnet and had
received a reply from him indicating that the funds of the University would
jeatify the expenses,

On motion by Mr. Glen seccnded by Mr., Dunlop, the committee was author-
tsed to rake the necessary improvements to place the Medical School in class 4,
e cost not to exceed $450.00
‘ All voted aye.

The special committee appointed tc visit Pauls Valley and Chickasha made
elr report of the conditions existing in thcse schools. They recommerded that
$¢;t. Yelson be empowered to secure water supply for the State Training School
lasedintely; and that the building of the cottzges also proceed imrediately, if
A% available supply of water cculd be obtained.

The committee repcorted that Supt, Nelson had not had a fair irial of
his ability on account of the lack of equipment, and recommended that he be re.
tained as Superintendent of the State Training School for the ensuing year.

Or motion by Mr. Rowsey seconded by Mr, Warren, Supt. Nelson was
instructed to send in a requisition for the supplies necessary in sinking a deq)
well on the south one hundred and sixty acree, and to proceed at once with the
actual work of obtaining a sufficient water supply for hie Institution.é
