Ve wish all to know that this is contrary to the sonse of the Board

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Board denies any responsibility

for the delay of any claims and that a copy of this resoclution be

sent to the President or Superintendent of each institution and that .-
unless this resolution is complied with by said Superintendent cor
President, a copy of same will be published in one or more of the
rapers in the towng in which the institutions are located,

Nembers of the faculty of the State University, including the Directors
of University Extension, shall be pemitted to prepare correspondence courses
for the use of the Extension Division, such courses to be approved by the
Director of Public Information and Velfere; and for any such approved course
the person preparing it shall receive noi less than $10., or more than $100.,
the amount to be fixed by the Director ¢! Fublic Information and Welfare
according to the difficulty and extent of the work involved. Any member of
the faculty so preparing a course shall de permitted to correct the recitation
papers submitted therein, and shall receive therefor the sum of twenty cents -
a paper. Provided, that none of the charges herein shall be paid out of
xonies appropria‘ted by the state, but shall be borne by the correspondence
students as expenses incident to the prosecution of the work of the Extension
Division. The President of the University and the Dean of the College of Arts
ard Science shall determine the amcunt of such work that may be done by any l
zecder of the faculty without prejudice to his regular work.

At the request of the Board, Docior Brooks explained the methods of
giving advanced standing to students from cther schools and made compa.risons with
%o zethods used in other institutions ol like character.

Judge D. A, McDougal of Sapulpa appeared and related the history of
the Ella Brown murder case and the connection of Dr., W, A, DeBarr as State
Qesist with thet case. He explained the necessity of having Dr. DeBarr's
evilonce in the trial, and stated that Creek County had pald Dr. DeBarr $100,
for his services as Chemist and believed that this fee had boen paid for the
purpose of having Or. DeBarr testify. :

The Board requested Judge McDougal to furnish them with a statement of
all the facts relating to the employment of Dr., DeBarr at once in order that
they might determine if Dr. DeBarr had broken faith with the officlals of Creek
County,

A copy of the letter of Attorney General Vest, to the Board of Fducation
ia reply to the request of the Board for advice upon the text book adoption,
was read and the Secretary was instructed to secure the bonds of the book
companies, requesting the approval of their contracts, from the Secretary of
State and deliver them to the Attorney General for his consideratlon.

The report of the Secrefary on the number of non-resident students
ecrolled in the Oklahoma State Institutions and the fees paid in institutions
o! like character in tther states was read and ordered filed.
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A request from Pres. ¥, E. Gill that he be authorized.to employ an
assistant janitor at a salary not to exceed $10. a month was read.
