It was voted that Paul Johnston and George Boyle, who
were indefinitely suspended from the University at the meeting
on June 8, be reinstated. President Brooks as instructed to
notify Mr. Johnston and Mr. Boyle of this action.

Mr. J. I. Tucker presented a request for cancellation of the
lease on the building used by the University as the Student
Infirmary. It was voted that the request be declined.

The President of the University presented the following re-
commendation:

"1 recommend that a special committee of the Board of Re-
gents be appointed to consider the possibility of providing ade-
quate housing accommodations for the students in the Univer-
sity of Oklahoma in accordance with the following plan, or
some modification thereof:

1. Secure the passage of an act creating the Board of Re-
gents, in addition to its present status, as a separate corporation,
to be known as the University Housing Corporation.

2. Authorize the Board of Regents to set apart suitable
portions of the Campus, not exceeding twenty acres, to the
housing corporation.

3. Authorize the housing corporation to construct from
time to time such dormitories as may be necessary.

4. Provide that the housing corporation have authority to
issue bonds against the lands segregated for housing purposes,
and the buildings thereon.

5. Require the School Land Commission to purchase said
bonds from the investment moneys belonging to the Univer-
sity.
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
