General Patterson was asked by the President of the Board if he had
any matters to be presented. Dean Patterson discussed general cohnditions in the
Hospitals and stated that the work in the School of Medicine was progressing
satisfactorilye He also stated that he had made some investigations with
reference to the hospital dairy, but that he did not have any recommendations
or changes to suggest at-this time., He stated that as he became more familiar
with the situation he would probably have some recommendetions wh:.oh would be
-mdde through the President of the University.

General Patterson raised the question with reference to the gcoounts
in the School of Medicine, stating that in his opinion it would be better to have
all the accounting for the three units done in one place, namely, at the University
Hospital, He assured the Board that separate books would be kept for each unit
and that there would be absolutely no transferring of funds from one to the others
Also, that if it were found later that this plan proved unsatisfactory he would
be the first one to recommend a change. Following a brief discussion on the
matter, it was moved to reconsider the vote by which the resolution was adopted
.at the previous meeting, transferring the books and accounts of the School of
Medicine to the Medical School Buildinge

Motion carried unanimouslye

Motion was made, seconded and carried, that the books of the three ine
stitutions (School of Medicine, University Hospital, and Crippled Childrens
Hospital) be kept separately, but in one office, namely, the University Hospitale

General Patterson called attention to the appropriation for research
and the previous action of the Board to the effect that the allocation of the
$10,000,00 for medical research be presented for approval to the Board, by the
President of the University. After a brief discussion it was voted to place this




matter in the hands of the Dean of the School of Medicine, with the suggestion
that no part of the fund be used to supplement the salary of any full-time member
of the faculty or staff. 4 ..

General Patterson stated that he had no further recormendations except
that official action should be taken on the entire budgets for the School of
Medicine, the University Hospital and the Crippled Childrens Hospitale President |
Bizzell called attention to the fact that at the meeting of the Board of Regents |
on August 3, the budgets of the School of Medicine, the University Hospital and
the Crippled Childrens Hospital, were presented for approval, and that they had
been approved as to salaries but not as to personnel. He recommended that the i
budgets for these institutions, as submitted by General Patterson, Dean of the
School of Medicine and Superintendent of the Hospitals, be approved both as to
salaries and persomnel, effective September 1, 1935 and until otherwise orderede

A motion was made, seconded and carried, that the President's recommen= it
dation be approveds

Regent Kerr called attention to the action of the Board at the previous
meeting that the amount allocated for clinical teachers be not obligated until :
the staff was submitted to the Board for approvale @eneral Patterson stated the |
complete staff would be submitted as soon as he had had an opportunity to confer
with the heads of departmentse ;

General Patterson expressed appreciation for the opportunity to appear
before the Board, and thereupon retired from the meetinge |

President Bizzell reported that Dr. Hiram D. Moor, who, by action of |
the Board had been dismissed as Professor of Bacteriology and Head of the Departe i
ment of Bacteriology, had requested a hearing and that Dre Moor was waiting. Judgq'{
Hatchett, President of the Board, stated that he had agreed to give Dr, Moor the
opportunity of a hearing and it was voted to invite him to appear for that purpose.[{

Dre Moor came before the Board and made general statements om his action 11

during the session of the legislature and the investigation of the School of Medicine

by the committee of the Senate. He stated also, that the faculty meeting had been '
called and the student meetings, upon orders from the Dean of the School of !
Medicine, and that he had not participated in any way in any of the discussionse |
Also, that he had been misquoted in the newspapers concerning the appointment of |
8 full-time Dean and that he had always cooperated with the University adminise
tration and the Board of Regents in its policies. In answer to the direct ques= |
tion as to who had authorized the meeting of the Faculty of the School of Medicine,

Dre Moor reported that he had called the meeting at the direction of Dre Rex B olen:p ’

who had given him to understend that it had been authoriged by Dr, Moorman s Dean
of the School of Medicine. He stated also, that he did not know the purpose of
the meeting or what the discussions were, and that he, himself was in conference i
with Senator Whiteker at the time the meeting was helde Dr. Moor was asked if he |
had eny further statements to make, He reported that he did not and thereupon leﬁ{
the meetinge » . |
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Pollowing a brief discussion, a motion was made, seconded and carried
that Dre Moor be reinstated as Professor of Bacteriology and Head of the Departe
ment of Bacteriology, in the School of Medicine, effective September 1, 1935

Thereupon at 12:50 o'clock peme, September 28, 1935, the meeting of
the Board of Regents was adjourned, until Saturdasy, November 2, 1935,
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
