for the summer in all schools and colleges, except in the School
of Medicine where the none-resident tuition fee is $100,00 for each
semestere Non-residents entering prior to September 1, 1934, are
required to pay $25.,00 for each semester and $12,50 for the summers

The burden of registering under proper residence is placed

" upon the student; and it is the duty of each student at registration,

if there be any possible question of his right to legal residence in
Oklahoma under the rules of the Regents, to raise the question with
the registration offlcer and have such question passed upon and
settled by the proper authority of the University. A student wile
fully giving wrong informtion in an attempt to evade the none
resident fee shall be subject to dismissal from the University.

No person shall be considered a resident of Oklahoma for the
purpose of registering in the University unless he is a citizen of
the United States and has been a bona fide resident of the State for
the twelve months next preceding the date of his original regise-
tration in the University. The residence of a minor shall follow
that of the parent; but in case a resident of Oklahoma is appointed
through court action as the guardian of a nonwresident minor whose
father and mother are not living, the legal residence of such minor,
for the purpose of this rule, shall not be considered established in
Oklahoma until the expiration of twelve months after such appointment.

President*Bizzell called attention to difficulties in the Athletiec
Department at-the University, on account of the fact that funds fer the current
year were exhausted and that it would be necessary to borrow enough money to
continue the athletic program until the opening of the season in September 19364
He stated that the action of the Board at the meeting held on June 15, 1935,
delegating full authority to the Director of Athletics, to formulate athletiec
policies, to arrange schedules, draw budgets, make purchases and expenditures,
employ and discharge all office and athletic staff, and responsible only to the
Board of Regents, and the President of the University, had resulted in a hesit=
ancy on the part of the local banks to make a loan sufficient to carry the
activities afd pay salaries for the remainder of the year., He stated that the
members of the Athletic Council, and the Director of Athletics, and all others
concerned, were cooperating in every way possible; but, in order to clear up
the 51tuat10n some changes should be mades Regent Noble stated that he had had
a conference with Biff Jones, Director of Athletics, and that he felt it advis-
able to make an investigation to clarify the points in question,

than three of the members of the Board of Regents, be appointed to confer with
the Athletic Council, and that a recommendation be presented at the next meeting
