
MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
BOARD OF REGENTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF OKLAHOMA

THURSDAY, MAY 9, 1968 - 10 :00 A .M.

A regular meeting of the Board of Regents of the University o f
Oklahoma was held in the office of the President of the University, Norman ,
on Thursday, May 9, 1968, beginning at 10 :00 a.m.

The minutes of the meeting held on April 11, 1968, were approved .

A report of the various achievements and accomplishments by th e
students, faculty, alumni, Research Institute, and the University as a whol e
was included in the agenda for this meeting .

President Cross reported he had received a petition from a group
of students requesting that the new Social Science Center be named the Martin
Luther King, Jr . Center. The petition was presented to the Regents as re-
quested by the students . No action.

President Cross reported he had just received a letter from Mr .
Karl H. Bergey, Vice President for Research and Engineering, North American
Rockwell Corporation, Aero Commander Division, pertaining to the Developmen t
Center Aero Commander plans to construct in our Research Park on the Nort h
Campus . Mr . Bergey Said they have had an opportunity to go over variou s
aspects of the Development Center program with Mr . Kennedy and his staf f
and he believes they are now in a position to be specific in the selection
of a site and in space requirements and that an architect should now be
included in the discussions .

Mr. Bergey asked that President Cross take whatever steps ar e
necessary to have the Regents appoint the architect for this program s o
that his company can proceed at the earliest possible date .
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President Cross recommended that the appointment of an architec t
for this project be considered at this meeting . The Regents unanimousl y
agreed to add this item to the agenda for this meeting .

Regent Calvert moved that the Regents' Architectural Committe e
(Davidson, Houchin, and Sparks) be requested to recommend an architect fo r
this project and that a telephone vote be taken on the recommendation s o
that, if it meets with the approval of all Regents, the architect can b e
advised immediately and proceed with the work . Approved.

EXPULSION, WITHHOLDING OF CREDITS, BARRING RECEIPT OF

DEGREES, AND THE FILING OF CRIMINAL CHARGES TO PREVEN T
PROPERTY DESTRUCTION AND TO MAINTAIN PEACE AND ORDER ON
COLLEGE CAMPUSES ; AND DIRECTING DISTRIBUTION .

"WHEREAS, many colleges and universities have recently had th e
unfortunate experience of student riots and disorder ; and

"WHEREAS, as of yet no college or university in the State of
Oklahoma has had to cope with this problem ; and

"WHEREAS, the best way to insure against such an occurrence woul d
be to provide for stringent penalties and sanctions against students wh o
participate in unlawful activity .

"NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES
OF THE SECOND SESSION OF THE THIRTY-FIRST OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE :

"SECTION 1 . That the House of Representatives of the Second
Session of the Thirty-first Oklahoma Legislature does hereby urge th e
Governor of the State of Oklahoma, in the event of riot or civil disorde r
on school campuses, to use whatever force is necessary, including partici-
pation by the State Highway Patrol or State Militia, to immediately restor e
order and provide for orderly educational processes in tranquil surroundings .
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"SECTION 2. That the House of Representatives of the Second
Session of the Thirty-first Oklahoma Legislature does hereby urge the presi -
dents of colleges and universities in the State, in order to prevent th e
destruction of state property on various college and university campuse s
in the State, to expel, withhold credits from, permanently deny degrees to ,
and/or file any criminal charges applicable on, anyone who participates in
student riots or disorders .

"SECTION 3 . That duly authenticated copies of this Resolutio n
after consideration and enrollment, shell be sent to the Governor of Okla-
homa and to the president of each college and university in the State ,

In response to a question about the three Vice Presidential ap-
pointments, Dr . Cross said the recommendations are his but they are based
on Dr. Hollomon's planning.

Dr. Hollomon said the various planning activities for the Univer -
sity are proceeding and the committees having to do with organization an d
administration of the University have recommended these appointments as th e
minimum changes that need to be made in order to put the planning int o
operation some time next fall . Dr. Hollomon said Mr . Kennedy will be
responsible for the operations activities of the University . This position
is consistent with the recommendation of the Governor's Management Repor t
that the position of Vice President for Business and Finance be separate d
into two functions, one responsible for planning and services and the othe r
responsible for University finances .

As Vice President for University Projects, Dr . White will be
responsible for new programs and the major fund-raising for the University .
This appointment is consistent with the recommendation of the Robert Johnsto n
Corporation, the outside consultants employed by the University Foundatio n
to make recommendations on development and fund-raising for the Foundatio n
and for the University .

Mr . Burr's responsibilities as Vice President for the Universit y
Community will include, among other things, the duties now handled by th e
Dean of Student Services and relationships with the City of Norman .

On motion by Regent Davies, the recommendations on administrativ e
and professional personnel as shown above were approved .

President Cross reported the death of Dr . William J . Mummery,
Director, University Counseling Center, and Assistant Professor of Psy-
chology, on April 11, 1968 .

Construction of four student facilities--an all-purpose arena ,
a student activity center, a student health service building, and a physi-
cal education-recreation building--was recommended by the University Lif e
Panel and was approved in principle at the April 11 meeting of the Boar d
of Regents. On May 7, in accordance with the rules of the Student Senate,
students were given an opportunity to vote on the need for the four facili-
ties and the method of financing, which includes a graduated student fee .
The vote was 489-284 in favor of the facilities and the fee .
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President Cross recommended approval of the four building pro-
jects . He also recommended approval of the graduated student fee which
would be collected on the main campus only in the following manner : $5 .00
per student per semester beginning in the fall of 1968 and increasing by
$2 .50 per student per semester as each building is occupied until the fe e
reaches but does not emceed $15 .00 . Fees would be charged at half th e
above rate for summer sessions .

The Regents were assured that, if this fee is approved, ther e
will be sufficient funds to construct all four buildings . In addition to
the student fee, funds would be provided by the Athletic Department, from
the next state bond issue with some federal matching money, and from a
prospective donor for one of the buildings .

On motion by Regent Davidson, the recommendations were approved .

President Cross reported the Department of Modern Languages has
requested permission to establish a $1 .00 per student service charge for
language placement examinations .

At the present time, approximately 1,000 new students are enrolle d
annually by the department who have had training in high school or elsewher e
in the language which they wish to study at OIL Examinations have bee n
found to be the most practical tool in proper course placement . Last summer
the Department of Modern Languages initiated a placement program but the y
would like to replace it now with a different test, the College Board Place-
ment Examination. Faculty members feel this examination has many advantages
over the present test, one being that the examination can be given here bu t
is also available at many other testing centers throughout the nation .

The cost of the two-part College Board Placement Examination is
$1 .00 per student, or an annual cost at the present time of about $1,000 .00 .
The Department of Modern Languages does not have sufficient funds to absorb
this cost and therefore requests that the charge be passed on to the student .

Since a $5 .00 charge has just been established for students pre -
enrolling for the fall semester during the summer, the language examinatio n
service charge for this group will be paid from the proceeds of this pre-
enrollment charge .

President Cross recommended that a $l.00 per student service charge
be established for language placement examinations, effective immediately ,
with the understanding that this service charge for students pre-enrolling
during the summer will be paid from the recently established $5 .00 summer
pre-enrollment charge .

Approved on motion by Regent Houchin .
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President Cross reported the American College Testing Board o f
Trustees at its March meeting approved an increase in the student tes t
fee of $l .50 per test . The increase is to be effective September 1, 196 8
for all national testing. The increase for institutions that test resi-
dually is effective November 1, 1968 . The University must forward the
fee to the American College Testing Program .

President Cross recommended that the fee for administering th e
American College Testing Program by the University be increased from th e
present $6 .00 to $7.50 effective September 1, 1968 .

Approved on motion by Regent Davies .

President Cross reported the faculty of the School of Geolog y
and Geophysics has recommended that field trip fees in the following Geolog y
courses be increased :

The increases requested result from a detailed study of the cos t
of field trips in each area and should provide minimum financial suppor t
for each trip . The charge for the field trips in Geology 1 and 2 have re-
mained unchanged for several years . The charge for a similar field tri p
in Geography has been $4 .00 for some time.

President Cross recommended that the Regents approve increasin g
the charge to students for field trips in Geology as indicated above, to b e
effective with the 1968 fall semester .

Approved on motion by Regent Davidson .

President Cross reported the Director of the Sooner City Nurser y
School and Kindergarten and the Dean of Student Services have recommende d
that monthly tuition rates for the nursery be increased as follows :

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This increase in rates is made necessary by expected increase s
in salaries for personnel at the nursery . The increase has been studie d
by the Office of the Internal Auditor and it is their opinion that th e
additional amount is justified in order to cover expected increases in th e
costs of operations and salaries .

President Cross recommended that the monthly charge at the Soone r
City Nursery School and Kindergarten be increased by $5 .00 as indicated
above, effective September 1, 1968 .

President Cross said the Athletic Council has considered the pro -
posed budget for 1968-69 and has recommended that it be approved .

President Cross recommended that the Regents approve the Athleti c
Department budget for 1968-69 as submitted .

Approved .

Bond indentures provide that the University will hire outsid e
auditors to provide the audits on bond indentures when bond holders reques t
such an audit . Historically, the federal government has requested audit s
of all issues in which they participated in the purchase of the bonds .
For several years Arthur Young and Company has provided excellent audit s
as well as furnishing consulting service during the . interim periods between
audits .

President Cross said the firm of Arthur Young and Company hav e
proposed to audit the bond accounts on the same basis as previous audit s
except that the fee would be adjusted in the same proportion as was necessary
to increase salaries for beginning auditors who have just completed their
academic training. The salary rates have increased approximately $50 .00
per month since July 1, 1967 .

President Cross recommended that the Regents authorize hiring th e
firm of Arthur Young and Company for the 1967-68 audit for the accounts in
connection with bond issues .
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Approved on motion by Regent Davidson .

President Cross reported the University and the Research Institut e
have completed negotiations for the purchase of a new Aero Commander Shrik e
airplane for the Research Institute . The Research Institute has agreed to
lease the plane to the University on a year-to-year basis, and the Univer-
sity will be responsible for the operation of the plane and for the service s
in connection with the new Shrike .

The retail cost of the plane is in excess of $130,000 . However ,
the North American Rockwell Corporation, Aero Commander Division, has agree d
to sell the airplane to the Research Institute for a net price of $75,00 0
plus the University's Piper Aztec . The engines on the Piper Aztec would
need to be replaced at a total cost of $5,556 .31, but this expenditure wil l
not be necessary if the new plane is purchased .

In order to complete the transaction, it will be necessary fo r
the University to sell the Piper Aztec to the Research Institute so tha t
OURI can trade in the Aztec on the new Shrike . President Cross suggested
that a sales price of $25,000 be placed on the Piper Aztec .

It will be necessary to make the initial payment in advance fo r
the lease of the airplane from the Research Institute . The Research Insti-
tute has agreed that a $25,000 advance payment will be adequate for th e
initial year's outlay for the lease .

President Cross recommended approval of leasing the plane from
the Research Institute on a year-to-year basis and that the Regents agre e
to sell the Aztec to the Research Institute for $25,000 . He recommended
further that the Regents authorize the payment of the first year's leas e
amount of $25,000 and that the transfer of the Aztec be used as the firs t
year's payment .

Approved on motion by Regent Davidson .

At the April meeting (p . 9312) the Regents authorized the Univer-
sity Architectural Committee to prepare preliminary plans for the construc-
tion of a new hangar to be located at Westheimer Field and to prepare a n
estimate of the cost of constructing the hangar . The preliminary plans
were presented at the meeting . The building will contain approximately
28,800 square feet and the estimated cost is $275,598 .

President Cross recommended that the Regents accept the preliminar y
plans as presented and authorize the University Architectural Committee t o
prepare the detailed plans and specifications .
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Approved on motion by Regent Davidson .

President Cross reported the operators of the flying service at
Max Westheimer Field, The Airmen, Inc ., have requested that the compan y
be allowed to install a Unicorn System . This is a free radio advisor serv-
ice and is used to assist private pilots . In order for The Airmen, Inc .
to receive a license from the Federal Communication Commission it i s
necessary that the Regents grant the company the right to install th e
system.

President Cross recommended that the Regents grant to The Airmen ,
Inc. the right to operate a Unicorn System at Max Westheimer Field on condi -
tion that the system shall be operated without cost to the University .

Approved on motion by Regent Houchin .

Houghton House, which is located near the Medical Center Facult y
House in Oklahoma City, was secured by lease-purchase during the perio d
July 1, 1961 to June 1, 1967 from program income derived from the Fund fo r
Adult Education Continuing Education Grant . The Regents now hold title t o
the property . Since the Regents are trustees of the FAE Grant fund, th e
property could be sold on the open market or it could be declared as a par t
of the physical plant of the University and assigned for use to the appro-
priate department . Since the Houghton House property was acquired throug h
program income from the FAR Grant and not from the principal sum of th e
grant, the latter option is the simpler alternative . Since the property
was acquired through use of FAE Grant-connected funds, however, the assign-
ment of the property for University use should allow the College of Continu-
ing Education to recover this portion of its investment of FAE Grant-connecte d
funds .

Dr. Thurman J . White has requested that the Regents assign Houghton
House to the College of Continuing Education for a period of 12 years . Dur-
ing this period the property would be leased to its present tenant, Oklahom a
Health Science Facility, Inc . at the nominal rental of $160 per month with
the tenant responsible for all operation and maintenance costs for the pro-
perty . At the conclusion of the 12-year period, the property could b e
assigned for use by the Medical Center .

Grant income invested in Houghton House during the period of it s
lease and purchase by the College of Continuing Education totaled $30,000 .
Under the above proposal, the College would recover $23,040 . Since this
approximates the current assessed value, the proposed method for transferrin g
use of the property to the Medical Center would constitute a good investmen t
for Oklahoma Health Science Facility, Inc . Eventually all property acquired
by this non-profit corporation will belong to the Medical Center .
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The $160 per month rent received by the College of Continuin g
Education would assist in keeping the University's post-grant commitmen t
in the FAR Grant Fund Monitors for permanently established programs o f
liberal education for adults .

While the College of Continuing Education would derive more im-
mediate benefit from the sale of the property at its appraised value, i f
the suggestions outlined here are approved, the same objective will b e
achieved over a period of 12 years with far lass expense to the Universit y
as a whole .

President Cross made the following recommendations :

1. That the property known as Houghton House and the income de -
rived from its rental be assigned to the College of Continuing Educatio n
for a period of 12 years with such income to be used for the purposes out -
lined in the original Fund for Adult Education Grant .,

2. That Houghton House be rented to the present tenant, Oklahom a
Health Science Facility, Inc., for a period of 12 years with the rent se t
at $160 per month and with the tenant responsible for all operation an d
maintenance costs .

3. That the Regents express intent to assign Houghton House fo r
use of the appropriate department of the Medical Center at the end of th e
12-year period .

Approved on motion by Regent Houchin .

President Cross reported that tentative bids were received fo r
the planned remodeling at Couch Center, but the bids were somewhat highe r
than anticipated . Revisions have been made in the plans and specifications
and it wan hoped that revised bids would be available for consideration at
this meeting. Dr. Cross said the bids were not received, however, so tha t
no action can be taken at this time .

President Cross reported bids have been received through Centra l
Purchasing for furnishing all labor, equipment, and materials necessary t o
remove the present superheater tubes in two Springfield boilers in the
Power Plant and install new superheater tubes in the boilers . The tubes
have already been purchased separately .
