HMINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING
BOARD OF REGENTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF OXLAHOMA
THURSDAY, OCTOBER 3, 1963 - 10:00 A.M.

A regular meeting of the Board of Regents of the University of
Oklahoma was held in the office of the President of the University, Normsn,
on Thursday, October 3, 1963, at 10:00 a.m.

The following were present: Regent Glenn Northcutt, President,
presiding; Regents Monroe, Rothbaum, Johnson, Davidsen, Little, and Houchin.

Regent Johnson requested that paragraph 6, line 4 on page 7490
of the September 12, 1963, minutes be corrected to read “...that the Chair-
man of the Committee be authorized and directed to...". With this correction
the mimites of the September 12, 1963, meeting were approved.

President Cross reported enrollment for the first semester 1963-64
is up 7.7% over the previous year. 13,054 are enrolled on the Norman Campus,
69 in the School of Nursing, 396 in Medicine, and 177 in graduate Medicine,
for a total on-campus enrollment of 13,696. He distributed information
showing the enrcllment increase over the past three years.

President Cross presented a letter from Governor Henry Bellmon
urging the Board of Regents to give consideration to the purchase of insur-
ance through Central Purchasing on & competitive bid basis. The State Board
of Affairs, through Central Purchasing, has been buying the insurance for
many institutions and in some instances savings of from 40% to 50% have
been realized for the State. The University has not called for bids in
the past but has negotisted insurance contracts. President Cross suggested
the matter be referred to a committee of the Regents.

The President of the Board appointed the following committee to
study the Governor's proposal: Regent James Davidson, Chairman, and Regents
Monroe and Johnson.

i’resident Cross announced he had invited Mr. David Swank, Assis-
tant Professor of Lsw, to have luncheon with the Regents.

Regent Northcutt reported he is plenning to attend the Association
of Governing Boards meeting at Pennsylvania State University on October 16-18
and urged the other members of the Board to attend if possible.

Regent Rothbaum, Chairman of the Investment Committee, reported
$5,411 cash available in the Murray Case Sells Loan Fund and, since this
will not be needed to match Nationsl Defense loan funds during the second
semester, recommended $5,000 be invested in & 180-day Treasury Bill. There
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is also $3,477.92 cash available in the Murray Case Sells Building Fund
and J. & W. Seligman & Co. recommends the purchase of 40 shares of Owens
Illinois Glass.

Regent Rothbaum moved the funds be invested as recommended above.
Seconded by Regent Houchin and approved.

The University of Oklahcma Retirement Plen provides for disability
retirement for faculty members who have completed 10 or more years of service.
The total disability retirement allowance is based on 75% of the amount that
the faculty member would receive if he were 65 years of age at the time of
the disability.

Upon recommendation of the University Senate, the President's Office
investigated the possibility of adding disability insurance to the Fringe
Benefit Program. The investigation was made on the basis of prcviding a
disability stipend of 50% of the salary at the time of disability.

There have been only 2 faculty members who have retired for dis-
ability reasons since the retirement plan was adopted in 1951. Both are now
deceased.

At a very nominal cost, it would be possible to improve the retire-
ment plan to provide for full disability benefits instead of 75% of the amount
that the individual would be entitled to if he were 65 years of age at the
time of the disability.

The change could be made by amending the dissbility section of
the Retirement Plan as follows:

"SUPPLEMENT FOR DISABILITY ALLOWANCE. A member who retires
or is retired for disability after 10 years of service amd
iess-ghan-25~-years will receive a Supplemental Benefit
which, when added to his maximum annual disability retire-
ment allowance from ORS will provide a total anmual allow-
ance equal to 75-per-een¢-of-the-gotai-ailowance-{OR5-dis~
abiiiey-alliewanee-pius-Suppiemental-3enafie) the amount

that the member would have received upon optional retirement
based on kis number of years of service and if he were airead
65; had-the-member-concimued-in-serviea-to-the-age-od-45
wighout-furcher-change-in-compensasiony provided, however,
that such total aliowance shall be not less than §$1,200
annually; except that a member who retires under the dis-
ability provisions of OASI shall receive a total retirement
allowance of not less than $1,800 annually."
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President Cross recommended that the Retirzement Plan be amended
as shown in the paragraph immediately above.

President Cross reported that the Oklahoma Kappa Building Committee
of the Sigms Alpha Epsilon Fraternity has requested the University to finance
the construction of a new fraternity house under the terms of the Board of
Regents Organized Group Housing System. The fraternity has delivered ab-
stracts and deeds to the property on which the fraternity house is to be
constructed. The fraternity has further requested that the Regents issue
bonds of approximately $300,000 for the construction of the facility.

The following letter- from Mr. Glenn E. Hess, President, Trustees
of the Oklahoma Kappa Chapter of Sigma Alpha Epsilon, Inc., was presented:

"Dear Sir:

"In connection with the preliminary spplication of Sigma Alpha
Epsilon for consideration under the Board of Regents Organized Group Housing
System, the following information is furnished.

'"We recommend the acceptance and hiring of the firm, Howard-Samis~
Davies, as architects on the S.A.E. housing project. Plans and specifica-
tions have been prepared by them snd copies furnished the Architectural
Engineering Division of the University. An additional set of final working
plans and specifications is attached.

"We recommend further that a contract on the basis of 5% of the
total construction costs be drawn with the firm, Howard-Samis-Davies. Any
additional fees required by the architects will be furnished from funds
separate and apart from those raised under the Group Housing Plan Bond issue.
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"We request acceptance of the final plans and specifications and
request the Board of Regents of the University of Oklahoma to authorize
the calling for bids on this project. In the bid calling, we further re-
quest that bids be taken on the basis of the alternates contained in the
attached plans and specifications.

The following is a summary of the proposed method of financing
for the new house:

Proposed Cost:

New Construction Estimate $319,000.00

Mr. Johnston, repre-
senting the Rockwell-Standard Corporation, has requested that the comsent

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President Cross reported that the 1963-64 budget for the School
of Nursing was not completed in time to be incorporated in the Medicsal
Center budget approved by the Regents at the September meeting. Conse-
quently the budget which appears in the 1963-64 bound copy of the Medical
Center budget is a contimuation of the final 1962-63 budget. A revised
budget request was subsequently received in the President's Office and has
the approval of Dean Everett.

The total budget for 1963-64 is slightly less than the budget for
1962-63. The total amount of the revised budget, a copy of which was in-
cluded in the agenda, is the same as the total contained in the budget in-
cluded with the bound copy of the budget. There are changes in irndividual
salaries, but the total amount for the budget did mot increase. Position
No. 17 has been eliminated in the revised budget.

President Cross recocmmended approval of the revised budget for 1963-64
for the School of Nursing.

Approved on motion by Regent Johnson.

President Cross reported the Wynn Construction Company has com-
pleted the work involved in the remodeiing and renovation of the Children's
Memorial Hospital. The architects, Bfll J. Blair and Associates, and the
Business Administrator of the Medical Center have recommerded that the .
work be accepted as complete, and that the final payment to the comtractor
bg authorized.

President Cross recommended that the Regents accept the remodeling
and renovation of the Children's Memorial Hospital as complete and that the .
final payment to the Wynn Comstruction Company be authorized.

Approved on motion by Regent Johnson.

Regent Rothbaum, Chairman of the New Construction Committee, stated
representatives of the subcontractors had requested a hearing before the
Regents in comnection with the requirement that subcontractors be listed
in the gemeral contractors bid on University projects. Mr. Rothbaum stated
he felt all of the Regents should have the opportunity to hesr these gentle-
men, . '

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EBach of the above gentlemen presented hia reason for requesting
the Regents to contimue the present policy of requiring the naming of sub-
contractors. They stated the University will receive a higher quality of
work if the general contractors are required to name subcontractors in
their bid.

After a discussion the gentlemen retired from the meeting.

Regent Rothbaum stated his committee would prepare a recommenda-
tion for the November Regents' meeting. In the meantime, the action of the
Regents at the July 11 meeting reaffirming their policy of requiring naming
subcontractors on construction bids will be followed.

President Cross presented the following letter:

"The Board of Regents

"Gentiemen:

"Network Services, the limited partnership that presently holds
the exclusive radio broadcasting rights to O. U. football, hereby petitions
the Board for an adjustment of the 1963 football broadcast payment. We
request that the amount paid to 0.U. be reduced by the smount of the addi-
tional station charges imposed by the University of Southern California.

"This unusual request is brought about because of unusual cir-
cumstances, and after every attempted possibility of adjustment has been
refused by Southern California.

"The background of events leading up to the request of Network
Services is summarized as follows:

"a. Network Services accepted the offer of the 0. U. Board of
Regents to bid on the exclusive football radioc broadcasting rights for
the 1962, 1963 and 1964 seasons.

"bs The considerations mentioned by the Regents in the offer to
bid, or as covered with O. U. officials representing the Regents did not
ever include mention of an individual station charge under the terms of
the OU-Scuthern California contract.
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"e. The Southern California contract provided for no charge to
one O. U. originating station, but that each additional station wouid be
charged a $50.00 minimum fee or the station's houriy rate, which ever was
greater.

"d. In all fairmess, it is stated that neither Network Services
nor the Regenta knew of the Scuthern California contract provisions at any
time the bids were being solicited, or during negotiations which resulted
in Network making the best bid and being swarded the contract on July 2,
1962.

"e. The O. U. Athletic Department did have full knowledge of
the terms of the Scuthern California contract which was drawn te provide
for the protection of the individual who at the time the contract was drawn
was the holder of the radio rights.

“f. The operations went off without a hitch during the 1962 season.

"g. RNetwork, in the early summer of 1963, sent out commitment
contracts to the entire list of 0. U. stations entirely oblivious to the
required additional cost for the Southern California geme.

“h, When most, but not all, of the individual station contracts
were back to Networlk, we learned from Mr. Farris of the increased payment
to Southern California.

"i. Network has talked to Mr. Farris, Mr. Browm and Dean Sneed.
Mr.. Farris has made very possible effort to assist us in getting some re~
lief. The Southern California letter of August 28th to Mr. Farris appears
to close out everything. They did agree to delete the $50.00 minimum which
will help some on our small stations, but we estimate the overall increased
charge to be $1100.00.

"Southern California apparently feels very little fesponsibility
for their radio stations. They state that their stations 'expect to pay
the established rights fzes of the home institution on games away from home'.

It should be kept in mind that Network was unsble to sell 0. U.
football to a network sponsor laat year and have been unsble to do so this
year. If we were able to pass this increased cost on to a sponsor, we would
do so; however even this set-off would simply reduce 0. U.'s net take be-
cause of our agreement to pay 2/3 of any sponsor money over expenses to the
0. U. Foundation. ‘ '

"Network first suggested to Mr. Farris that if 0. U. could make
up this per station charge next year by charging one or all of the visit-
ing California stations the same total charge assessed Netwerk this year,
that we would just go ahead and borrow the money until the University paid
us back next fall. Mr. Farris told us this would take council action and
that he could not say what they would do. He stated that in any event,
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the fees from out of state stations were paid to the Athletic Department,
and at least under the present organization set up cculd not be used to
set off a contract which was a responsibility of the Board of Regents.

"Network is composed of partrers who own or manage radio stations
in Oklahoma. It is non-profit. Its purpose is to promote the O. U. and
0. S. U. intercollegiaste athletic program by assuring the fullest coverage
in all sections of our state--and to do 8o even when the teams sre not en-
joying an undefeated season. Actually, under our contract with 0. U., we
are just about the University's radio ageats, without an agency commission,

“"Upon consideration of the circumstances, we respectfully re-
quest the Board of Regents to authorize proper University officers to
arrange a modification agreement whereby the 1963 payments to the Univer-
sity by Network wouid be reduced by the amount of per station charges that
we must pay to Southern Califormia. .

Mr. Kemneth Farris, Assistant Director of Athletics and Business
Manager of Athletics, studied the request of Network Services Company and
the University's Agreement with the Company and made the following recom-
meridation: '

"September 23, 1963

"Office of the President
The University of Oklshoma
Faculty Exchange

“Gentlemen:

"Having thorcughly examined the invitation to bid for the 1962,
1963 and 1964 radio rights and the present contract with Network Services
Company for radio rights for 1962, 1963 and 1964, I am unable to find any
area of the agreement wherein the University is obligated in any way to
obtain reciprocal radio rights for feeder stations for gsmes sway from home.

"It is therefore recommended that for the 1964 game to be played
here that the Los Angeles stations be charged feeder fees in accordance
with our local policy and that Network Services pay the University the full
annual amount due as required by the contract.

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President Cross called attention to the fact that Section IIX
of the Agreement between Network Services Company and the University reads
as follows:

"The University and the Partnership agree to designate
radio station WKY, Oklahoma City, as the official Univer-
sity station to facilitate arrangements for broadcasting
facilities for sll games away from home and in all possible
cases will arrange a reciprocal agreement with the other
colleges for use of radio facilities by station WKY."

Since the University of Southern California refused to negotiate
with the Athletic Department on 8 reciprocal basis, the game with the
University of Scuthern California was not one of those games for which a
reciprocal agreement could be reached for broadcasting purposes. It there-
fore appears that the University of Oklahoma has no alternative but to fol-
low the terms of the original agreement. '

President Cross recommended that Section III of the contract be
called to the attenticn of Network Services Company and that their request
be denied. .

On motion by Regent Little, seconded by Regent Monroe, the recom-
mendation was spproved.

After a discussion of the date on which to hold the Annual Regents
Luncheon, Regent Houchin moved that members of the State Regents for Higher
Education and the Regents of Oklahoma State University be invited to the
luncheon in addition to our past Regents, and that the luncheon be held
on November 30. Approved.

The date of the November meeting was changed from Hovember 14 to
Friday, November 8, at 10:00 a.m.

Regent Monroe reported that two members of the Committee on Coordins-~
tion with Other Groups met with the University Senate committee for a further
discussion of the retirement policy (see p. 7403, 6-6-63). The Senate com-
mittee will report to the University Senate and eny action of this group
will be submitted to the Regents.

Regent Monroe reported he had written to the head of the junior
college in El Reno concerning their proposal that the University of Okla-
homa take over operation of the junior college and as yet has had no answer.
He requested that this item be stricken from the agenda.
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Regent Johnson reported he had a conference with Dean Everett
pertaining to the contract between the Regents and the State Board of
Affairs for the School of Medicine to conduct research at the State Peni-
tentiary, and a second meeting with Dr. John Colmore and Dr. M. K. DuVal.
The contract was entirely satisfactory with all three of the persons con-
cerned. After receiving approval of a majority of the committee, Regent
Johnson signed the contract on behalf of the Regents as authorized at the
September 12 meeting, p. 7490.
