Always research the breed of dog before 

purchasing or adopting.  This helps to 

prevent mismatching. Every person wants a 

canine companion that is suited for them.

These factors are grooming, 

activity level, size, trainability, personality, 

and amount of exercise needed.

Time Required for 
Puppies 
 

 Training- 15 minutes 

everyday 

 Grooming- depends on the 

breed. Research before to find 

out how much exactly 

 Play Time- Every time they 

wake up and ask to play (2 

hours total usually) 

 Exercise Time- 5 minutes 

for every month of age 2 times 

daily (After 2 years they should 

be exercised 30 to 45 minutes 

twice daily) 

 Feeding Times-small dogs 

3 times daily and large/medium 

dogs 2 times a day 

 Bathroom Breaks- every 

hour or 30 minutes after meals
