The membership also approved an op-
erating budget for 1955 and continued
the annual membership dues at $68.00.

This sum is now due and payable. Mem-
bers at their option may pay $75.00 in
January and the balance of $60.00 in
July. Payment should be completed by
January 31, 1955. Members in practice
less than two years pay annual total com-
bined dues of $89.00, or $44.50 in two
semi-annual payments. Members should
make payment in accordance with the
statement mailed to them early in Jan-
uary.

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SOCIETY HAS PROGRESSIVE YEAR IN 1934

Annual Committee Reports Reflect Busy
Year for Tulsa County Medical Society.
Public Relations Program Expanded. Health

Survey Near Completion.

An extensive program of useful pro-
fessional and public service activities by
the Tulsa County Medical Society during
Dr. Wilkie D. Hoover's administration
in 1954 is reflected in the annual reports
of twenty-one standing and special com-
mittees published last month.

The principal accomplishments of the
year, as recorded in a twenty page bro-
chure distributed to all members of the

Society early in December, include:

- 1. An expanded and more effective
program of public relations embracing
press, radio and television activities,
health education, civic affairs, legisla-
tion, labor relationships, membership in-
doctrination, and a speakers bureau.

2. Co-sponsorship with the Tulsa
Council of Social Agencies of a valuable
health survey designed to produce much
useful information about the quality and
quantity of medical care in Tulsa County,
hospital services, and health and medical
habits of the population.

3. A record year for the Medical
Credit Bureau, official collection and
credit agency of the Tulsa County Medi-
cal Society, with annual collections ex-
pected to exceed $60,000, a marked in-
crease over 1953.

4. The expansion of the Annual
Founders Day Clinic into a day-long post-
graduate study course held November
18, 1954, with four visiting distinguished
guest speakers appearing before a record
crowd.

5. Continued development and expan-
sion of the facilities and services of the
Library of the Tulsa County Medical
Society, including completion of a legal
trust fund to receive and administrate
sizeable gifts to the Library.

6. A record year for the Tulsa County
Red Cross Blood Center, co-sponsored by
the Tulsa County Chapter of the Ameri-
can Red Cross and the Tulsa County
}efedical Society, with 12,200 pints of
whole blood collected and given free to
patients of Tulsa County hospitals, an

increase of 1,000 pints over 1953,

7. A noteworthy program in the field
of public health activities under the direc-
tion of the Public Health Committee, in-

' cluding an extensive project which ar-

ranged for medical services for the Salk
Anti-Polio Vaccine innoculations in Tulsa
schools last May and June.

8. Enlargement of the Bulletin of the
Tulsa County Medical Society to accom-
modate record advertising revenues of
$5,600 for the year.

9. The near completion of arrange-
ments for the 62nd Annual Meeting of
the Oklahoma State Medical Association
in Tulsa, May 9-11, 1955, with commit-
tees of the local Society handling the
sale of commercial exhibit space, prepa-
ration of the scientific program, and
preparation of the program of social
events.

10. An expanded program of super-
vision of malpractice problems by the
Insurance Committee of the Tulsa County
Medical Society to counteract a record
number of suits filed or threatened
against Society members.

11. Completion of a standard insur-
ance reporting form designed for adop-
tion on a statewide basis by the Oklahoma
State Medical Association.

12. An outstanding program of scien-
tific meetings featuring visiting distin-
guished guest speakers from leading
medical centers.

13. Continued successful operation of
the Tulsa County Medical Clinic, indi-
gent outpatient clinic sponsored by the
Society in cooperation with the Tulsa
County Board of Commissioners, despite
equipment needs.

14. An extensive survey of the medi-
cal organization of the Tulsa Civil De-
fense by a special committee.

15. A record contribution of $15,659
to the Tulsa Community Chest by mem-
bers of the Tulsa County Medical So-
ciety, representing 103 per cent of the
assigned quota.
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16. A recommended program to im-
prove the quality of medical testimony
before the Oklahoma State Industrial
Commission, developed in cooperation
with the Tulsa County Bar Association.

17. Publication of the Constitution &
By-Laws as revised in 1953.

18. Co-sponsorship with the Tulsa
Council of Social Agencies of the Third
Annual Mental Health Institute on April
22nd, a one-day study course in mental
health problems designed primarily for
doctors, nurses, school personnel, minis-
ters, and parents.

19. An excellent program of cancer
education, both for the lay public and for
medical doctors, conducted under the su-
pervision of the Cancer Committee of the
Tulsa County Medical Society.

20. A successful Annual Doctors and
Dentists Golf Tournament held October
21st at Indian Hills Country Club with a
near-record attendance.

An impressive report was rendered by
Dr. Hugh Perry’s Public Policy Commit-
tee, which noted continued improvement
in the Society’s relations with the press.
The Committee again entertained the
press at a dinner at which mutual prob-
lems relating to medical news were dis-
cussed in detail. The Committee reported
no instances of a bad press and pointed
to over 170 favorable news stories and
features appearing in The Tulsa World
and The Tulsa Tribune during 1954.
Also noted was a marked increase in
the amount of medical material used in
news and feature radio broadcasts and
telecasts during the year. The Commit-
tee joined with the press in urging more
publicity about newsworthy scientific ac-
complishments of the local medical pro-
fession and pointed out that such mate-
rial could be handled tastefully without

embarrassing the medical doctor con-
cerned. "Such stories have the effect of
increasing the stature of the Tulsa med-
ical profession with the public and con-
tribute to our reputation as a medical
center,” the report stated. “The Commit-
tee believes . . . that Society members err
in refusing access to such news material.”

The report also recounted details of
the Society’s public exhibits at the Made
in Oklahoma Show (April 14-18) and
at the Tulsa State Fair (October 2-8),
noting that over 10,000 pieces of useful
literature were distributed at the latter
exhibit.

Other projects of the Public Policy
Committee included the organization and
development of a speakers bureau to pro-
vide medical programs and speakers to
lay groups, a project to provide programs
for the Central High School Pre-Med
Club, an essay contest for junior and
senior students in Tulsa high schools,
continuation of the mailing of the ""Wel-
come, Newcomer!” brochure to new resi-
dents of Tulsa, an indoctrination pro-
gram for new members of the Society,
legislative activities, etc. Dr. Hugh Perry
was Chairman of the Public Policy Com-
mittee for the year.

The health survey, sponsored in coop-
eration with the Tulsa Council of Social
Agencies, is nearing completion and a
final report is expected to be ready early
in 1955. Over 500 interviews were made
by trained interviewers, working from
questionnaires prepared with the coop-
eration of the Tulsa Society of Statis-
ticians to insure statistical accuracy. Dr.
John G. Matt was Chairman of the Sur-
gery Committee.

The Annual Founders Day Clinic, held
November 18, 1955, drew 151 doctors to
hear an unusually fine program presented
by Dr. Sergei Feitelberg, Professor of
Radiology, Columbia University College
of Physicians and Surgeons, New York,
N. Y.; Dr. Richard H. Freyberg, Pro-
fessor of Medicine, Cornell Medical
School, New York, N. Y.; Dr. George
E. Burch, Chairman of the Department
of Medicine, Tulane University School of
Medicine, New Orleans, La.; and Dr.
Elmer Hess, prominent urologist of Erie,
Pennsylvania, and President-Elect of the
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American Medical Association. Co-spon-
sors included the Tulsa Academy of
General Practice, Arthritis and Rheuma-
tism Foundation of Eastern Oklahoma,
the Oklahoma Division of the American
Cancer Society, and the Tulsa County
Heart Association. The Clinic was ar-
ranged by Dr. Earl I. Mulmed's Post-
graduate Study Committee.

Dr. Thomas J. Hardman, Chairman of
the Library Committee, reported that the
Library enjoyed 1,300 patron visits in
1954, with 2,700 books loaned, 1,450
reference questions answered, 1,240 jour-
nals loaned, and 15 inter-library loans
completed. The Medical Library Endow-
ment Fund also moved a step towards
reality as Society attorneys completed the
legal details of the proposed trust fund.

Dr. Felix R. Park, reporting for the
Blocd Center Committee, saw the most
successful year for the Tulsa County Red
Cross Blood Center in its six year history.
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A summary of the report appears in the
Blood Center News column in this issue
of The Bulletin.

Dr. Herbert J. Forrest, Chairman of
the Clinic Committee, reported the con-
tinued successful operation of the Tulsa
County Medical Clinic but was critical of
proposals by the Board of County Com-
missioners to relocate the Clinic at the
present County Farm and Hospital. ““This
would be a disastrous move, both in
terms of efficiency and economy,” the
report stated, “and could not be effected
without the expenditure of a huge sum
of money. The County Farm and Hos-
pital would require extensive additions,
remodeling and personnel, and purchase
of equipment.”

The report also repeated a request con-
tained in last year’s report for the pur-
chase of much needed X-ray equipment
and again expressed the desirability for a
trained social service worker to staff the

The Public Health Committee, under
the Chairmanship of Dr. D. L. Garrett,
outlined its efforts in arranging for the
medical services for the Salk Anti-Polio
Vaccine innoculations held in May and
June. Over 100 doctors participated in
the project. The Committee’s other ac-
tivities included the development of
policy governing distribution of Gamma
Globulin, participation in conferences af-
fecting city sanitation ordinances, a ma-
ternal health survey, and participation in
the proposed reorganization of Moton
Memorial Hospital.

Dr. F. L. Flack’s Insurance Committee
noted that malpractice suits threatened or
filed against Tulsa County Medical So-
ciety members had risen to a record of
fourteen. While expressing the belief
that the majority of such cases were not
of serious proportions, the Committee
urged doctors to continue to constantly
guard against such suits. "The continua-
tion of suits in such number can lead
only to marked increases in premiums for
malpractice insurance for the profession
as a whole,” the report continued, "and
can lead in some cases to cancellation of
individual policies of offending physi-
cians.

The report also outlined the progress
of a standard insurance reporting form
project and noted that it was virtually
complete at the year’s end. While the
form has not met with the complete ap-
proval of the insurance companies, it is
expected that the Oklahoma State Medi-
cal Association will adopt it and inaugu-
rate its use on a statewide basis.

Attendance at monthly meetings of the
Society continued to be compratively
good—averaging 40 per cent of the
membership present—although failing to
show any improvement over 1953. Dr.
Logan A. Spann, Chairman of the Pro-
gram Committee, said attendance ranged
from a low of 81 to a high of 132 with
an average of 112 members present. All
programs featured visiting distinguished
guest speakers from such medical centers
as Philadelphia, Cleveland, New Orleans,
Fort Worth, etc.

The Bulletin was expanded from 36
to 44 pages for most issues in 1954, due

primarily to increased advertising. Dr.
Milford S. Ungerman, Chairman of the
Bulletin Committee, said further expan-
sion was planned in 1955 if advertising
revenues continued to improve. The Bul-
letin was improved physically through
the use of a new high grade of glossy
coated stock and by attractive colors spe-
cially prepared with mixed metallic inks.

A complete copy of the reports has
been mailed to all doctors, and additional
copies are available upon request of the
Executive Offices. Dr. Wilkie D. Hoov-
er, retiring President, in a foreword to
the reports expressed his thanks to com-
mittee members for their efforts. Dr.
Hoover also urged each member of the
Society to read the reports carefully as
means of being advised of the organiza-
tion’s annual program of work.

Finances of the Society at the year end
were in the best shape in history. A
special assessment, levied in 1953 to cre-
ate a permanent building fund, was re-
distributed in January as members voted
to abandon plans for the eventual con-
struction of the Society’s own building.

TULSA NATIONAL GUARD UNIT
SEEKING MEDICAL OFFICER

A Tulsa unit of the Oklahoma Na-
tional Guard is seeking a medical officer
to command its medical company. Offi-
cers of the 279th Infantry, 45th Division,
said last month that commissions were
available up to the rank of Major, de-
pending upon the amount of prior service.

The duties require an Armory drill ev-
ery Tuesday evening and two weeks of
summer camp. Any Tulsa physician who
is interested should contact Sgt. Gerald
Finn, telephone 6-9110. Physicians com-
missioned in this unit will be free from
any further calls to military service. Com-
missions may be resigned if the doctor
leaves the State or under certain other
circumstances. Regular Guard compensa-
tion is received and credits allowed to-
wards promotions in rank.

1. Created a 13-man commission to
make a comprehensive study of the va-
rious types of plans through which the
American people receive medical services.

2. Established a new Section on Geri-
atrics.

3. Revised medical ethics to permit
doctors to accept remuneration for medi-
cal patents and copyrights, providing that
the benefits so received did not restrict
medical education or inhibit medical re-
search.

4. Recommended graduates of foreign
medical schools be admitted to intern-
ships in recognized American hospitals.

5. Postponed final action on a reso-
lution to create a close liaison between

Although final figures for the year
were not available as this issue of The
Bulletin went to press, total blood col-
lections for 1954 by the Tulsa County
Red Cross Blood Center are expected to
exceed 12,200 pints. This represents an
increase of 1,000 pints over the record
set in 1953.

About 35 per cent of the blood con-
tinues to be obtained from the mobile
visits to the smaller towns in Tulsa Coun-
ty and to the larger industrial installa-
tions. This includes the well organized
donor programs at American Airlines,
the Mid-Continent Refinery, the Dowell
Company, and the Douglas Aircraft Cor-
poration.

Replacements account for 40 per cent
of the total number of donors received
at the Center. Another 46 per cent are
derived from organized donor programs,
and the balance stems from a general re-
cruttment campaign.

The cost of operating the Center in
terms of per unit of blood continues to
decrease and is now averaging $4.50 per
pint, a small decrease over the figure for
1953.

The staff and facilities of the Tulsa
County Red Cross Blood Center are now
being used in teaching student laboratory
technicians and student nurses from St.
John's Hospital and Hillcrest Medical
Center, and also in the instruction of the
Red Cross Gray Ladies and Nurses Aides.

The Center will observe its sixth anni-
versary on January 12, 1955.
