It’s report card time in the U. S., 'and a checkup reveals Johnny Doughboy, Tommy Atkins and the
rest of the United Nations fighting men are doing fine on all but one front. In Africa and Europe
Flying Fortresses and other allied planes are bombing the axis in Tunisia, Libya, Germany, Italy and
occupied areas while our troops make gains on desert fronts. In Russia, Soviet snow soldiers and
other Red Army troops are pushing the Germans back from Leningrad to the Caucasus. In the
South Pacific the Japs are being driven back in New Guinea and the Solomons while our bombers
blast their bases here and in China and Burma. But in the Atlantic, United Nations ships continue
