Biographical/Background Content Note

Dr. Coleman Smith’s career as a music educator in Oklahoma spanned nearly four decades. After graduating with
a B.M.E. from Oklahoma A&M College in 1949, Smith worked as a high school music teacher and choral conductor
for twelve years. He joined the faculty at Central State College in 1961. Smith organized multiple singing groups at
Central, including the Men’s Glee Club and the Old North Belles Sextet. He also formed the Central Tunesmiths, a
song and dance group that represented the school at various special events throughout Oklahoma. In addition to
directing and arranging music for the Tunesmiths and other performance groups, Smith taught various music
courses, including choral arranging, choral conducting, choir, and vocal music. Smith retired from Central in 1987.
Following retirement, Smith continued to adjudicate music competitions and arrange and compose music, including
an original musical entitled “The First Territorial Saloon.” Smith also accompanied and arranged music for the First
Family Singers at First Baptist Church in Oklahoma City. Dr. Smith passed away on March 30, 2012, but his legacy
lives on through his music and the inestimable impact he made on his students, many of whom went on to become
music educators. As a testament to his lasting contributions to the institution, Dr. Smith was inducted into the
inaugural class of the “Luminary Society” at the University of Central Oklahoma in 2015.

Scope and Content

This collection includes Coleman Smith’s music charts and related materials. The accession number for this
collection is 1609001. The charts include pieces composed or arranged by Smith, as well as copies of published
arrangements from other sources. Some of Smith’s scores are handwritten, or are photocopies of handwritten scores.
Others are printed copies. The pieces are from a variety of genres, including blues, popular music, jazz, sacred and
gospel, show tunes, holiday music, and folk. The collection also includes the scripts and music charts for Smith’s
original musical, “The First Territorial Saloon.” In addition, the collection features Smith’s correspondence with
potential music publishers, as well as copies of the copyright registrations for some of his pieces. Most of the
collection is roughly arranged alphabetically by title.

Organization and Arrangement
The collection is organized into 3 series: . Multi-Genre Compositions & Arrangements, 1926-2011; Il. Sacred
Compositions & Arrangements, 1944-2008; I11. Oversize Materials, 1995-2000.

Series Descriptions

I. Multi-Genre Compositions & Arrangements, 1926-2011.
(240 folders, 4+ boxes)

This series encompasses the majority of the collection, and includes music charts and associated materials for
pieces from a variety of genres. The date range for this series is 1926-2011. However, not all of the materials are
dated. Accounting for the wide date range, the dates reflect the copyright dates on the copies of published music, as
well as the dates on Smith’s original compositions and arrangements. The materials are roughly arranged in
alphabetical order, by title. The folders are arranged by the first letter of the title of each piece. This arrangement is
fairly consistent throughout. However, the materials at the end of Box 020806 through the beginning of Box 020807
briefly divert from the pattern.

The series begins with an annotated list of Smith’s charts, dated 2011. The remainder of the series is mainly
composed of charts for pieces composed and arranged by Smith, as well as copies of published music. The styles
and genres of the pieces in this series include jazz, blues, Christmas music, show tunes, folk music, popular music,
and sacred and gospel music. In addition, this series includes Smith’s correspondence with publishers concerning



several of his arrangements and compositions. The correspondence is filed with the charts for each piece in question.
The pieces that Smith solicited for publication are noted in the record. The series also features special pieces Smith
composed for Central: “Old North Tower Song” and “Our Own Miss CSU.” In addition, the series includes scripts,
music charts, publicity, and other materials for Smith’s original musical, “The First Territorial Saloon.”

11. Sacred Compositions & Arrangements, 1944-2008.
(26 folders, 1+ boxes)

This series is composed of music charts and related materials for sacred and religious pieces. The date range of
this series is 1944-2008. Like Series I, the wide date range is due to the copyright dates on the copies of published
music. All of the arrangements and compositions personally written by Smith are dated after his retirement from
Central. Series | also includes some sacred and religious titles interspersed throughout. However, the materials in
Series 11 were designated as a separate series by the donors. Unlike the materials in the rest of the collection, this
series follows no specific arrangement pattern.

All of the pieces in this series are sacred and religious titles, except for “Chattanooga Shoe Shine Boy.” Many of
the charts are for pieces that Smith arranged for the First Family Singers at First Baptist Church in Oklahoma City.
The series also includes a folder labeled “Music For Publication.” The folder contains arrangements for several
pieces, Smith’s correspondence with various music publishers concerning the pieces, and copies of Smith’s
copyright registrations for the music. The series also includes programs and other materials from the annual “Singin’
& Praisin’ musical event for senior citizens.

111. Oversize Materials, 1995-2000.
1.38 linear feet (5 files, 1 box)

This series is composed of the oversize materials in the collection. The date range of the materials is from 1995-
2000, but not all of the materials are dated. The materials are arranged in alphabetical order, by title. The materials
include a poster for “A Christmas Carol II: The Musical,” two programs for “Singin’ & Praisin’” meetings, an
oversize score for “They Can’t Take That Away From Me,” and an oversize score for “We Are The World.”
