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SOl:IETYHAS PROGRESSIVE YEAR IN 1955
Publication Of Health Survey Major Achieve-
ment Of Busy Year. Blood Center Expansion
Increases Potentialities Of Local Blood Program.

A study of the annual reports of
twenty-one standing and special commit-
teesof the Tulsa County Medical Soci-
ety issued last month indicates a pro-
gressiveand widespread program of use-
ful activity for Dr. Frank J. Nelson's
administration during 1955.
The principal accomplishments of the

year, as recorded in a twenty page bro-
chure mailed to all members in Decem-
ber, include:
1. Completion and publication of the

Health Survey of Tulsa, a public study
of health and medical problems conduct-
ed in cooperation with the Health Divi-
sionof the Tulsa Council of Social Agen-
cies. The Survey produced much useful
information in the planning of future
programs of medical public relations and
public health. In preparation {or more
than two years, its publication attracted
nationwide attention including a highly
favorable analysis by the Journal of the
American Medical Association.
2. Continuation of a widespread pro-

gram of medical public relations by the
Public Policy Committee, embracing
legislation, health education, speaker's
bureau, press, radio and television, civic
affairs} labor relationships, professional
and public indoctrination programs, hos-
pital relationships, school activities, etc.
3. A record year for the Medical

Credit Bureau, official collection agency
of the Tulsa County Medical Society,
with annual collections expected to ex-
ceed S66,000.00, an increase of nearly
$7,000.00 over 1954.
4. The expansion of t he Annual

Founders Day Clinic into a two-day
postgraduate study course on November
9-10, 1955, highlighted by the presen-
tations of a panel of four visiting dis-
tinguished guest speakers.
5. A record year for the Tulsa Coun-

ty Red Cross Blood Center, co-sponsored
by the Tulsa County Chapter of the
American Red Cross and the Tulsa Coun-
ty Medical Society, with over 13,000
pints of whole blood distributed free to

patients of Tulsa County hospitals. This
represents an increase of 1,000 pints
ever 1954. The Center greatly expanded
its physical facilities and personnel to
meet licensing requirements of the Na-
tional Institutes of Health, a federal ac-
crediting agency, and increased its ser-
vice program to the community.

6. An outstanding annual meeting of
the Oklahoma State Medical Association
in Tulsa, May 8-11, for which .rhc en-
tire arrangements were handled hy the
Tulsa County Medical Society. A record
attendance of 792 doctors registered to
hear a well-balanced scientific program
featuring eleven visiting distinguished
guest speakers and to participate in a
delightful social program.

7. An expanded program of supervi-
sion of malpractice problems by the In-
surance Committee designed to reduce
the incidence of malpractice suits against
members of the Tulsa County Medical
Society.

8. A popular schedule of monthly sci-
entific programs featuring visiting dis-
tinguished guest speakers with average
attendance reaching newall-time highs.

y. Enlargement of The Bulletin of the
Tulsa County Medical Society to accom-
modate record advertising revenues of
$6,250.00, an increase of $650.00 over
1954.

10. Continued development and ex-
pansion of the facilities and services cJ
the Library of the Tulsa County Med-
ical Society. Tnstallation of air condi-
tioning equipment in the Library helped
boost patronage figures to newall-time
highs.

11. A noteworthy program in the
field of public health, including some
excellent public relations services by the
Public Health Committee in connection
with the Salk Anti-Polio Vaccine.

12. Continued successful operation of
the Tulsa County Medical Clinic, indi-
gent outpatient medical care program
sponsored by the Tulsa County Medical
Society in cooperation with the Board of
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County Commissioners. Installation of
new x-ray equipment at the Clinic dur-
ing the year has met a long-felt need.

13. Revision of a suggested standard
insurance form by the Insurance Commit-
tee designed for adoption on a statewide
basis brought this project a step nearer
completion. Despite objections of many
insurance carriers, the form is expected
to be placed in use by the Oklahoma
State Medical Association early in 1956.

14. A record contribution of $l6,114.-
00 to the Tulsa Community Chest-Amer-
ican Red Cross campaign by members of
the Tulsa Cunnty Medical Society, rep-
resenting 100.6 oer cent of CJuota and
an increase of $1,000.00 over the amount
contributed last year.

15. Continued activity of the Griev-
ances Committee in adjudicating com-
plaints of patients against doctors.

16. A successful annual golf tourna-
ment held September 15, 1955, at Indian
Hills Country Club with a record 175
doctors and dentists participating.

17. Co-sponsorship with other civic
and professional agencies of the Fourth
Annual Mental Health Institute, April
19, 1955, with five hundred persons in
attendance.

18. An excellent program of cancer
education for the public and the profes-
sion conducted under the direction of the
Cancer Committee of the Tulsa County
Medical Society.

19. A project designed to reorganize
the professional facilities and services of
Moton Memorial Hospital, in process as
the year ends. Conducted in cooperation
with the North Tulsa Medical Society.
the project seeks to improve utilization
of the negro hospital.

20. A program of liaison in the field
of industrial medicine designed to effect
useful changes in the Oklahoma Indus-
trial Compensation Commission. Con-
ducted in cooperation with the Tulsa
County Bar Association, portions of the
program came to fruit with the passage
of recommended legislation by the Okla.
home State Legislature early in the year.

Dr. Hugh Perry's Public Policy Com-
mittee delivered an impressive report of
activities by six sub-committees. Press,
radio and television coverage of medical
news and features were particularly ex-
cellent with over 200 newspaper stories
appearing during 1955. There was a
marked increase in institutional medical
features pointing up the progress of the
Tulsa medical profession, all completely
handled and interpreted with considera-
tion for accepted medical ethics regard-
ing personal publicity of physicians.
Names of doctors were not used in such
instances. Radio and television activities
were also expanded during 1955, al-
though the Committee noted that lack of
personnel and financing made a sustain-
ing medical television show impractical
at this time.

The Committee continued to distribute
the informative brochure of medical fa-
cilities and services to new residents of
Tulsa through the Welcome Wagon pro-
ject. Emphasis was placed upon new-
comers selecting a doctor in advance of
actual need and purchasing prepaid hos-
pital and medical care insurance.

Other Committee activities included
continuation of the pre-med club pro-
grams at Central and Will Rogers high
schools, an essay contest for high school
students, participation in the White
House Education Conference, operation
of a Speakers Bureau which provided a
considerable number of programs for lay
groups, distribution of waiting room lit-
erature, and the beginninR of a study of
medical indigenev in Tulsa in coopera-
tion with the Tulsa Council of Social
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Agencies.
The Health Survey of Tulsa, publish-

ed in June, 1955, was based on 500 inter-
views of Tulsa families and represented
the work of more than fifty people over
a period of two years. Dr. John G.
Matt was Chairman of the project. The
results were tabulated and analyzed in an
attractive brochure distributed to all
members. The interest in the project
occasioned many inquiries from other
state and county medical societies over
the nation, as well as from social agen-
cies and educational institutions. The
more significant results of the study
were: (1) indications of an appallingly
low rate of inoculation of pre-school
children for smallpox, whooping cough,
diphtheria and tetanus, (2) publ ic de-
mand for the creation of an emergency
medical call system, (3) general public
satisfaction with medical services and
fees, (-1) public dissatisfaction with
some aspects of hospital care in Tulsa,
and (5) an excellent level of prepaid
hospital and medical care insurance cov-
erage in the area. The Survey, co-spon-
sored with the Tulsa Council of Social
Agencies, was reviewed in detail in the
Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation.

The Third Annual Founders Day Clin-
ic, held November 9-10, 1955, drew a
disappointing audience despite the excel-
lence of the guest speakers: Dr. John W.
Kirklin, surgeon of The Mayo Clinic,
Rochester, Minnesota; Dr. L. Maxwell
Lockie, Professor of Therapeutical Medi-
cine, University of Buffalo School of
Medicine, Buffalo, New York; Dr.
Charles L Martin, Professor of Radiolo-
gy, Southwestern Medical School, Dallas,
Texas; and Dr. William C. Baum, Asso-
cite Professor of Radiology, University
of Michigan School of Medicine, Ann
Arbor, Michigan. Dr. Earl 1. Mulrned
was in charge of the project.

Dr. James B. Thompson, Chairman of
the Clinic Committee, reported approxi-
matelv 18,500 patient visits were made
to the Tulsa County Medical Clinic in
1955. Eleven specialty clinics were oper-
ated with the volunteer services of mem-
bers of the Tulsa County Medical Soci-
ety. Complete new x-ray equipment was
installed to replace the obsolete unit in
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servrce SInce the opening of the Clinic in
1937. The intern and resident training
program at the Clinic was expanded to
provide increased opportunities for post-
graduate medical training of Tulsa in-
terns and residents.

The Insurance Committee, under the
Chairmanship of Dr. Wilkie D. Hoover,
reported nine new malpractice actions
were filed or threatened against Tulsa
doctors in 1955. Of this number, five
are considered of serious proportions, the
Committee reported. Of the cases
brought forward from 1954, four were
settled out of court while two have reach-
ed the status of a lawsuit and will be
tried in the courts in the near future.
Warning against highly possible increas-
es in malpractice premiums, the Commit-
tee stated that "the continuation of the
present situation can lead only to in-
creased premium rates, possible cancel-
lation of coverage for repeat offenders,
and to personal losses from the physi-
cian's own estate."

L. C. PRESSON, M.D.
1881-1955

Dr. Loren Cecil Presson, 73, veter-
an Tulsa physician, died of a heart
attack at his home on November 30,
1955. He was a Life Member of the
Tulsa County Medical Society and had
been in retirement for several years.

A native of Illinois, Dr. Presson
received his medical degree from the
St. Louis College of Physicians &
Surgeons in 1909. The same year he
entered oractice at Collinsville, Okla-
homa, and later practiced at Osage,
Oklahoma. After serving as a Major
in the Army Medical Corps in World
War T, he entered practice in Tulsa in
1919. At one time he served as Su-
perintendent of Public Health in Tul-
sa County. Dr. Presson closed his of-
fice eight years ago due to illness and
worked on a part-time basis as As-
sistant County Physician for several
years. He was active in Masonic af-
fairs and also served in various posts
for the American Legion.

The widow survives. Services were
held December 5, 1955.
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The Regional Legislative Conference of the American

Medical Association at Dallas, Texas, on November l yth
was well attended by Oklahoma physicians. Our Tulsa
member on the A.M.A. Committee On Legislation de-
serves particular commendation as he is now using one-
third of his time at a great sacrifice working for the bene-
fit of American Medicine and the protection of the indi-
vidual physician.

The Conference was principally concerned with a num-
ber of bills of vital interest to physicians when the Bzlth
session of Congress again convenes in January, 1956. It
takes time to read and study all of these legislative Cjues-
tions, but all doctors have a duty of citizenship to give
attention to these matters. Most physicians that I know
are primarily interested in the study and advancement of
scientific medicine and that is as it should be, but even
so these bills in Congress pertaining to Medicine must
not be neglected. Some of the bills of the most immedi-
ate concern deal with health insurance reimbursement and
mortgage loan insurance, medicine and the treaty power,
veterans medical care, deferred retirement income tax
measures, social security amendments, and medical military
legislation.

We have a great background for such interests. Hip-
pocrates is remembered not only for his contribution to
Medicine, but also for the lofty idealism in his Code of
Ethics. Forty-two patriots signed the Declaration of In-
dependence, and among these were the names of six
physicians: Drs. Benjamin Rush, George Taylor, Josiah
Bartlett, Matthew Thornton, Lyman Hall. and Oliver Wol-
colt. A profession that had six alit of fifty-nine signers
must use its right of franchise and be interested enough
to exert itself for the protection and advancement of
something to which it has given so much study and sacri-
fice. This is our obligation, not only to ourselves, but to
the patients whom we serve in our daily practice.
