February 22J 1943 

The Senate met in regular sessiQn at 4: 10 p,m, in Room lCl of Monnet Hall with 
the Chainnan presiding. 

Minutes of the Janua ry 25 meeting were approved without change. 

Mr . James DavidsonJ President of the Senior Class J addressed the Senate as the 
representative of the Class of 1943 J rec;uesting in its behalf that all seniors eli­
gible te graduate at the May commencement be excused fro1:t final exaIT',inations in order 
to partic i pate in a four-day Senior Week program. · 

When Hr. Davidson retired from the rr,eet ingJ the request of the Senior Class vrns 
discussed in some detail by members of the Senate, Reaves moved that all c,ualified 
seniors scheduled to graduate in May be exempted from the last tv10 days of final exami­
nati~ns. Hassler effered a substitute motion to excuse graduating seniors whose grade 
average fcr .the last seven semesters has been 11B11 or better from final examinations in 
those course s in vrhich their eight-week grades were 118 11 or bette1~ . Substitut~ motion 
adopted, Meacham moved t hat all other graduating seniers who have maintained a gradu­
ating average during the last seven serr.esters and who had a graduat in g average in their 
eight-week g rades be excused frDm any exalY'inat i on scheduled for the l as t two days of 
the examination P3riodJ in which subject they had a graduating avera~e at mid- semester. 
Adopted. 

The followin g resolution was submitted by Meacham: ResolvedJ that the University 
Senate adopt these two principles : (1) 11Blanket credit II for service f or the a r rried 
fi,rces w:i_ll not be counted toward ar1y degree; and (2) In c ase a IT,an applies for credit 
based on his record of a ccanplishments wh ile in serviceJ his rec0rd of a ccomplishment 
in academic sub,-iects shall be obtained from the ?Tar :Cepartr:,ent and these 2nd such prog­
ress as may be deE1onstrated 1,y the results of acceptable exa :7\inine: and testing pro;;rams 
shall be t:1ken into account in determininr; l a ter c olle;e status. Referred to Committee 
nn Curriculum and University Standards. 

The follovlinf, res cluti on was s ubmitted by i3lickens derfer: Re solved that the Uni­
versity Senate reccm.r-iend a uniform course nur-bering systerr, to apply througheut the 
University J designed particularly t 6 differentiate upper division frO ITi 1,v1er division 
ccurses. Referred to Cctmmittee on Curriculum and University Standar ds . 

On behalf of the Committee c,n Com.,tittees, ::iorgan presented the foll,wing nomina­
tions f or comrnittee as s i gnments : Llo;;rd Stow for th e Comrnittee on Co- ordirationJ re­
pla cing H. L. Dodge; Ima ,Ja::tes for th e Com.,nittee on :Sxtra- Hural Functions, re placing 
A. B. Sears; Har k R. Everett for . the Co,,ll'nittee on University Buildings and Grounds, 
re placi...rig Dr. Paul Colonna. All nomnations were approved . 

On behalf of the Cor,;;nittee on _::;1ections, lforgan :.10ved as f ollows: In the rr,at ter 
of the norrtination and election of Sena to rs from the General Faculty, to be held it;,_\_ 
March and AprilJ 1943J that the Co.m.:,iittee on Electi ons be instructed to consider till 
vacancies as of the sa.r:ie kind, and to proceed accordin1:;ly; Md secondlyJ that after 
the new members of the Senate have been elected, they draw lots to determine who shall 
fill Mr. Sears I unexpired terr-, of one year and Mr. ':leaver I s term of two years. Adopted f 

The Secretary was instructed to read Dangerfield I s letter of resignat i on from the 
Senat eJ necessitat ed by his leave of absence from the University. Ev1ini; moved its ac­
ceptance. Adc:ipted~ 3v:ing moved that the Committee on Faculty Personne 1 meet under 
t he temporary chairmanship of Bizzell for the purpose of organ i zation. Adopted. A 
petition signed by undergraduates in the Air Corps Reserve, requestine a credit allow­
ance for courses partially completi;:;d durinP,' the current semester, was referred to the 
Committee on Curriculwn arid University Standards.
