The Con1'1i ttee on Or ganizati on of Depar tments, Schools , and Divisions , s . c. Holland Chairman , reported as follows : (1) That the request fron the Geography Staff t o establ i sh a separate Department of Geography in the College of Arts and Sciences be approved. (2) That the request from Mr. Fr ancis R. Cell a of the Business Statis -tics staff to establish a separate Depar tment of Business Statistics be approved . (3) That they had made pr0gress on the request from the College of Engineering to f orm a separate Department of Industrial Management , but as yet are not r eady to make a final report . 
(4) The C0rnmittee requested that i n the future: 11 All petitions re­ferred t0 the Cn:rn.i'Tii ttee should be a pproved , or disapproved , by each Department, Sch00l , and College affected. 11 

A r eport f r om the Senate Committee on 11 Curricul um and University :::,-1-,andar ds 11 was approved as follows : 
(1) That the current rules concer ning the 11 Conducting of Examinations and of Cheating Cases 11 be r epealed . 
(2) That the following be adopted in l i eu of them . 



RULES CONCERNING THE HANDLING OF 
CASI::S OF CHEATING 

The Instructor in a course is free to handle cheating cases at his own discretion, but within the following limits: The student must be failed on the exaraina tion or paper on which he cheats, and he may be punished by the Instruc­t0r to the extend of denying credit in the course. The Instructor must report the action taken to the student 1 s Dean. In addition, the Instructor may refer cheat­ing cases to the Student Conduct Cor:imittee with recormnendation for further i~vestigati on or punishment. 

The Student Conduct Con;1i ttee shall not lessen the penalty fixed by the Instructor, but may reconJJ.end to the President within the following limits: 
(1) A student guilty of cheating on any paper or quiz other than the final examination, may be suspended fr om the University for the remainder of the semester. 

(2) A student guilty of cheating on final exaninations may be suspended from the University for the following full semester. 

NOTE: These regulations shall be published by the Secretary of the University in the University Gazette near the beginning of each semester, 

The Secretary read a l etter frora President Cross to the effect that: Proffessor Ralph Bienfang has been named as the fifth nember of Committee Con Budget and Faculty Pr omotions. 

Thus, the members of Budget Corn:,i ttee C, and the years to serve from October 1, 1947, are as f ollows: Ralph Bienfang, S years ; J. F. B0nder, 4 years; W. K. Newton, J years; J. F. Brooks, 2 years; and S. W. Reaves, 1 year. 

A second letter fr()m President Cr()SS revealed that: The recommenda­tions of the University Senate concerning student absences, late enrollments, and late withdrawals have been apprrwed. 

A motion was made and carried that: The chairaan of the Senate appoint a comni ttee to consider the problem of the University calendar for the next five years.
