The minutes of the previcus meeting on ovenmber 2L, 1947 vere approved after
the fcllowing correction was made: The Senate Com ittee on "Jroanization of
Departrents, Schocls, and Divisions" ave a reporu which vas approved by the
Senate, The Jcurnal did not sbate that the report was APP OV.ll. ‘This
corrcetion was nade,

Dean Couch nave a report on the "General Problen of Professorsains in the
University." He pointed out the existing plan vherehy:

(1) Professorships are sranted to acaderic personncl by the recorrendations
bein made by Dudget Cormittees 4, 3, and C; and [inally approved by the President
of tne Universicy and the Board of Pegents,

(2) Professorships are granted to non=academic personnel by the individual
joing direct to the President for his approval,

Dean Couch rccomriended that the Scnaic refcer the problenm to an appropriate
senate committce to sce if a plan could be worked out vhereby Professorsi:os
would be sranted to non-academic pcrsonncl through Budget Cormittee procedurc,
the same as for acadcmic personnel. -

The Zcnate voted to refer thc above oroblem to the Senate com:itice on

Waculty Personnel" for study and repori.

The Senate Cormmiittee on "Orpanization of Departirents, Schools, :and Divisions"
rnade the followins report and recommendation, The rcport uas approved by the
Senate, :

"That a recuest from Deans idams and Carson to establish a separate bchool
of Industrial “anagement tngineering in the Collere of “ngineering be approved,”
(r*OT7: It was pointed out by Professor Holland, Chairman of this Conrittee, that
it is becyond the jurisdiction of this Committce to pass upon the Curriculun ior
Industrial :anagement ~ngincering, anc that they had iaken no action on the
curriculun, )

The Curriculum for the proposed necu school of Inudstrial | anaTtement Lncinecr-
ing was referred to the conittee on "Curriculunm and Iniversity Standards,!

The Senace Cormittee on "iescarch" submilted a report and reco nendations.
The recommendations as amended and approved by the Senatve are as follovs:

1. "ixcept in the School of Lav and the School of ‘edicine, the rorual
teaching load at the Universiiy of Ollahuma shall be twelve (12) credit
nours in lecture courses, or iis eauivalent in laboratory courses,
Instructors teaching only secitions of a sirgle course .ay be exyp ected
to veach more than twelve (12) credit aours, or the equivalent in
laboratory courses.

2, "In addition to their scheduled teachins, faculiy nembers arc expected
to devote a reasonablc anount of time to duties such as: rcesecarch,
the direction of research for raster's and doctor's theses, the direcc-
tion of reading courses, student counseling, committee and administra=-
tive work,

3. "If a faculty member is called upon to dircct an sxcessive nuuber of
master's or doctor's thescs, his average scheduled teaching load siall
be appropriately reduced, Such action may be initiated by the decpart-
nenty by the dean of the colleje in which the departrment is administered,
or by the dean of the Craduvate Collese, If devariment and deans fail
to agrec in their recommendations in a given casey the casc snall ve
referrcd to the President's advisory council for rcview ana recorrcndation.

Le "If a faculty merber develops an extencive and sirniiicant rescarch
prozran, his averasc scheduled teachin; load shall be approsriately
reduceds Such action may be initiated by the department, by the dear
supcrvising the administration o Lhe department, or by the dean of the
Graduate College, Ii department and dcans do not concur in their
recormendations in a -iven case, the case shall be referred to the
Presidentts advisory council for review and recommendation,"

In a communication from President Cross, the rfresident requested "that the
Faculty Senate be recuested to make rccomrcndations as Lo 1uture relations bet—

ween thc recently created new Department of seronautics and otiher acadcmic units

of the University, and as to gcneral policies on aeronautics curricula," The
Scnate referred the problem to the Corrmittece on Co-Ordination for sbudy and report.
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The President referred the following course to the Scnate for approvals

"leronautics 101, three hours credit, Flisht Instructor.
This coursc is to be taurht by v, Coulucr, vhom thie Lcients named as chairman
of the Department of Aeronautics, Thc course has as its prerequisites, the
halding of a« commercial license, single enjine land rating, and permission.
The subject matter of the course would include the theory of [li;sht, the analysis
of maneuvers, civil aeronautics regulations applying to flisht instruction, etecy
The fee for the course would be ¢270 for the semcster. The course consists of
twenty-five Lours of flyinz time for the purposc of qualifvin: studecnts for the
CAL flicht instructor rating. 4 ninirum fiftecn-minute class period will be
provided before and after each flirht. (The course vias approved. )

In a letter addressed to the Secrctary of the Scnate, President Cross
stated that he had approved the set of rules concernins the hanuling of cheat-
ing cases, liovever, he stated that his a:proval vas condi®ional--depending
upon ccrtain understandings. Thesc details arc now beins ~orked on by the
Senate and the Precsident, 4s soon as full agreement and undcrstanding of the
rules have been rcached, the rules will be redrafted and published in the
Journal of the Senate,

On November 24, 1947 the Senate approved a request for the separating
of the Department of Geography from the Department ol Geolozy and Geography.
Also, the Senate approved a request to establish a scparatc Department of
Business Statistics in the College of Business sdministration, The President,
in a communication addressed to the Secretary of the Senate, stated that he
had approved these recommendations and that he would sunmit them to the Soard
of Negents for their final action,

A motion was made and carried that the Senate Library Committec make a
study and report on the followin~ library problenms;
(1) Is thore sufficient space in the Gencral Iibrary for our studeats
to do their necessary library work?
(2) How could additional space be provided?

The Senatc Committee on "Faculty Personncl" made a pro~ress report onthe
study that they are making on the subjecct of "Group Insurance for the Lmployees
of the University," They stated that they hopc to make a final rcport and re-
commendations at the next resular mecting of the Senate,

Professor L. ll, liorgan, birecctor of Publications, suvbmitted a list of changes
£

in courscs that have becn made since Cctober 29, 19L7. This list of changes is
attached to this issue of the Journal of the Senatc,

The next nmeeting of the Scnate will be on onday, I'ebruary 23.
