Council shall have the right to present its case before the faculty
which is considering the decisions of the Council on Instruction.

iSection 34111, remove last sentence on appeals.

"Add new paragraph LBIV, as follows: ‘/hen the college faculty
disagrees with the recommendations-of the Council on insvruetion,
the matter shall be referred to the University JSenate,"

another report by the Curriculunm Committee concerned Harly
final Lxaminations.® The committee recormended :

"final examinations for the spring semester of the academic
year 1949-50 will be held from Friday, l'ay 27, through friday, June
3. The Summer 3ession final examinations will be held Thursday,
August 3, and friday, August L, instead of august 4 and 5 as now
announced, "

A motion that the recommendation be accepted was made and
approved,



Vice President Franklin proposed the following resolution:

"The official method of welghing the final grades of the
University of Oklahoma shall be changed from A=3; B=2: 0-1; D-0;
FoQs 46 A-i; B-3; C-2; D-1; F-0; E-0, This method shall be
effective for alil students who matriculate in the University at
the beginning of the first semester of the academic year J50=51 .1

It was approved, A motion that the grade of "I" pe omitted in
the resolution was made and approved, '
