Explanatory Comment

For several months the Senatc Committee on University Organization, Budget,
and Publications has been considering scveral recommendations made by the ad hoc
Coordinating Committce on Self-Evaluation, On Januery 15, 1957, the Scnate
Committee filed a report for consideration at the January meeting of the Senate ,
Prior to that meeting, however, additional information was gained and Deanfclark,
Chairman of the Committce on University Organization, Budget, and Publications
requested that consideration of the report be postponcd.

On March 20, 1957, the Committee on University Organization, Budget, and
Publications filed a sccond report to supcrsede the one prcsented in January, That
report was published in its cntirety in the Journal of the University Scnate for
March 25, 1957, Following somc discussion of the report, on March 25, the entirc

matter was deferred until the University Council on Instruction could express its
vicus,

Views of the Council on Instruction

On March 25, 1957, the University Socnate considercd a recommendation on Self-
Evaluation submitted by its Committec on University Organization, Budget, and
Publications, The recommendations, if approved, would have the effect of broadaon=~
ing the functions of the Council on Instruction, lction on the recommendation

was deferred until the Council on Instruction might cxpress its vicws,

The Council on Instruction has studied and discussed the recommendation and hes
asked me, as Chairman, to convey to the Scnatc its vicws, as follows:

1. The Council enthusiastically cndorses the recommendation in princinle
and would welcome an oprortunity to undertake the functions and re¢g-
ponsibilitics recommendcd, :

2, The Council's cndorscment is contingent, however, upon the approval
of Paragraph 3, which provided for "the addition of an administrative
assistant in the President's Officc whosc duties shall include collect-
ing data needed for sclf-cvaluation as rclated to educational policiss.!

Boforc submission
to the Council, such proposals must be epproved by the appropriatc com=
mittec of tho departments or schools in which thoy originate, and of tho
colleges in which they will bo taught. Graduatc courscs must also be
approved by the appropriate committcc of the Graduatc Collcge.

The Council may appoint subconmittccs and it may recommend that the
Prcsident appoint tomporary committces to consider specific problems.

The Council shall rcquest information from administrative officers where
necessary to aid in its cveluation of the cducational policies of the
Universitys

3, When the budget pormits, provisions shall be mede for the addition of an
administrative asssistant in the Prosidentt!s Officc whosc dutics gshall includc
collecting data nccded for sclf-cvalustion 2s rclated to cducational policics,

Dr, Kcown moved thet a paragreph be added to item III, on page 6, stipulating
that thc Council on Instruction shall report periodically end at lcest annuslly to
the University Scnate the results of its cvaluation and its recommendations for
future instructional dovelopment. His motion was scconded and approved by the

It is recommended thet retiring Professors (this term includes all academic ranks)
will be honored as follows!

1, That the Regents of the University invite the retiring Professors and
wives (or husbands) to be their guests at lunch at the May meeting of
the Board. An appropriate short program may be arranged,

2+ The names of thosc rotiring are to be included in the official commencc-
ment progran,

3+ That the Sooncr Megazine will be requested to publish the picture of
each accompenied by a bricf written account appropriate to the occasion,

STUDENT ABSENCES BEFORE AND AFT VACATIONS

Report of the Committec on Academic Standards

Aoril 9, 1957

This report concerns the lotter of Jrnuary 28, 1957, from Professor Gilbért Fite
to the University Senatc, in which it was suggested that a committec of the Senate
study the problem of absences incurred immediatcly before and after holidays,

After consideration of the matter, the committec wishes to submit the following
comments and rcecommendationss

1, There is apperently little difficulty with respect to excessive abscnces
in clesses in which the onc in cherge feels very firmly that both teacher
and students should be prescnt. Thorc is some cvidence that some teachers
may be inviting exccssive absences by their own attitude toward the work
to be accomplished just proccding and following a holiday period. If it
is, in pert, the fault of tecechers that too many students arc absent, 1t
scarcely scems advisable to imposc a rulc upon students to force attendance.

2. 1t would seem to be the responsibility of the teacher to set the
standard for his course and to determine the extent of penalty suffered
by the student on account of en.essive absences vheuever they uay occur,
Even a student of average ability wight e able to overcowe the
deficiency of an absence if he were villing to exert sufficient effort
on his own.

3, If, by come euacting condition, a student vere fcrced to attend class,
the resulting mental attitude on his part would scarcely be conducive
to effective learning.

4, Although avsences way de undesirable, the University should be looking
toward the time vhen umove responsisility is placed upon the ctudeants.
Actually, it ceems desirable that all taking of the roll in classes
ssove the frecshman level be eliuinated as a waste of time. Of course,
this sort of move toward waturity in the University should imply that if
a high percentage of a given class vere not able to reach the minimunm
standard of the course, chen it would follow that a correcponding
high percentage of the class would not receive a passing marlk.
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Student Avsences Before and After Vacations -- continued

2. If no change ic made in the current rezulations concerning ausences,
those regulations should be enforced. This means that if o student
accunulates abgences to more than 20% of the numser of class meetings,
then he may not gain credit in the course,

Ch

It should be pointed out that participation in the Advanced Placement
Program weans that students way zain college credit in courses which
they have not attended. 7ith this in mind, it would not appear logical
to establish a rule to enforce attendance,

7. The committee feels that if the academic standards of the University .
are being adversely affected by eucessive absences on the part of
students, then a remedy should he found through individual faculey
action and not by general coercion of students,

Therefore, the comiittee recounends that no action be taken relative to enforced
attendance in calsses,

Report of the Comuaittee on Comaittees

April, 1957

The Faculty Handboolk provides that "I addition to their scheduled teaching,
faculty uemvers are enpected to devote a reasonable amount of time to duties

such as: . . . comittee and administrative work.® (p. 24). To the eutent that

a faculty ueuber does not participate in such activities, he is imposing an

eutra burden on his colleagues, Thus, a faculty meumber who accepts the responsi-
bility of being a senator has a duty to attend meetings of the Senate and of any
Senate comalttee to which he is appointed. However, most senators conscientiously
attempt to meet their obligatioms.

Therefore, it is recoumended that attendance regulations for senators should not
be adopted, but it is recormended that annually the Journal of the ilay mecting
of the Senate show the number of regular and special mectings of the Senate which
were held during that academic year, a list of the Senators and the number of
neetings which each uissed.
