REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON COMMITTEES

Explanatory Comment

Each year, at the regular Senate meeting in March, the Committee on Committees
submits nominations for University committees which will be appointed by President
Cross. The Senate then considers the nominations, may make additional nominations
from the floor, and at the regular meeting in April approve the list of nominations
to be submitted.,

Senate Action

Professor Harriet Harvey, Chairman of the Committee on Committees, presented
the list of nominations prepared by the Committee., The University Senate accepted
the nominations made by the Committee on Committees and no additional nominations
were made from the floor of the Senate. The final list of nominations will be
submitted to President Cross so that he can make specific appointments to the
various University committees.

Further Action by the Senate Relative to Annual Nominations

In connection with consideration of nominations for University committees, Dr.
Benson moved that in future years in the cases of the Budget Council and the Council
on Instruction, the Committee on Committees should present for consideration twice
the number of names required by President Cross so that the Senate might exercise a
greater degree of selectivity., His motion was seconded.,

Professor McGrew then offered a substitute motion that the entire matter of
procedure for nominating be referred to the appropriate committee so that careful
consideration should be given to numbers nominated, time of acting upon nominations,
availabity of persons for service on committees, and nominations for committees
where it is known that people will be on leaves of absence. His motion was seconded
and passed by the Senate,

Letter from Dr. Fowler

Dr. Rufus G, Hall, Chairman

Faculty Exchange

Dear Dr. Hall:

Each semester more and more time seems to be devoted to the enrollment, in
department offices, of late-coming students. For a week or ten days after enroll-
ment, our office (and those of many other departments on the campus, I am sure)
is brought to a standstill by students who have failed to complete or begin their
enrollment during the established period. I would estimate the cost to the Univer-
sity of enrolling each such student at around $20.00. Our department has there-
fore voted in staff meeting to petition the Senate to investigate this matter and
see whether some means cannot be found for reducing this annoyance, including per-
haps stiffer penalties for late enrollment, It is our feeling that in many cases
students enroll late intentionally in the possible justified opinion that the fecs
involved are small compared with advantages in terms of ease of getting into desir-
able sections,

I am enclosing a copy of "A Resolution Relating To The Need For Publication

of Informetion In The Class Schedule Bulletin," as was passed by the Student
Senate by a vote of 32-0 in regular session on Thursday, March 13, 1958,
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Publication of Information in the Class Schedule Bulletin ~- continued

I think the resolution explains a situation which nceds to be looked into in
the very near future. This does not concern the militery departments as much as
it applies to certain schools in degree-granting colleges,

As you will observe in this resolution, our main concern pertains to upper
division classes. Of course, we would like to see all courses list the instruc-
tor's name beside them, but we realize that therc are many limitations to this.
Consequently, at this time we are Just requesting that the specificd information
be printed for at least the upper division courscs.,

Johnnic Buchenan, the author of the resolution and a scnator from the College
of FEngineering would be glad to talk with University Senate Committec on Courses
and Curriculum concerning this problem, We feel that for upper division courses it
is imperative that a student be allowed to scleet the instructor from which he fecls
he can gain the most knowledge,

The main reason why the student Scnate does not favor a plan of pre-enrollment
is because the student is not allowed to choosc among the most qualified instruc-
tors, A junior or senior undergraduatc student who is sincerely interested in his
studies, will learn a lot more from a professor who knows thc subject well rather
than from a professor that the student knows is easy or not as well qualificd,
Consequently he will choose the harder, but morc qualificd professor,

Thank you and the committee for taking action on this resolution, and if
either Scnator Buchanan or I can be of help, we would be morc than happy to do so.
