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STUDY OF THE FUI'URE OF TEE UNIVERSITY 0 
Report of Ad Hoc Committee March 6, 1967 

The Ad Hoc Cormnittee on the Future of the·University, established by 
resolution of the Faculty Senate .on January 30, 1967~ has ·considered ways of 
giving expression to faculty opinion on the f'Uture goals ·and development of the 
University. The committee makes the following recommendations to the Faculty 
Senate: 

1. That a. special committee of the Faculty Sene.te be established' t6 study 
the :prospective lines of develOI)ment of the University and to make reccmmenda'!" ... 
tions to the Sena.t~ ·:Qn goals which the institution should seek to achieve._ . _The 
committee should be composed of six members of the Senate., including the chairman 
who will act as cha.innan of the special committee. Election of the other members 
of the committee should be by the Senate. One nomination for each position : ·,. 
should be presented-to the Senate by the Senate chairman and the Committee on 
Committees and other nominations may be made ·from the floor. Senators elected 
to the special committee should be relieved 0f r~sponsibilities on the standing 
committees of the Senate. 

2. That standing committee of the Senate called the Executive Committee 
should be established, consisting of the chairman and vice-chairman of the·Senate 
and three (3) additional members chosen by regular Senate J?rocedures. •. · _ The>, · 
purpose of the Executive Conrrnittee would be to review questions subniitte·d to the 
Senate as to their suitability for its consideration and to bring recommendations 
on significant questions of general University concern before the Senate, 
including long range goals of the institution.
