1\fEMORIAL 
OF 

THE LEGISLATURE OF MINNESOTA, 
ASKING FOR 

An appropriation to improve and complete a wagon-road from Lake Supe­
rior to the Net La lee Indian reservation, ·i·n the State of JJfinnesota. 

MARCil 25, 1872.-Referre<l to the Committee on Indian Affairs aml ordered to be printed. 

Your memorialists, the legislature of the State of Minnesota, respect­
fully represent: 

That by the sixth article of the treaty between the United States and 
the Bois Forte band of Chippewas, dated May 5, A. D. 1866, the United 
States agreed that, if practicable, all annuities due the Indians under 
said treaty should be paid on the reservation at Net Lake. That, 
owing to the fact that the wagon-road, begun and built a distance of 
eighty miles from Lake Superior, has never been completed to the reser­
vation, the annuities ha\e been paid to said Indians on ceded lands 
nearer tbe settlements. That the payment of annuities to Indians on 
ceded lands distant from their reservation and homes, is prejudicial to 
their welfare, as well as to the interests of the State at large. Where­
fore your memorialists pray that an appropriation of $10,000 may 
be made for the completion of eaid road, in order that the stipulations 
of the aforesaid treaty may he complied with, and the interests of tlie 
State promoted and protected by the payment of annuities to said 
Indians upon their own lands.
