CITIZEN VOLUNTEERS OF IDAHO AND WASHINGTON .

Mr. W. E. S11IITH, from the Committee on Military Affairs, submitted 
the following: 

REPORT: 
[To accompany bill II. R. 4391.] 

The Committee on Military Affairs, having had the bill H. R. 4391 under 
consideration, respectfully submit the following report : 

From the accompanying series of orders, issued by and under the 
direction of the commanding general of the Department of Columbia, 
which are hereby made a part of this report, it will be seen that volunteer 
soldiers, citizens of Idaho and Washington Territories, served in the 
Army of the United States in the Nez Perces Indian war of 1877. 
They were not mustered into the regular service, but were received 
and accepted as volunteers so long as their services were required. 
Their names were enrolled, and muster-rolls forwarded to the War De­
partment. They served in the aggregate about thirty days and ren­
dered the country and Army invaluable service. Some were killed, 
some wounded, and some lost property while in the service. 

The committee, in view of these facts, recommend that these volun­
teer soldiers be paid $1 per day, that the sufferers be placed on the pen­
sion rolls, and that the property lost and destroyed in the United States 
service be paid for, and to this end they recommend the passage of the 
bilJ.
