members of the State Association has 
been perfected and is now in effect , D r. 
]. C. Brogden, chairman of this special 
committee, announced at the reg ula r 
meet ing November 28. 

Because of poss ibilitv of difficul ties 
which might a rise in the fu t ure, the 
committee decided to eliminate an? 
chance for opposi tion and arranged to 
purchase the g roup policy through an 
insurance com pan ~' admi tted to do busi­
ness in Oklahoma under the IIl su rance 
laws of t he state. 

Arrangements were made with the 
H ouston F ire and Casualty Company to 
issue this group policy exactly as it had 
been approved bv Llovds of Londo n 
w ith a ll the adva-ntageo'us provisions of 
the policy as originally written. L10yds 
of London agreed to reinsure th is pol icy 
with the Houston F ire and Casualty 
Company and to ex tend th is reinsurance 
not on l~' to the Houston company but 
al so directly to the doctors covered by 
the ce rtificates under the master poliqr. 

This plan has been perfected. "-rhe 
H ouston Fire and Casualty has been 
admi tted to do business in · Oklahoma 
hy J('ss G. R ea n, Imll n lll re Cnmrnis­
siorler. The compan~' is sound and its 
asset$ arc many times its ou tstanding in­
surance liabil it ies. Lloyds of London 
have accepted t he reinsurance contract. 
T he i\1aster P olicy has been issued and 
has been presented to the Tulsa County 
IVledica l Society. The cert if icates have 
been pre pared and are now being issued. 
Application blanks are in the hands of 
the Executive Secretary of t he Society 
and are being distributed to our mem­
bers and others in terested. 

Of coursc, two of the biggest features 
of t he policy are the increase in insur­
ance protection offered the doctors and 
the huge saving in the amount of the 
annual premium rate. At the present 
rate thi s policy will save each individual 
doctor insured between $15 and $80 

annually. T he rates which have been 
established for the policy are: 

$24.75 for General P ractice. 
$3 1.00 for Surgery. 
$34.25 for X-ra \'. 
These prices app ly only to doctors 

with in Tulsa Count \,. Due to addi tional 
costs involved the ~ate which must be 
borne, the prem ium rate to doctors out­
side of Tulsa County are less than five 
per cent higher and arc as follows: 

$26.25 for General Practice. 
$32.50 for Surgery.

Th·is policy has been app roved by the 
T nsurance Comm issioner of Oklahoma, 
by the Special] nsurance Committee, by 
attorneys for the commi ttee and b~' the 
Tulsa County LVI edical Society.

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Do You Want to ~xperiment

1 ask ~'our ki nd indulgence in the 
presen tation of a quest ion, whose vic ious 
intent by the investigators is the wreck­
ing, hood-winking, shackling, or putting 
under government control, one of t he 
greatest benefactors to the human race 
since the dawn of history: T he kindly 
physician and the pract ice of med icine , 
constantly agitated by a carnivorous de­
sire of two or three thousand socia l 
workers, sOL';a/ogists, d ole seekers~ phil­
osophers, socialisls (Jlld other 'isml, Ir.r­
iug to Pll t d own the throat of the 
American people that mysterious Utopia 
or panacea - socializ ed m edicine, state 
medicine or compulsory healtlt illSurallce 
or whatever you waul to call it. Th e 
essence 0/ which wo uld be the des/fllc­
liol1 0/ the personal relation be/ween the 
physician alld his palient, or in substal/ce, 
his persol1al liberty . And as P at ri ck 
H enry said, "Is li fe so dear, or peace so 
sweet, as to be purchased at the price of 
chains and slavery? Forbid it, Almighty 
God - I know not w hat course others 
may take, but, as for me, give me liberty 
or give me death," And, may I ad d, in 
death w ith the ph,\'sician of my choice 
and conf idence and not a governmen t 
paid man or stranger. I s it not food for 
thought? 

So in reply to these reformists or agi­
tators, one hundred and twen t~r-si x mil­
lion of us must weigh the facts on an 
unbiased and impart ial scale and determ­
ine the kin d of medical system which 
g ives us the most eff icient service. 

What Is Health Insurance? 

H ealth Insurance is a form of socia l­
ized med icine under w hich the indi­
vidual pays in advance a stipulated sum 
of money to g uarantee payment of the 
costs of medical and hospital care in 
event of illness. Somet imes the employer 
is forced to cont rib ute to these advance 
payments, and sometimes the state also 
pays a portion of the expense. 

What Is Socialized Medicine? 

Socia lized rnedicine is a broad term. 
Anyth ing is social ized which is sup­
ported by people as groups, rather than 
as ind ividuals. 

We have socia lized medicine when 
the government supports tuberculosis 
hospitals and free medical care for the 
indigent, through taxation. ' ¥e also 
have social ized med icine when people 
join insurance funds, under which the 
well of the group help to pay the ex­
penses of the sick of the same group. 

What Is State Medicine? 
State med icine is t hat form of social­

ized medicine under which medical 
services are furni shed by government 
employees who are paid out of tax fund s, 
much as public ed ucation is furnished 
by teache rs employed by the govern­
ment and paid out of public funds. 

What Are the Main Types of Health 
Insurance? 
Voluntary and compulsory. Volun­

tary health insurance permits the in­
di vidual the right to join or not as he 
pleases. U nder compulsory health in­
surance, the sta te forces the indi vidual 
to join whether he wants to or not. 

What Countries Now Have Compul. 
sory Health Insurance in any Form? 
Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Chile, 

Czechoslovakia, D anzig, Denmark, E s­
thonia, France, G ermany, Great Brita in, 
Greece, Hungary, I rish Free State, 
Italy, Japan, L atv ia , Leth uania , L ux­
em burg, Norway, P alest ine, Poland , 
Portugal, R ouman ia, Russia, Sweden, 
Switzerland, and Yugoslavia.

In compu lsory health insurance the 
sta te con tro ls it and not the doctors_
