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Coun~y Approves Clinic; Ruled Legal 
Long fight over adoption of free clin ic p lan ends; 
two district judges hold plan is legal in dismissing 
restraining order and denying inj unction sui t. 

Tulsa Count)' Commissioners after 
three and one-half hours of debate, on 
August I-tth, ,foted two to one to inau­
gurate t he Tulsa Cou nty l\ledical 
Clinic, sponsored by the Tulsa Count ~' 
:\ I ed ica l Society. 

The plan provides : 
I. IVIoney now set up In the county 

budget for drugs will be transferred to 
the public health department appropria­
tion for maintenance of the clinic. 

2. lVlembers of the medical societv­
with I to members already signed up­
w ill form clin ical staffs, donating their 
services, the county furnishing drugs. 

3. The county physician will be 
clinic director, certifying for hospital i­
zation. 

+. The county will give the medical 
society $300 a month for overhead ex­
penses, including the salary of a case 
worker, who will investiga te cases. 

5. Borderline patients must pay their 
own medicine and hospitalizat ion, but 
the medical society wi ll suppl~' its serv­
ices free. 

6. The job of count}' surgeon, paying 
$250 a month, will be abolished, and the 
head of the surgical depa rtment wi1l 
serve without pay. 

7. W aite Phillips, oil man, will con­
tribute $6,000 to equip the clinic and 
remodel the first floor of the Commun­
ity fund building. The Community fund 
contributes free rent and utilit ies. 

8. Commissioners retain the right to 
approve or reject anything done b~f the 
clin ic committee. 

l\lore than 300 persons-many of 
them private citizens and taxpayers urg­
ing adoption of the clinic proposal­
crowded into commission chambers in 
the county clerk's office at 8 a. m. the 
morning of the meeting and forced the 
commissioners to transfer the hear ing to 
the county court. As the debate prog­
ressed, the crowd grew un til many were 
standing on benches and crowding out 
into the hall. 

The end came at Ii :15 a. m. when 
Chairman George Shepard , Republican, 
seconded a mot ion made bv Democratic 
Commissioner Ra lsa F. 1\1'arley at 8 :50 
a. m. 

Then came the first real split in t he 
Republican majority as Commissioner 
Lincoln Sallee voted " No." 

Shepard's sudden capitulation left t he 
audience breathless, because it came 
after hope for the clinic plan had vir­
tually been abandoned. Sallee voted 
against adoption of the plan on " legal 
grounds," despite written opinions from 
the Attorney General and Coun ty Attor­
ney Dixie G ilmer that it met requi re­
ments of the law. 

"The med ical society is willing to in­
augurate this plan on the basis of its 
stand." 
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Sallee 's legal objec tions were flatte ned 
out ea rly in the meeting w hen G ilmer 
presented a resolution creating the clinic 
which he said would meet requirements 
of the law. The cou nty attorney had 
been inst ructed to prepare such a reso­
lution l\londay afternoon. 

G ilmer added his personal indorse­
ment to the medical society's proposal, 
declaring that the arrangement now fol­
lowed by commissioners " is a lousy 

" one. 
Shepard's decision to second l'Iorley's 

motion did not come until the commis­
sioners had fled from the crowded court 
room into executive session in J udge 
~1elon e's pri vate chambers, w he re Dr. 
VVilev and Dr. Pigford were called in 
an abortive effort to ent ice them to 
change their offer. 

Gilmer told commissioners that th e~' 
have the " power of veto-of life and 
death" over the cli nic because they hold 
the pursestrings. <l If you adopt th is 
plan and it doesn' t work out, all ~'ou 
need do is quit writing t he checks," he 
said . 

G. C. Spillers, T ulsa attorney who 
happened in by accident, took off his 
coat and led the fight for adoption. 

Reverend Harry Carr, president of 
the Tulsa lVl iniste ri al Alliance, repeat­
edly challenged Shepard, and once drew 
a fiery retort from the commissioner. 

COURTS HOLD 
PLAN LEGAL 

The recentl y adopted cl inic plan for 
Tulsa county's indigents-sponso red by 
t he medical society and approved by the 
county commission - August 28 was 
legally approved by Dist rict J udge J. 
"T'. Shipm an of Ba rtlesv ille, assigned 
here by the state supreme cour t. 

J udge Shipm an dismissed t he petit ion 
of ' ¥. L. Coffey, attorney, and denied 
his request for an inj unction to prevent 
rhe county commission from making a 
current yea r appropriation for the opera­
t ion of the clinic. 

Coffey's action was brought in behalf 
of Dr. R. C. Bryant, Negro, and H. L. 
B arnes, property owner of t he Sand 
Springs line. 

Th e Bull etin 

T he lawyer contended t he commis­
sioners had no authority to enter into a 
cont ract with medical society members 
to operate the clinic and that the" could 
not legally delegate the ir author ity of 
" fh" h . overseers 0 t e poor to t e soclet\' 
members. Dixie Gilmer, count~' attol:­
ney; J ohn Conway, assistant; R. D. 
Hudson, G. C. Spi ll ers and C. H. Ros­
enstein , attorneys for the doctors' group, 
arg:ue that no contract would be ente red 
into but that the clinic would be oper­
ated on " an understanding. " 

In the Shipman decision, which Cof­
fey sa id wou ld be appealed, the cour t 
rul ed: 

"There is no showing that it i ~ gOlilg 
to cost the taxpayers any more money 
for the commissioners to administer to 
the poor and sick, the indigent poo r, 
following the plan that they have here 
proposed, than t hey would !'pend fo l­
lowing the plans heretofore adopted 
and followed . 

" I might not be very well acquainted 
with those things, but according to my 
observat ions and information, the ad­
ministration of this particular part of 
any government in t his state-and I 
don 't know anything peculiar about the 
county gove rnment of this county-is 

. f " very unsa tls actoqr. 
HI think the legislature intended t ha t 

the county commissioners should do 
something in some fashion or other to 
eradicate communicable d iseases and 
make a levy upon taxable propert~' for 
the purpose of doing that. 

" I understa nd that the Tulsa County 
iVl ed ica l Society proposes to co-operate 
with the commissioners and lend them 
assistance. Something has been said 
about some membe rs of t he society mak­
ing some money out of it. I don't sec 
how they will do it; poss i bl~' the~' will. 
I am not one of those that is will ing to 
bel ieve that even doctors are not public 
spirited. 1 believe they can have good 
intentions divorced from any thought 
of personal 2"ain. As fa r as I know this is 
a demonstration on the part of doctors 
of this county. whether it is or not , or 
is good or bad," the cou rt dec ided.

The State H ealth Departmen t has ob· 
se r ved with a g reat deal of inte rest the 
develop ment of Public H ealth a ctivities in 
Tul sa . Of part icular importance is the in­
terest shown by the Medical Society itself. 
Thi s h as manifested itself in the establish· 
ment of a non-political Board of H ealth 
for th e city of T uisa, t he organization of a 
oo ly-clinic fo r the treatment of the in digent 
lic k of Tu lsa Coun ty, and t h e organ ization 
of a Syphil is clin ic for ind igent patients 
which is already the largest in the state. 

The M edical profession has been re­
sponsib le for th e progress of scientific 
medicine in the United States and the high 
degree of medical care available to the 
population . When city, county and sta te 
funds are exh austed , the private practitioner 
continues to take care of the indigent sick 
regardless of the fact that h e never had 
a ny funds at all, a nd ca n anticipate no 
other reward than the satisfaction of a 
job well done. 

The reporting of communi cab le d iseases 
is ted io us and the filling ou t of that little 
yellow ca rd becomes very mo notono us. The 
H eal th Depa rtment appreciates the efforts 
of the physicians who keep the d epartment 
o f epidemio logy in to uch with the morbid­
ity of the state, by sending in these weekly 
reports. No State H ealth Depa rtment has 
ever received one hundred per cent rerurns 
on morbidity reports but the inte rest shown 
in your county stimulates a desire to see 
if a precedent can be establ ished, with the 
co·oporation of a well o rganized and effi. 
cient Medical Society.

The yellow card is in two sections, 
one co n tai n in g space for reporting com· 
municable diseases, a nd th e othe r a list of 
notifiable diseases. 

There has been some misunde rstan ding 
about these ca rds, a nd some individuals a re 
under the impression that if they do not 
h ave any commun icable diseases for tha t 
week, no card need be sen t in. The cards 
should be sent in each week. If there h ave 
been no commun icable diseases for th e 
week designated, the ca rd is mailed blank, 
or with "non e," written across the report.
