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Income Tax Returns Due March 15th 
Executi v(. Secretary will assist m embers in every 
way p oss ible in making o ut a nnua l return ; su rvey 
sh o ws scope o f exempt ion a llowed pro fessio na l men. 

The open season on State and Fed­
eral Income and other t(lX returns has 
opened in full force and het ween now 
and :\l arch 15 of this "car, ever\' mar­
ried person with a gros~ income of $2,-
000.00 or morc and even' single person 
with a gross income of $800.00 or more 
will be called upon to make an income 
tax ret urn to hath the state :l nd the 
Federal Government regardless of 
", hether he is forced to pay it tax on the 
net IIlcome o r not. 

I n order to assist members of the 
'Tulia Count\' :\ fcdical Socic tv, the Ex­
ecutive Sccr~rary IS makin/.!' arra nge­
men ts to cooperate \\·ith and help a ll\' 
member w ishing- adv ice or ass ista nce. 
\ "'hile it wou ld he impossible to actually 
make out returns for all memhers, the 
Execut ive Secretary will be g:lad to d is· 
cuss any point wi th anyone. In addit ion, 
if you wish to receive a " work·sheet" 
with some sUj.!l!:estions for items wh ich 
are allowable deductions the\' arc avail· 
able at the Society's off ic~s. Such a 
work-sheet will material l" <l!'sist in col­
lecting and tahulating · figure :.: wh ich 
will be necessary in making out your 
report . Arrrangelllents a re also be in g­
made for a limited supph· of fo rms 
which will be a\·ai lahle at rI~e office. 

I t would be impossible to properly 
di scm s ;my one phase of your income 
tax in a short article in th is Bulleti n, 
hut it will be possi ble to poin t out a 
few of the outstanding poin ts involved. 

The law clearly se ts out j ust w hat 
items must he included in taxable in­
cOllle for tax purposes. Generally, this 
incl udes such items as gross income from 
your med ical profession (ac tual cash re­
ce ived during: the fi sca l \·ear); income 
received from coun ty, state or federal 
g:oveTllment; income from ren ts, etc.; in­
terest items; certain dividend s; g:ains 
and prof its from !'ale of any t~' pe of 
property; and income from non-exempt 
bon ds. 

I. You arc exempt to the extent of 
$-+00 for each person (chi ld or ad ult ) 
dependent upon vou fnr support. 

2. All expenses incurred in the actual 
operation o f your professional practice, 
and includes all s;liaries, wages, cOlllmis­
sions, etc. ; rent, alte rations to your of­
fice if you pay expense, mi nor equip­
ment not permanent in na t ure , subscr ip­
tion to medical ma~azines and purchase 
of hoob, dep reciation on office and 
medical equ ipment and your library, 
bonuses to emplorees, cost of collection 
of account!', etc. 

3. You may deduct the upkeep, de­
precation, gasoline, o il , insurance prem­
iums, license fee, drive rs licefl!'e fee of 
"our automohile when used in making 
business and profesl-i iona l calls, w here 
other use of the automobile is merely 
inciden tal. I f you use car for purposes 
other than business, ,·ou ll1a~' deduct 
only a proportionate amount from the 
re tu rns. 

~. All taxes paid

such as ad valorem taxes, !'a les tax, state 
and federal gasoline tax, personal taxes, 
intan).!ible tax, Social Security Tax, etc. 

5. Another main heading of deduc­
tions is contribut ions and d ues w hich 
will include 1\I edical Society dues, coun­
ty, state and national, Community 
Fund and other charit ies, Cham her of 
Commerce, other cluhs or organizat ions 
,,·hich you maintain mcmbersh ip for 
busi ness pu ,"poses. 

6. Amon).! other deduct ions allowed 
are the followi ng: Bad debts or losses, 
prem ium on ma lpractice insurancc, trav­
clin/.! expe nse in con nection with pro­
fessio n or business, investment losses, 
percentage on teleg ra ms and long: dis­
tance calls, postage, percentage on 
theater ticket!', un iforms furnished In­
\ ' OU for employees, hank check charges, 
etc.

Of course, the:,e figures mar be high 
or low, according to the type of accounts 
on your hoob. I f you feel rour accounts 

a rc worth more (or arc wor th less) than 
this fij.!ure , it is your dut~· to make such 
a valuation. The law requires that \·ou 
li st all accounts rece ivahle 'It the ir face 
value and also at thei r fair c:t:,h value, 
estimated at the price they wou ld hri ll ).! 
at a voluntary sale. 

The la\\· provides penal ties for ('vn­
sion. "'''hen a person fa il s to list an ac­
count, he will he stoppt:d frUIl1 hr ill j.!in j.! 
a suit in the future to force til(' collec­
tion thereof. For this reason, we suggest 
that each docto r make a typewritten list 
of all accounts upon which he pays this 
ad va lorem tax, and that he he certa in 
that the total amount on the list is the 
sa me figure as the tota l v.tlue listed in 
his tax re turn. This will dm inate future 
trouble in proving you paid tax on an~' 
accoun t in question. This list should not 
be fi led with your tax return. 

T here has been some suggest ion made 
that the tax mig-ht be lowered In· the 
pre~ellt legislature, hut t his is extremel y 
lIn likel~' . You should prepare your list 
as soon as possihle and file it with the 
Assessor's office in the Court House 
any time hefore :\I arch 1st.

Committees given outline of special activities 
for current year by President Brogden; 
M any important events will make 1941 a n 
Qutstanding year. 

Getting- into the harness earlr in the 
rear, Dr. J. C. Brog:den wrote a letter 
to each of his committee chairmen uq'?;· 
ing them to call their committee mem· 
hers together in the immediate future 
and outlined :t numher of major projects 
which will vitalize the program a~ he ha:; 
outlined it for the year of 194-1. 

Of special importance is the :;pecial 
activities sugge::: ted for the Lihrarr, 
:\ledical Clinic, Bulletin, Credit Bureau) 
and Publicitr Committees during the 
year j ust ahead. In addition to the!'e, he 
sugg:ested many projects to each of the 
other comm itt ee~ to round·out an out­
standing; year's work for the \l edical 
Societ\" under the present reJ,!;ime. 

Following; are excerpts from letters to 
committee chairmen which will !.?;ive 
some idea of the wide scope of :;pecial 
IIctivities to be underraken by the va­
riou~ committees: 

LIBRARY- I. 'The improvement of 
our Library and its faci li ties is the most 
important project ahead of u!' at the 
prcsent time. Our present facilities are 
woefully inadequate for a j.!roup as large 
a:; ours. 

2. I would recommend the immediate 
emplo~/ment of a competent full-time 
libr<lfian. I t would be her duty to cata· 
log:uc, cias!'ify, index and superv ise the 
library at all time!'. It would be her duty 
TO check nut al l hooks and to sec they 
were returned. 

J. A competent librarian should be 
able to assist all doctors in finding ar­
ticles and information on any medical 
subject and to assist with the prepara­
tion of any scientific paper or library re­
!'earch. 

4-. It \\·ould be necessary to proceed at 
once with the addition of ne\\· space to 
our present library and to provide addi­
tional facilities in the way of book 

shelevs, tables, chai rs, reading lig:hts, etc. 

LIAB ILITY I NSURANCE~ 1. It 
shall be the duty of this comm ittee to 
direct and supervise all matters rdative 
or aHectin!.?; :\Ialpract ice Insurance as it 
relate:; to members of this org:anizarion. 
It shall be your especial dutr to work 
out and perfect unfin!'hed dewils relative 
to our Oklahoma Group \Ialpractice 
Policy.

2. I m ig:ht sUj.!j.!est that an eHort he 
made to secure material or articles from 
our members relative to incidents of 
their e:lrlr practice; formation of this 
orj.!anization; or other personal items of 
interest. 

3. It has becn sUl:{gested that wc offer 
othcr coun ty Socieities in th is section of 
t he state space cach month to carr\, an­
nouncements of the ir Society Proj.!rmns 
and other items of interest. 

PUBLIC RELATIONS - I. Your 
principal duties will consist of standinj.!

MEMBERSH1P WELFARE - I. 
This comm ittee should keep in touch 
with the membe rs of the :Vf edical Society 
who are ill or in whose families illnes's 
or death might come and to see tha t 
suitable flowers or other remembe rances 
be sent. 

2. Further it is the duty of th is com­
mittee to investigate any doctors who 
might find themselves in straightened 
circumstances and to see what aid might 
be offered them or the ir families. 

PHARMACEUTICAL- I. I be­
lieve it might be worthwhile to hold a 
meeting with the officers of the D rug­
gists A ssociation or representative group 
to discuss problems of mutual interest. 

2. I might recommend t hat a pro­
gram of the County Medical Society be 
devoted to the re lationship between the 
doctor and the prescript ion druggist and 
possib ly have a speaker f rom their ranks 
present some paper and possibly in vite 
their organization to attend this meeting.

While these hlue p ri nts for oa liona! hea lth 
a t so much a head were being drawn, other 
strange and relat ed dc\' elopmems be.l:!;a n to 
t ranspi re in \Vashinglon. The Inte rd epart­
mental Com mill ee was coordi nating. Nea rly 
a ll p hases of executive d epa rtment activity 
parli cip :u ed in the ext rao rd ina ry dri,' e that 
followed. 

E. A . Filcnc w ho had promoted the Com­
mittee on th e COSI of M edi ca l Ca re and the 
Twentieth Centur)" Fu nd was be hi nd th e p ro­
moti on of a coope rative health p la n, the 
Group H ealt h Associati on, among empl oyees 
of the 1·lome Loa n Bank Board and Home 
Owners Loan Co rpora tion in W as hin gton. 

Group Health A ssociati on was organi zed 
as a corpora tion, presumably for the pu r­
pose of providin,g: medi ca l se n ' ice and hos­
pi tal ization fo r employees of the H .O.L. C. 
and their families, although the ce rti ficate 
of incorporation makes every civ il em plovee 
of the Government e l~ibl e for membe rshi p. 
The cont ract between the A ssociation and th e 
H .O.L.C. sti ll re mains a sec ret. It is know n 
th at th e Board contributed $20,000 the fir st 
yea r and an equal su m the second ye ar. 

Con,g:ress never ha s approp ri ated any funds 
fo r thi s purpose. When the Comptrolle r Gen­
eral's office mad e an in vest igat ion at th e 
request of a Se nator it fou nd th at the $40,-
000 ou tl ay was u naut horized and irregular, 

Dues in the G. B .A. were fi rst set at $2.20 
a month fn r single memberships and $3.30 
for marri ed . without regard to size of fam­
ilr . A ge neral medi cal and hospi tal se rvice 
was to be provided, subj ect to a few excep­
tion s. L:lIer, these rates were j acked up ra di­
cally. Now a new member must pay a $5 ap­
plica tion fee p lus $ 1 for each dependent, 
and a $10 membership fee covering all de­
pendent s. Dues a re still $2.20 a month for 
the principal member, $1.80 fo r husband or 
wife, $2.20 for each other depe nd ent over 
21 a nd $ 1 fo r each d epend ent child under 
21. T his amount s to $103 the f irst )'ea r for 
a married man w ith three children, and there­
aft er $84 a year. 

Rut thi s isn't all the cost . Members par $1 
for the f irst house call in a ny illness. Sub­
seque nt ca ll s " made at the instance of th e 
a ttending phys icia n" will not be charged fo r. 
The qualificat ion is signif ica nt. For any 
chronic ill s during the f irst three yea rs the 
member mu st pay pa rt of the cost. And there 
a re ot her excepti ons. 

G roup H ea lth at firs t was st r ictly under 
the wing of the govern ment agency. Sup­
pli es and equipment for the cl inic were 
h()u~h t th roug h the gove rnment purcha sing 

faci liti es at the usual large discoullts, a privil­
ege dist inct ly irregular. Te legrams, cl erk hire 
an d telephone tolls we re charged to H .O.L.C., 
w hich likewise prov id ed th e f irst stock of 
p rint ed forms and took ca re of elect ri ca l 
in sta ll a tion, repa irs, etc. Even off ice eq ui p­
ment and supp li es came from the sa me 
sou rce, ;dth ough some office furn iture and 
ty pew riters later we re paid for. 

Aft er th e organizati on had been nursed 
:d on,g: by th e Gove rnment for about two 
re:l rs, th e Filene fOllndation seems to have 
tak en o\'e r the financial burden. Since then 
it ha s paid all admin ist ra ti ve costs, esti ­
mated to be at lea st $15,000 a year. That is 
w hy the director o f Group Hea lth ca n claim 
the associati on is out of the red. It has 
ne\' er actu:lIl)' paid expenses, according to 
th e most reliable information available. 

Co·op Plan for Medicine 
The Ameri can Medi ca l Association and its 

constituent bodies have a lw3)'s opposed health 
pla ns of th e G. B .A. type as unsound fo rms 
of ;'contract practi ce." They do not object 
to p ri va te health in surance that indemnifi es 
the insured up to an agreed amount in cash, 
and they ha ve coope rated w ith , eve n organ­
ized , man~' local " prepa}'ment" plans with 
ca sh indemn ity to sprea d th e cost of emer­
gency illness. But here was a pu rely co­
operative scheme fostered by and subj ect to 
the con trol of the Government itself. 

It ha s been pointed out that the standard 
Rochdal e cooperat ive pri nciple cannot be 
m ade to app ly to the di stribution of medica l 
se rvice. In a regu la r co-o p for the di stribu ­
tion of goods th e ad,,:uu:lgc hdd out 10 
members is " patronage divid ends." Estab­
lished pri ces are paid for goods and the 
profit s di"id ed later in proportion to the 
a mount s th at members have bought. It is to 
the interest of both indi vi dua l and g roup to 
bur as much as possible through the co-op. 
Rut in a med ica l coope rati ve th e group inter­
est is best served by members making as lit ­
tl e use of the se r\' ice as possibl e and thereby 
keeping down costs so that the fu ll se rv ice 
may at a ll tim es be ava ilable. This conf li cts 
with th e individual interest. because the 
individual m ember pays hi s du es and uses 
every occasion to get hi s moncy's worth out 
of the membership. 

One of the d octors w ho resigned from 
the Group H ea lt h panel sa id th at pati ent s 
were so nume rous they had to be driv en 
th rou.I!;h th e clin ic " like a herd of shee p." 
There were so many ca ll s for se rvice, many 
IIf th em of a trivial nature, that members 
w ho rea lIy need ed att ention sometimes had 
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to wa it fo r six o r se ven d ays, he decl :lred. 
Doctors saw from 40 to 60 pati ent s a da ,\', 
Cl ients had physicia ns a nd speciali sts as­
~iJ?;ned to them a rbit ra ri ly . Another observer 
fou nd that some membe rs ca ll ed in their old 
bmi h- d octors when they had a ny se r ious 
ill ness, but retained their membe rsh ips in th e 
Associat ion fo r fear of encoll ntering off icial 
d isapp rova l f rom superiors in th eir office. 
Pu h lich' th ere was to be no coe rcion in ob­
t :lIIII Ilj!; ' members. Act u a ll~' the emp loyees were 
to ld it w as impo rt ant that Ihe~' join. Of 
course, Chri sti an Scient ists and those who 
had relati ves w ho w ere doclOrs woul d not 
be expected to sig n up. 

Med ica l Soc iety A cts 
So slrongh- d id the Dist r ict of Colu mbia 

Medical Society feel that th e Group H ealth 
idc:! tended towa rd a breakd own of the 
qu:tlit.\· standards of med ica l serv ice to which 
it as a n orga ni zat ion was dedi cated , th at the 
Society expelled one of its members on th e 
G. I-I .A . pa nel. Severa l oth ers resigned from 
the pa nel. 

There was ta lk of prosecu t ing the asso­
ci ati on on the ground that it was unlawfully 
engaged in the practice of med icine a nd the 
business of insu rance. vVithout wait ing fo r 
prosecll ti on to he instit uted, th ~ as~ocation 
pet it ioned the District Court for a decl a ra­
IO r.\· j ud g ment tha t would dete rmin e th ese 
facts. Aft er the petition had been fil ed a nd 
prosecuti on was act ua lly in p rocess the asso­
ci:lI ion, by amendm ent to its consti tution and 
Iw-I aw s, substan tia lly altered its methods of 
opera ti on. 

Ry im pl icat ion, thi s acti on admitt ed th at , 
hefore the cha nges we re mad e, th e associa ­
tion was open to the charges ma de against 
it. In any eve nt, the j udgment of the court 
holdin g the associat ion innocent of both 
charges w as based on its o rgan iza ti on a nd 
opera tion a ft er these a mend ments had been 
mad e. In other w ords it w as not cl eared of 
the ori g ina l charge that it had un la wfully 
engaged in the pract ice of medicine and the 
husiness of in surance. 

\Vh en th e Sup eri nte ndent of I nsurance in 
tht Distri ct of Col umbia appea led the Cel se 
10 th e Un it ed States Co urt of Appea ls, the 
dccision was sig ni f ica nt. T he hig her court 
ruled th at C. H.A. was not in the insu ra nce 
husiness since it act uall y assumed no legall y 
fnfnrceable obl iga ti on to its members. Th is 
was denifi te confi rmation of the M edica l So­
cien"s content ion th.:lt th e associati on was 
pro;ll ising someth ing w hich a ll ex perience in ­
dica ted it cou ld not possib ly fulfil l. 

T his resistance of doctors to the longest 
~ t tP taken up to th at t ime to int rod uce Sta te 
med ici ne into this cou ntry put th em on the 
~pl)t. At once the fu ll fo rce of the refo rm 
phalan x cal umny th at prev iously had bee n 
t ll ough to rea li ze th at the fu ll program of 
never be accep ta b le. So they d ropped th e 
compulso ry hea lth insu rance fea ture and fe ll 
d irccted at in d ust ry w as loosed upon th e 
()fKan ized med ica l p rofession. Every agency 
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of puhl icity was employed in an effort ap­
parently aimed at nothing less than smea ring 
the p rofession and incit ing public ha t red of 
it. 

Now D octors A re a HTrust" 
Then came the fi nal pl ay, th e t rump ca rd 

of those behind the Na tional Hcnh h Pro­
g ram. It was expected to sil ence completely 
a ll oppositi on by d octors a verse to regimen­
tat ion. 

Somebod\· had coined the term ;'medica l 
trust." It s·eemed 10 be a w il lller, a s " pow er 
t rust" and '·economic roya list" had been in 
ind ict ing business. I n th ese ci rcu mstances, 
Assistant Attorne,· Ge nera l T hur man A r­
nol d came to the ·fore. It was a br ill iant in­
sp i rat ion that passed the ball f rom Parran 
to Roche to A rnold, w ho had come East to 
Ya le. and th ence on to \Vash ington as a 
t rust buster ex t raordi na ry. 

The A mer ican M ed ical Association was 
th reatened wit h prosecut ion as a t r llst be­
cause it adh ered to it s long-established code 
of ethics. E ve rr lawye r kn ew th at the real 
issue was th e A ssociati on's temerity in da ring 
to oppose a scheme dear 10 the hea rt s of the 
Pl anners. 

Taking a cue f rom the sensati ona l suc­
cesses ach ieved by the Black a lld La Fo llett e 
Comm ittees' senatori a l in vestiga t ions, th e 
J ustice Departm ent began trr ing this case 
in the p ress in ad va nce of a n ind ictmen t. 
Lecturers w ere sent from the Department to 
ha ra ngue pub li c a udi ences befo re the ind ict­
ment had been voted or d raw n. A fterwa rd 
its rep rese ntati ves began to bust the ·· medi ­
ca l tru st" b\' radi o, in newspape r interviews 
and in articles attack ing th e orga nized med i­
ca l profess ion. 

The Depa rt ment of th e Int eri or, the Un ited 
States Pub lic H ealth Se rv ice alld many other 
federal agencies used the radi o to d ram atize 
th e inefficiency of th e medi cal p rofession and 
it s a lleged conspicuolls fai lure to meet con­
di tions of med ica l need . New spapers, per iodi­
ca ls an d ot her agencies for the di ssemi na ­
ti on of info rm ation were deluged w ith ha nd ­
ou ts an d books a nd pam ph lets handsomel.\· 
illu strated and cost ly, u rging promotion of 
the N ationa l H ea lt h P rogram a nd at th e 
same t ime breaki ng down conf idence in the 
medica l profession. 

The propaganda released by various fed ­
eral age nc ies spoke recklessly of hu ndreds of 
thousan ds of needl ess death s, a s if indeed it 
were possib le for sci enti f ic medicine to sa ve 
eve ry li fe. O f cou rse, eve ryone shou ld know 
th at va st numbe rs of peo ple di e by the very 
natu re of thei r being and by th e condi tions 
of the civ iliza ti on in w hich we li ve. It would 
be preposterous to say that eve ry dea th in 
ch ildbi rth could be prevented ; but one h a~ 
H t to f ind a statement issued by the Chi l­
d ren 's Burea u in the Depa rtment of Labor 
which ad mits that any materna l dea th ever 
occurs th at could 110t have been pre vented 
by medica l aid.

STATUS OF MEAD JOHNSON 
VITAMIN A A W ARD* 

IVleet ing in New York June +, 1937, 
the J udges stated that the presenta­
tion of the Award "at this time is not 
warranted since no clinical investiga· 
tion on vitamin A has vet been pub· 
lished w hich completely ~n swers anr of 
the objectives of the or igi nal propo::al. 
The Jud ges, therefore, agreed to defer 
further consideration of the granting of 
this award until December 3 1, 1939. 
This action was taken because of the ex­
istence of pronounced differences of 
opinion among invest igators as to the 
reliabilty of any method yet proposed for 
determining the actual vitamin A re-

. " qUI rements. 
On November 19, 19{O, the Judges 

met at Memphis and stated that u con_ 
siderable progress in research with vita­
min A has been made, principally along 
two main lines of endeavor. The fields 
showing most promise are those involv· 
ing dark adaptation and blood serum 
studies. The Judges feel that there is 
still too much uncertainty about the 
relative merits of several invest igations 
to warrant making the award at this 
time. I t was, therefore, agreed that the 
giving of the award be postponed until 
clear resolution of va rious factors is 
achieved." 

The sum of $15,000, called for by 
the lVlain Award, for Clinical Investi­
gation, remains as a cash deposit in 
escrow with the Continental Illinois 
National Bank and 'rrust Company of 
Chicago, and will be paid immediately 
upon offic ial noti fica tion of the Judges' 
decision.
