Annual Registration Act Passed

Every physician

in Oklahoma required to re-

register every year before June 10; plan to put
teeth in medical practice act through this new
measure affecting every doctor in state.

The Annual Registration Act, de-
signed to require every doctor practicing
medicine in Oklahoma to re-register ev-
ery vear before June 10 and a meas-
ure which will put teeth in the medical
practice act has been passed by the state
legislature and every physician who
practices medicine in this state must re-
register and obtain a new license to prac-
tice before June 10 or become guilty of
practicing medicine without a license.

Oklahoma thus becomes the 29th
state to have such a law.

In order to eliminate most of the de-
tails of the work, arrangements have
been made to secure application blanks
in the Executive offices for members
of the Tulsa County Medical Society
as soon as they are printed and made
available. It will be impossible to mail
these application blanks to the members
because of the loss of time involved and
the confusion caused by loss of mail
and neglect. Just as soon as the appli-
cation blanks are received each member
will be called and he can pick up, or
send for, a blank which must be filled
out and returned to Dr. J. D. Osborne,
secretary of the State Board of Medical
Examiners, at Frederick, (with $3.00
fee attached) on or before June 10.

The following memorandum sent out
by the State Executive Offices gives
the details of the act as it was passed
and as it affects Oklahoma physicians:

House Bill 560, commonly known as

the Annual Registration Act, was en-
acted into law May 10. A copy of the
bill is attached, and should be carefully
studied by each member of the profes-
sion.

A full explanation of the bill will ap-
pear in the May issue of the Journal,
and the county societies will be official-
ly informed through their secretaries. It
would be appreciated if you would ac-
cept part of the responsibility of see-
ing that every physician and surgeon in
your community is advised of the enact-
ment of this law,

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likewise advised that the provisions of
this law are in no way connected with
the Oklahoma State Medical Associa-
tion and that all correspondence and
requests for proper forms must be made
to J. D. Osborn, M.D., Secretary-
Treasurer of the State Board of Medi-
cal Examiners, Frederick, Oklahoma.

Your attention is specifically directed
to the provision of the bill (Section 1)
which places the responsibility for the
securing of the proper forms upon the
applicant or individual requesting a re-
newal certificate.

In explanation of the important points
of the bill, please note the provisions of
the different sections in the following
respects.

SECTION 1. Section 1 provides
that every person holding a license or
certificate issued by the Board of Medi-
cal Examiners of the State of Okla-
homa authorizing him to practice medi-
cine and surgery and who desires to
continue to practice after June 30, 1941,
MUST APPLY to the Secretary-Treas-
urer of the Board, (J. D. Osborn,
M.D., Frederick), for the proper forms
for securing the renewal certificate on
or before JUNE 10, 1941. Each ap-
plication upon being sent to the Board
must be accompanied by a renewal fee
of $3.00.

Upon the receipt of the application
and fee, the Secretary-Treasurer must
issue a renewal certificate to the appli-
cant on or before June 25.

Section 1 further provides that it
shall not be necessary for a person, who
has received either by examination or
to secure a renewal certificate for that
particular fiscal year in which the li-
cense was issued.

SECTION 2. SECTION 2 PRO-
VIDES THAT ANY PERSON
WHO PRACTICES MEDICINE
AND SURGERY IN OKLAHOMA
AFTER JUNE 30, 1941, WITH-
OUT HAVING COMPLIED
WITH THE CONTENTS OF THE
ACT SHALL BE GUILTY OF A
MISDEMEANOR, AND SUCH
FAILURE SHALL CONSTITUTE

GROUNDS FOR THE REVOCA-
TION OR SUSPENSION OF HIS
LICENSE.

Section 3. Section 3 provides for the
depositing of the fees collected and the
expenditure of the same.

In addition to the expenditure of the
fees for the routine operation of the
law, said moneys may also be expended
for the purpose of employing an attor-
ney to investigate alleged violations of
the Medical Practice Act and to assist
authorized state and county officers in
prosecuting or restraining violations of
the same.

All members of the profession are
cautioned to observe that the law places
the responsibility for the securing of the
annual renewal certificate upon the ap-
plicant, and that the renewal certificate
must be applied for on or before JUNE
10, 1941, should he desire to continue
his present license in force after the
expiration of the fiscal year ending
JUNE 30, 1941.

HOUSE BILL NO. 560

By WHITENECK and WEAVER
of the House, and RITZHAUPT

of the Senate

AN ACT RELATING TO THE
PRACTICE OF MEDICINE AND
SURGERY IN OKLAHOMA AND
TO THE PRACTICE OF MEDI-
CINE AND SURGERY IN OKLA-
HOMA AND TO THE POWERS
AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD
OF MEDICAL EXAMINERS; RE-
QUIRING PHYSICIANS AND
SURGEONS TO SECURE AN-
NUAL RENEWAL CERTIFI-
CATES OF REGISTRATION AND
FIXING FEES THEREFOR; FIX-
ING PENALTIES; PROVIDING
MANNER AND PURPOSE OF
EXPENDITURE OF THE DE-
POSITORY FUND OF SAID
BOARD; AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEO-
PLE OF THE STATE OF OKLA-
HOMA:

SECTION 1. Each person holding

a license or certificate issued by the
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Board of Medical Examiners of the
State of Oklahoma authorizing him to
practice medicine and surgery in Okla-
homa, who desires to continue to so
practice after the expiration of the fis-
cal vear ending June 30, 1941, shall,
on or before June 10, 1941, and an-
nually on or before June 10 of each
vear thereafter, apply to the Secretary-
Treasurer of said Board, on forms fur-
nished thereby, for a Renewal Certifi-
cate of Registration entitling him to
practice medicine and surgery in Okla-
homa during the next ensuing fiscal
year. Each such application shall be

accompanied by a Three Dollar ($3.00)

renewal fee. Upon receipt of such an
application and fee it shall be the duty
of the Secretary-Treasurer, on or before
June 25 of the year the application and
fee are so received, to issue to the ap-
plicant a Renewal Certificate of Regis-
tration for the next ensuing fiscal year,
which certificate will entitle the person
to whom it is issued to practice medi-
cine and surgery in Oklahoma during
said fiscal year. Provided; that no such
Certificate of Registration shall be re-
quired of a person for the fiscal year
in which he received, either on exam-
ination or by reciprocity, his original
license or certificate to practice medicine
and surgery in Oklahoma.

SECTION 2. Any person practicing
medicine and surgery in Oklahoma as
defined by Section 4635, Oklahoma
Statutes 1931, without having the legal
possession of a current Renewal Cer-
tificate of Registration, shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor and upon conviction
be punished by a fine of not less than
Twenty - five Dollars ($25.00) nor
more than Two Hundred Dollars
(£200.00), and such practice shall con-
stitute grounds for the revocation or
suspension of his license of certificate
to practice medicine and surgery in this
State.

SECTION 3. All renewal fees paid

to the Secretary-Treasurer of the Board
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of Medical Examiners under the pro-
visions of this Act shall be deposited by
him with the State Treasurer, who shall
place the same in the regular depository
fund of the Board. Said fund, less the
ten per cent (10% ) gross fees paid into
the General Fund of the State under
the provisions of Chapter 88, Oklahoma
Session Laws 1933, shall be expended
in the manner and for the purposes now
provided by law, and in paying a sal-
ary of not to exceed Fifty Dollars
(£50.00) per month to the Secretary-
Treasurer for performing the duties en-
joined on him by this Act, in purchas-
ing necessary blanks, records and equip-
ment, in securing necessary clerical and
stenographic assistance, and in employ-
ing an attorney to investigate alleged
violatios of the Medical Practice Act
of Oklahoma and to assist authorized
State and county officers in prosecuting
or restraining violations of said Act.
Provided that said expenditure shall not
be a charge against the State, but that
same shall be paid solely from the
Board’s said depository fund.

SECTION 4. It being immediate-
ly necessary for the preservation of the
public peace, health and safety, an emer-
gency is hereby declared to exist, by rea-
son whereof this Act shall take effect
and be in full force from and after its
passage and approval.

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OUR HCSPITALS—
OUR PLANS

National Hospital Day, May 12, pro-
vided the occasion for four groups to
proclaim and reaffirm their interdepend-
ence in the common desire to provide
hospital care to the American people.
These groups are: hospital administra-
tors and trustees, who coordinate paid
personnel and scientific cqulpmcnt med-
ical staffs, who assume primary and
continuous responsibility for diagnosis
and treatment; hospital service plans,
which are a rational means for budget-
ing hospital care; subscribers, who pay
their subscriptions and receive the serv-
ice.

Hospital service plans are dependent
upon the guarantee of member hospitals
for service to their subscribers. Enroll-
ment representatives of approved plans
may, in a very real sense, speak of “our
Hospitals.” Conversely, the hospitals,
which sponsor and support the group
budgeting plan in a commumtv are cor-
rect when they say “our Pl'm.

The medical staff and subscribers, in
turn, may speak of both “our plan” and
“our hospitals.” The physician who de-
termines which subscribers are to receive
benefits under an approved hospital serv-
ice plan also prescribe and direct the

care in the member hospitals. The sub-
scribers who contribute regular amounts
with which to pay their bills also re-
ceive services in hospitals which are con-
structed and supported from commu-
nity resources and contributions.

Each of the four groups—hospitals,
doctors, plan, and subscribers—are com-
ponent forces which have made the hos-
pitals “guardians of health” for the na-
tion. Their joint activities exemplify the
combination of private enterprise and so-
cial responsibility which we designate
with justiafiable pride as “the American
way of life”.

Dr. Peter Cope White Died Monday
night, May 26.

This simple statement marks the end
of a career devoted to science and Dr.
White’s passing takes one of the lead-
ers from the medical field of Tulsa

and Oklahoma.

Dr. White received his training at the
Jefferson Medical School of the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania.

Dr. White gained prominence in the
eye, ear, nose and throat specialty with
his brother, the late Dr. Daniel White,
while doing research among the In-
dians of Arizona in a fight against
trachoma. He also worked among the
Creek and Cherokee Indians under a

government commission.

For the past several years, Dr. White
devoted his time to his private prac-
tice. He has been outstanding as a
civic leader, being especially active in
Community Fund, Chamber of Com-
merce and Civic Club fields. At the
time of his death he was a member of

proper channels among the general pub-
lic, the policy being strictly in line with
the distribution to physicians of mil-
lions of leaflets giving collected facts
about birth control, which they have
carried on for many years.

BEFUDDLED LEGISLATION

“A lot of befuddled legislation is be-
ing presented for passage in Congress
and in our state legislatures these days.
All of it is based on the premises that
the cost of medical care is too high in
America and that medical care is inade-
quate.

“I challenge both premises.

“Americans are the healthiest people
ever seen any time, anywhere. Their
health depends upon healthy minds and

souls as much as upon healthy bodies.
“You cannot go out and buy five dol-
lars” worth of health. And by the same
token, vou cannot purchase health by
immense appropriations of money if, at
the same time, you take away the dig-
nity and rights of the human being.

“In America we have a Constitution
and a Bill of Rights. We determine our
course by mutual co-operation, not by
paranoid dictatorships. We should un-
derstand what a sickness tax will and
will not mean. In the first place, it will
mean graft because a sickness tax is too
big a bait for any politician. In the
second place, it will not mean better
health. If it did mean that, there would
be better health in Europe than there is
today.
