Proposa l to C rea te Charity Hospital in Tulsa 
County Gains Momentum. N ew Series of D inner 
Meetings Proves Popular With M embership. High 
Dl'gree o( Committee Activity. 

Judged by acrivi ri es of (he firsr rhree 
momhs of (he year, 1945 promises ro be 
one of {he busiest and mos( progressive 
yea rs in [he hisrory of {he Tulsa Counry 
Medical Sociery. The majoriry of {he 
21 stand ing and special committees of 
Dr. Homer A. Rup recht's administration 
were already ae work on an enlarged pro­
gram of activity. 

As the Bulletin went to press late in 
March, an analysis of Society ac tivity in­
cluded rhe following: 

A project to locate a charity hospital 
ill Tulsa Councy had gained considerable 
momencum as a number of civic and pro­
fessional groups voiced support of such 
II move. H ouse Bill No. 263, imroduced 
into the Legislature at the request of a 
group of Tulsa County physicians and 
providing for the const ruction of a $500,-
000.00 S[<lre charity hospital in Tulsa 
(ounry, appeared to have little chance 
of passing the Legislature. However, a 
5u bsti(lue proposal suggested by Gov. 
Raberr S. Kerr, permitting financ ing 
rhrough a combination of privately sub­
scribed local funds wirh stare and fed eral 
grants-in-aid, was gaining favor with 
proponents of the hospital. Several mem­
bers of rhe Tulsa Couney Medical Society, 
meeting with Governor Kerr on March 
12, were wId (hat a legislature measure 
providing for const ruction of the pro­
posed chariry hospital on thar basis would 
bellr rhe endorsement of the admin iscra-

rion. The governor also ca Jl t:J atremi\)J1 
to proposed legislative measures bearill ,!; 
the approval of the Oklahoma Scare MeJi ­
cal Association which would permit rhe 
creaeion of such char iey hospitals as 1.\)11 -

tr ibutary units of the teaching progr.l!1l 
of Oklahoma University School of MeJi· 
cine. If (he governor's sugest ion is Clf­
ried into operat ion, Tulsa County 111.l~· 
secure a stnJ(cure; coseing upwards \)( 
one m ill ion dollars rhrough an appwxi­
mace ou tlay of only $250,000.00 in 1"".11 
funds. This hospiral, it is believed, wOlllJ 
contain sufficient isolation wards to prll ­
vide for <I II cases of commUnic.lble 
diseases. Dr. T. W. Stalli ngs, Dr. George 
H. Miller, Dr. Fred E. Woodson, Dr. T. 
R. Roberrs, Dr. C. H. H aralson, and Dr. 
A. B. Carney were among the comminc-e 
which called on Governor Kerr. 

The long advocated project of the 
Tulsa COUnty Medical Society ({) cons\lli­
date city, counry, and ciry-schools public 
health unirs into a si ngle adminismu ive 
agency was before rhe State LegislaCllre 
as rhe Bulleein went ro press. A bill in­
troduced by Rep. Paul Washingron \)t 
Oklahom:l Couney, drawn undt:r the spvn­
sorship of rhe Tulsa and Oklahoma Ciry 
Chambers of Commerce, would pt:rmit 
consolidation of existing public heJ.ldl 
units in rhe two cities. Widely supporrcJ 
in both area., the b; U drew the fire .If 
(he Board of Counry Commissioners :n

:\t a special ca ll meet ing of rhe T ulsa 
CII,n1ty Medical Society. members dis­
o ::,sed the organization of rhe Tulsa 
( NlIlty Cli nical Society. Designed ro 
h .:i lirate the scient if ic study of medicine. 
i: ~ece i ved the suppOrt of some 92 mem-

bers preSent. 
An organiz:trion meeti ng was held a 

week later and Dr. Ned R. Smith was 
named co serve as president until the 
firs{ annual meeti ng on Apr il 29. 1935. 
At (hat time a splendid program was 
p resemed, highl ighted by an informative 
address by Dr. Morris Fishbei n, editor of 
the J ournal of the Amer ican Medical 
Association. D r. J ames c. Brogden, (he 
guid ing light behind the Society, was 
named as pres ident with Dr. R. C. Pig. 
fo rd as vice-president and Dr. R. Q. 
Archley as secretary-treasurer. In add ition 
to its Sp ring meeting, a number of other 
excellent meet ings were held. T his or· 
ganization gave Tu lsa add itional starure 
as a med ical cemer and served ro greatly 
improve the facilir ies for study of medi. 
ci ne by local doctors. 

The subject of a plan of prepaid medi· 
cal care was also considered by the Society 
in the Spring of 1935. It did not meet a 
favorable reception with the membership 
despite much work and research on the 
parr of a special committee headed by 
Dr. Ned R . Smith and including Dr. 
Ralph A. McGill, Dr. P. P. Nesbitt, Dr. 
M . J. Searle, and Dr. John E. McDonald. 

The Oklahoma State Medical Associa· 
tion had been work ing quietly co bring 
about rhe approval of a Bas ic Sciences 
Act in the O klahoma Scare Legislature. 
It \vas a monumental task which reo 
qu ired the close cooperation of all srate 
physicians ro effect. In T ulsa COUnty, a 
group of medical leaders headed by Dr. 
Geotge R. Osborn , Dr. P. P. N esbitt, and 
D r. David V. H udson worked incessanrl)' 
in behalf of the proposed Act. It was 
sllccessful in pass ing the legislant re duro 
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ing rhe 1936· 3 7 sessIOn after days of 
srormy debate. 

Or. M. J. Seade headed a comminee 
which laid the orig inal groundwork for 
a medical credit bureau for rhe Society. 
A professional agency was approved as 
(h<: officia l bureau for Tulsa County 
Medical Society members. 

Among the other projects of Dr. Shep­
ard's adm inistra tion were; plans for rhe 
crea tion of a m inimum fee or chariey 
cl inic. a school health program, a civic 
relat ions program, fraud ulent pracrices, 
erc. 

The Society was meeting at rhe rime 
on rhe twelfth floor of rhe Medical and 
Denml Arcs Building and at rhe variolls 
hospir::: ls. The cop floor o f rhe Medical 
and Denral Arts Build ing was also being 
used as a sto reroom for rhe Medical 
Library. A part- time librarian was hired 
in 1935 also, marking the first real pro­
gress cowards a medical library. 

The idea o f an Executive Secretary had 
been under cons ideration with the more 
progressive members of the Tulsa Counry 
Medical Society during 1935, bue many 
members feared the additional expense 
migh t nor be justi fied . H owever, rhe 
marter was receiv ing consideration. The 
Bulletin, in d iscussing the suggestion, 
noted char the society "had been pregnant 
for a long while and it's about rime for 
somethi ng to happen." Something did 
happen very soon. 

Scienti fic scudy conti nued excellenr and 
many fine programs were presented at 
rhe Tulsa County Medical Society meet­
lOgS. The membership was well repre­
sented at the annual meering in the 
Spring of 1935 at Oklahoma City. 

Dr. Walter S. Larrabee was named as 
president for 1936, Dr. J. C. Peden as 
vice-president, and Dr. David V. H udson 
was reelec ted secretary-treasurer. Dr. 
Larrabee was a popular clinical patholo­
gist, quite interested in medical society 
affa irs and possessed of considerable 
ener,!,1)i and enthusiasm. H is active ad­
minisrrar ion followed in the patterns set 
by Dr. Shepard and a comprehensive pro­
gram o f activ ity was of much benefit to 

the profess ion. 
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DR. WALTER S. LARRABEE 

Dr. Larrabee was faced with consiLIc:r· 
able work in the campaign to secu re p.lSS­
age o f the Basic Science Aer. At rhe 
annual meeting o f the Oklahoma Sr:uc 
Medical Associat ion in En id in April. 
19:'6, extensive p lans had been laid ro 
acquaint the public and the leg islawrs 
with the value of rhe Ace. Dr. Larrabee 
and Dr. George R. Osborn carri ed these 
plans inro operation in T ulsa Coum}' 
with the assistance of many inreresrcJ 
Tulsa physicians. 

The question of rreatmem of chariey 
patients had long puzzled Tulsa County 
physic ians. During Dr. Larrabee's admin · 
istration, studies were continued which 
were to eventually lead co the creacion \)f 

the T ulsa County Cl inic. An invesrig.l­
rion into the lay pranice of medkine 
also created considerable inreresr dur ing 
the year. 

The Tulsa County Med iGll Society W .lS 

also g iving ,mention to the project of 
the Okhlhoma Scate Med ical Association 
o f hiring an Execurive Secretary to facili ­
care the work of the stare organization. 
With a similar project being widely J is­
cli ssed by Tulsa County physicians, {he

of rhe T ulsa Cou nty Med ical Society has been aware 
chat a dangerous siruarion had begun {O exist when 
Tu lsa hospitals must refuse patients for want of 
space. T he social agencies o f rhe area, whose in ­
re res ts lie in rhe fie lds o f communicable diseases. 
have long been perrurbed chac ril e lack o f isolat ion 
hospital wards were cont ribut ing {Q the spread of 
such d iseases and co rhe death o f many patients who 
mighr orherwise live. T he publ ic has been fo rcibly 
acquainted w ith ch is situation recendy with rhe wide­
spread public ity in con nection w ith che deaths of 
cwo small ch ild ren, boch o f whom might have had 
it bener chance for survival had chey nor been denied 
adm iss io n to a hospimJ which did nor have the sp:lCe 
for {hem. 

The medical pro fes.coio n o f Tulsa has been severely 
crit ic ized and censu red by the public, although ic 
is a conditio n wh ich arose ch rough no fau le o f lhe 
doctors. Ie is obvious, however, chac {he pro fession 
is expected to cake every poss ible measure co alleviate 
this situat ion. I n laSt month's Bu lleti n, I u rged the 
support o f a charicy hospita l. A p ro ject which will 
evenrually create such an inst irucion in T ulsa Coum y 
is now being acci vely p rosecuced. Your supporc in 
ch is matter is essenrinl. You r cooperat io n, toO, is 
requi red in ut ilizing rhe avai lable hospica l fac ilit ies 
in the best possible manner. The discribution o f 
hospital space must be made in a jud icial manner so 
as {() provide adequate hospi ta l care for all , bur at 
rhe same rime denying such care ro no persons be­
cause some hospiral pa ri enrs remained longer rhan 
wns necessary.

ALBERT W. ROTH, M.D. 

1873·1945 

Dr. Albert \'(1alton Roth, 72, veteran Tulsa physician and 
former president of the Tulsa County Medical Society, died 
SaturdilY, March 17, 1945, at his home of a heart attack. In ill 
health for several years, he had been in retirement for th e last 
two years. 

Born in 1873 in Fairfield, Iowa, Dr. Roth artended Parsons 
College in I owa and later received hi s degree in medicine from 
the H ahnemann Medical College and Hospital of Chicago in 
1900. Lmer, he did postgraduate medical study at the Manhattan 
Hospitill of New York City where he received training in his 
specialty of opthalmology a n d otolaryngology. 

Dr. Roth practiced in Detroit, Michigan, and Fort Collins, 
Colo rad o, before removing to Tulsa in 1910. He won quick 
recognition as a competent physician and surgeon and built up a 
large practice. Dr. Roth was elected president of the Tulsa 
County Medical Society in 1917 and gave the Society a progres­
sIve year. His interest in civic and church affairs made him a 
valuable community leader in Tulsa . H is wife, Mrs. Anna Roth, 
shared h is enrhusiasm for civic progress and is herself a co mmunity 
lighc. 

Services were held Ma rch 20 at the First Presbyteria n Church. 
Survivors include the widow , Mrs. Anna Roth , two sons. a sister, 
three brothers. and four g rand chi ldren.

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A FAIR VIEWPOINT 
Since the outbreak of war in 194 1, the 

medical services of the armed forces have 
made consram demands upon the medical 
manpower resources of the civilian com­
munities rhroughour (he U n iced States. 
Although hundreds of phys icians were 
comm issioned as medical off icers, the 
services have period ically made requests 
for more and more docrors ro care for [he 
healrh and wou nds of (he serviceman. T he 
Navy, for insrance, is now engaged in re­
cruiting an addit ional 3,000 donors for 
immediate service. If American physi­
cians respond as in rhe pasr, rhere is no 
doubt bue rhe addirional med ical o fficers 
will be obrai ned. 

Despite rhe excellenr (and rhankless ) 
effores of rhe Procuremenr & Asignrnent 
Serv ice, rhe agency in charge of coordinat· 
ing recruiring of phys ic ians, there have 
been occasional injusrices through rhe 
lack o f a sysrematic merhod of recruiting. 
For instance, in Tulsa Coun ty rhere has 
been a consram harass ing of the you nger 
men under 38 years co emer rhe medical 
corps o f the Army or Navy. Wirh each 
new d ri ve these men are sought out by 
recru iti ng offi cials with demands thar 
they emer service. These young donors 
are oEren made co appea r in a most un­
favorable and unparrioric light , ofren so 
in rhe publ ic press.

Acu:ally, rhe faCtS o f the siw ation .lre 
these : 1 he re are eight male physici .los 
in Tulsa Counry under the age of 38. An 
eighr have been refused one co six times 
by the Armed Forces. All draw a c1ass ifi · 
carion of 4· F as a result of physical Je· 
fects which render them unacceptable for 
mi litary services. All of these men would 
welcome an opportunity of elUeri ng the 
service. Since they have nor been .Ie· 
cepred , {hey are doi ng the next best thing 
in rhe way of serving the ir counrry­
caring for the health of rhe civili an popu· 
lar ion by worki ng twelve en sixteen hours 
each day. 

Consequemly, it seems unfair cha t these 
men, and others up to age 55 who h.we 
been rejected on rhe same basis, must be 
rhe mrget of ill · informed rec ru it ing offi· 
cials, newspapers, medical publicarions, 
ere. Their position is one which rhey 
cannor remedy uncil physical standarJs 
for the services are lowered. 

W e make no brief for any p hysicilfi 
who is eligible for rhe service and dues 
no r enter- many of rhese men have per· 
sonal reasons co justi fy the ir acrion, others 
may not. W e do, however, ask thac C0n· 

sideracion be given to rhose docrors who 
have made a conscientious efforr, not once 
bur many times ,to eorer service and who 
have been refused through no fault of 
their own. T hey, tOO, are serving on rhe 
home front in the nexr besr manner.
