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MIDYEAR REPORT SHOWS PROGRESS 
Administration of Dr. H. A. Ruprech t Concen. 
trates On Variety of Projects. Location of Charit}< 
Hospital in Tulsa County Major Objecti"e 1)( 
Soc iety. 

A review of the activit ies of the Tulsa 
Cou nty Medical Society for the first six 
months of Dr. H . A. Ruprecht's currenr 
administration discloses a busy half·year 
for the Society'S officers and committee 
personnel. Most irnporranr of a half­
dozen majo r projects was an extensive 
move to locate a 200·bed charity hospital 
in Tulsa County. Rou tine operarions of 
the organizacion concinued on a high 
level despice concinued heavy demands 
upon the professional rime of the mem­
bership. 

Answering a challenge flung at the 
Society by local newspapers in an effort to 
~etermine the adequacy or inadequacy of 
ex isting hospical facilities, the president 
appoinred a special committee on H os­
pirals and Nurs ing to srudy the siruation 
and make subsequent recommendations. 
Under the fine leadership of Dr. Frank 
J. Nelson, chis com mittee met wirh civic 
leaders in April co recommend ( I ) in­
crease of local hospital bed facilities by 
a min imum of 200 beds, (2) constmc­
tion of a 200-bed charity hospiral in 
Tulsa Counry, and (3) locacion of a 
state ruberculosis sanitarium in chis area. 

Later, the Society named D r. Nelson, 
Dr. James Stevenson, Dr. Ralph A. M c­
Gill, and Dr. H . A. Ruprecht to serve on 
a joi nt committee w ith the Tulsa Chamber 
of Commerce in an effort to prosecute 
rhe pro ject to secure a charity hospital 
for Tulsa Counry. The commIttee, 
working through rhe Society'S ttcxu[ivt 

o ffice, has been st."'Curing s(aflst ics on 
hospital and charity fac ili t ies in comparl­
ble cities. It is expecred chac a full repun 
of the committee will be shordy presented 
co the Public H ealth Comm icree of rhe 
Tulsa Chamber o f Commerce in a move to 
gain civic supporc for rhe project. 

The Tulsa Counry Medical Society .tljlJ 

enjoyed several busy months wi th irs 
legislat ive program. The medical legis­
lation presented co the Oklahoma St,UC 
Legislature at ics lasc session was warmly 
supporcecl by the local Sociery and rhe 
important State Board of H ea1rh Bill 
passed through close cooperat ion of Ok1.l­
homa physicians. From a local standpoint, 
rhe Sociery joi ned in sponsoring an ill ­
fared bill designed co legalize consoliJ:l­
rion o f all public health units in the 
County into a single administnuive 
agency. Srrongly opposed in many qU.lr­
ters, rhe bill failed bur succeeded in 
brinl.!in,g to public attention the scrong 
need for such a unified sysrem. 

Meeting in April , the Society re.i. f· 
firmed its supporr of Oklahoma Ph ~ )1-

( ians Service, the plan of prepa id sur· 
g ical and obstetr ical care insurance ..le· 
veloped and sponsored by che Oklahon1.l 
Smte Medical Ass<x:: iacion. The plan wcnr 
into opera tion in J une with the chc..:k 
for the first operation rendered ull..ic- r 
the plan going to a Tulsa phys ician. In 
many respects, the: success of tht" ll e W 

agency represtnts an accomplishmcll( 
for the Tulsa Counry Med ical Society. It 
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was: rhe suggesrions of rhe laner group 
whICh broke a deadlock of sra[C medical 
leaders over certai n fearures of the plan. 

The executive offices of the Tulsa 
COUnty Medical Sociery were remodeled 
in .I.muary, permining a more efficient 
us(:- of the twelfch floor of the Medical 
Art~ Bu ilding. The Medical Library was 
considerably enlarged, allowing for much­
needed expansion of reading and smrage 
facilities. Rearrangement of rhe Medical 
Credit Bureau also resulted in desirable 
changes with the office of the Execurive 
SecrNary nnw locared adjacent (0 Bureau. 

The Sociery began a series of dinner 
prtl!!r:tms, fe~)[uring prominent medical 
sp(:-;. kers each monrh. Success of the 
pn1l(-([ seems assured with the enrollmenr 
of ,lhollt 45 per cent of the membership 
in tile dinner series. Food rationing dif­
ficuhies have not contributed co the 
eaSe.- of sraging these dinners, but mem­
ber!. have kindly c(xlperared in accepring 
wh,l: menus were available. The series 
wa~ recendy d iscontinued umil nexr Fall 
wi d-. an address by Dr. Thomas G. Orr, 
prof(:-ssor of surger)' ae the University 
of K.lI1sas. 

P,_rriciparion in a coumy-wide program 
of venereal disease concrol was entered 
las! monch as the Society announced a 
sperlkers bureau of 50 local physicians 
co ass ist in publicizing rhe narure and 
rrearment of venereal diseases. 

The Tulsa Councy Medical Society also 
is panicipacing in joindy sponsoring a 
seri<:s of medical broadcases over Rad io 
Stanon KOME each Wednesday after­
noon ae 3:30 p.m. The Society will handle 
approx imately six such broadcasts during 
rhe balance of rhe year. Dr. D. W . le­
Master spoke June 27 on a program de­
voted co rabies. 

The Bulletin of the Tulsa County 
Medical Society appeared with an aurac­
rivt: new cover in color beginning with 
the January, 1945, issue. As in the past, 
a large number of county medical journals 
conti nued (0 reprint Bu llerin ed itorials of 
general med ical interest. 

Under the leadership of D r. H . B. 
Stewart and Dr. Ralph A. McGill , the 
membership panicipated in the annual 

T he Bull e/in, 

campaign of rhe American Cancer So­
ciery (0 secu re fund s for cancer educarion 
and research. Tulsa's quOta of S35,000.00 
was over subscribed rhrough generosity 
of local concribucors. 

The Medical Cr<.-xtit Bureau recorded 
normal collecrions despite a. decline in 
the number of accountS available for 
collect ion. Wirh warrime prosperity, many 
physicians find rheir number of delin· 
quent accountS negligible. Dr. O. C. Arm· 
strong, chai rman of the Cred it Bureau 
Committee, warns physicians noc to hold 
delinquent accounts of defense workers 
overl y-long. Termination of the Douglas 
A ircraft plant and orher defense plantS 
will definitely increase the number of 
Stich accounts. 

Other rouri ne services of the Society 
continued withom interruption. Purchases 
of automobile licenses through rhe Execu­
tive Offices reached rhe highest fihrure 
since the service was inaugurared sev· 
eral years ago. SimilarIr, gasoline ration· 
ins applicarions processed through the 
Sociecy were Ole an all-rime high. 

Dr. Ralph A. McGill"s election as 
vice-president of the Oklahoma State 
Medical Association was a credit to 
Tulsa's growing interest and influence 
in state medical ci rcles. 

The armed forces continued co take 
Tulsa physicians. Dr. B. W. W ard and 
Dr. D. W . McC1uley have entered the 
Navy recencly while several other appli­
cants were rejec ted for physical disquali. 
fications. The reru rn of D r. Horace H. 
Porrer and Dr. Charles A. Pigford, bmh 
medically discharged from the service, 
(0 civi lian practice assisted in reducing 
rhe heavy work load for remai ning phy. 
SIClans. 

l ooking forward [Q the remaining six 
months of 1945, the Society hopes to 

complete the charity hospiral project as 
soon as poss ible. Since this represents a 
fo remost accomplishment when com· 
~I ered, t~e Sociery will give special atten· 
tlon co Irs prosecu tion.

SKond World War Brought New Problems To 
Organized Medicine In Tulsa County. Total Of 
55 Doctors Encer S ervice A s Commissioned Medi · 
ca l OHicen. 

Dr. H . B. Srcwnrt. a narionalJy known 
T ulsa anesrhe risr, guided rhe T ulsa 
CoUnty Medical Sociecy as pres idenr 
rhrough rhe firs{ war )'ca r of I y42. He 
faced a mu lrirude o f problems, mos[ o f 
w hich arose from rhe unsealed and com· 
plex economic and wcin l conditions 
occ:lsioned by rhe 
con fl ict. W ith h is 
cil :H:lCreri sric e n­
erby and direct­
ne~s. hmvever. he 
prosecmed a val­
uable program o f 
acr iv jry throu g h­
om rhe year. 

D r. R oy L. 
Smith was ele­
"'aced (() the vice-
pres idency (later Dr. J. C. Peden 
succeeded by Dr. 
Jan MacKenzie when he emered service). 
and Dr. E. O. Johnson bega n rhe first of 
s(:'\'e r:l l terms :lS secrerary-rreasurer. Mr. 
J ack Spe:l rs. a you ng Chamber o f Com­
merce official. waS named (0 succeed 
Mr. Lloyd L Smne as execur ive secrecary, 
£llt: buer hav ing ente red the pri vate prac­
tice of law. 

T he immed ia te call for donors in the 
armed services was q uickl y answered by 
th f: members of the T ulsa Cou ney Medical 
Socicey. The younger men were rap idly 
accep red i nro both branches of the serv­
in: althoug h the greater demand fo r doc­
rors in the army, plus the less stringenc 
physica l requiremenrs, channeled most 
inro the army medical units. In later years, 
the :lcqu isi tion of Pac ific bases and the

gread y expanded American fl eer creaced 
heavy demands for Navy docrors and 
most p hysicians comm issioned since 
J anua ry, 1944, have emered rhe Navy. 

Noc including rhose inrerns and medi­
ca l s[udems who emered service from chis 
area, T ulsa furn ished alrogether a (Owl 
of 55 doctors from residenr civi lian prac­
rice. Th is represented about 35 per cem 
o f the cora l number of p hys icians in 
active pracr ice in rhe cou nry in 194 ' . Of 
this nu mber, all bur two were members 
of rhe T ulsa Counry Medical Society and 
all were comm iss ioned wirh rhe exception 
of one. I n the laner case, rhe docror con­
cerned was evenrua lly commissioned 
aher cmering the army as a p riva te. Two 
of these service docrors-Dr. H orace H. 
Po rcer and D r. Charles A. Pig ford-have 
already been di scharged from rhe serv ice 
and are now back in practice in Tulsa. 
Two-Dr. Jack O. Akins and Dr. l ogan 
A . Spann- were injured in enemy anion. 
D r. Akins lost h is right leg as a resu lt of 
machine-gun fire at the Salerno land ings. 
Dr. Spann was slig hrly wounded in :I 

heroic aCtion in rhe Guam landi ng (see 
J u ne, 1945, issue o f The Bulleti n). One 
woman p hys ician, Dr. Luvern Hays. is 
now in se rvice. All bm sevenreen of 
those in service have seen some form of 
overseas serv ice. A number have been 
decorated for bravery and gallantry under 
fi reo A commendable record of wh ich 
every Tulsa Couney doctor is justl y proud. 

The loss o f a good percentage of civil­
ian practi t ione rs placed a heavy burden 
on the remaining doctors. The popula rion 
was rapidly swollen by the local Douglas 
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Aircraft Corporation and by other mili· 
tary and defense installations in Tulsa 
tmploying large numbers of workers. In­
creased availability of funds for medical 
purposes also prompted a grearer degree 
of medical care. The resulr was long 
hours for the Tulsa docrors. The penalty 
proved severe in physical srrain and rhe 
loss of a number of physic ians-among 
them the beloved Dr. R . W. Dunlap, Dr. 
J. Fred Bolmn, Dr. Ned R. Smirh, Dr. 
Fred Y. Cronk, and many olhers-was 
ktenly ftlr. 

The new presidcnc sec up many new 
special commitrees :tnd services wirhin 
(he Society ro handle rhe problems ere­
llOO by warrime measures. The difficulr 
rask of supervising (he Procurement and 
Assignmenc Service rel:nionships in the 
county was handled competently by an 
imparr iaJ five-man commiuee headed by 
Dr. James L. Miner and, later, Dr. Henry 
S. Browne. Rarioning details took much 
rime in the Executive Offices but doctors 
were repaid in t ime saving for busy prac­
rices. Civic problems were also a large 
parr of the Sociery's program and under 
the leadership of the late Dr. Ned R. 
Smith and Dr. A. Ray Wiley, much of 
value was accomplished. Despite wartime 
hardships, rhe annual convenrion of the 
Oklahoma Scate Medical Association for 
1942 W;IS one of the largest and finest 
meet ings in the history of rhe group. 
Staged at the Tulsa Coliseum, much of irs 
success was due to the efforts o f a com­
petent local committee headed by Dr. 
R. C. Pigford and Dr. E. Rankin Denny. 

Dr. Stewart concluded a harmon ious 
ycar with an excellem annua l report The 
Society's dep leted finances had been re­
srored through careful economies and for 
rht" firsr rime in several years a su rplus 
was on hand ae the year's end. 

The tremendously popular Dr. James 
C. Peden, a general pracririoner, followed 
Dr. Stewart in office. H e continued rhe 
pol icies of his predecessors and added ro 
rhe Society's prestige and harmony by 
governing its affairs with complt"te fair­
ness and respect. 

Under his leadership, the Sociecr led a 
fight ro gain use of che Annual Regis-

tratlon Fund co fighc fraudulent pra('u­
tioners in Tulsa. Though (his measure 
failed, it did serve co inaugurate a strong 
campaign against medical frauds in 
Tulsa. The war- related services of the 
Society conrinued to grow and m.IIlY 
special committees hand led various prob­
lems as they arose. 

Dr. Ra lph A. McGill, a well -liked 
Tulsa surgeon prominent in civic affairs, 
followed D r. Peden in office as presidenr 
for 1944. A ,upponer of organized meJi­
cine and a b~Jiever in professional p.l r­
ticiparion in public affairs, he inaugu r­
ar~d many projects of considerable merie. 
M ust outsranding of his accomplishments 
was the construction and prosecution I)f 

an airt'rnate plan of prepaid surgical :lIld 
obsrerr ical care insurance which W.IS 

evenrually accepted by the Oklaho ma 
Scare Medical Associa t ion and incorptJr­
ared intO the present Oklahoma Phy­
sic ians Service. It was thi s plan whil.:h 
broke a deadlock in the House of Dele­
gafes over rh~ f}'pe of plan ro be em­
ployed. 

In cooperation with orher civic groups, 
Dr. McGill led a fight to secure a 1.:\)11-

solidaced publ ic health system in Tuls.l 
County. Though thi s much-needed mon~ 
failed because of political considerarions, 
ir did serve ro get the projece fifln l ~' 
fixt"d in rhe public mind. Irs t"v~nru:.l1 
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cft:' ... rion seems cerrain and necessary. 
Dr. J ames Stevenson, who had served 

tht" Sociery as president in 1937, was 
honored with rhe presidency of rhe Okla­
homa Srarc Medical Association for 1943-
44. He did a splendid job and his office 
served to bring rhe Tulsa profession in 
c1ost-r conmcr with rhe activities of rhe 
smtC: group. 

This hismry of rhe Tulsa Coumy Medi­
cal Sociery closes with Dr. McGill's ad­
ministration. Dr. H. A. Ruprecht, Tulsa 
imt"rnisr, is now serving as presidem. 
H t is doing an excellent job dircning 
a £1111 p rogram of work and his annual 
rep .• rt will be a creditable account. 

The Tulsa County Medical Society now 
occupies rhe emire rwelfth floor of rhe 
Mt-dlcal Arcs Building in Tulsa. Here 
are; IOCHed rhe executive offices, rhe 
Mt'diGti Credie Bureau, and rhe Medical 
Libr;;. ry. A separate article printed recenr· 
Ir In The Bulletin has recounted the 
hi!'fcln' of rhe Medical Library and those 
detl'l lis will nor be repe:ued here. Suffi­
cito ; co say. the Medical Library repre· 
senl ~ .1 foremost accompl ishment of the 
Tul ~,-. COUnty Medical Society. lr has 
gn \\\ n steadily through the years, and is 
no~ one of the largest private medical 
libr:.ries in the Sourhwesr. its value is 
il.S S t!<>~f"d ar many thousands of dollars.

County Clinic wirh the member­
shlr contriburing irs services without 
COS! ro the coumy. The Bulletin reaches 
1.000 physicians each month. The Medi­
cal Credit Bureau operates efficienrly as 
a !'I~cialized medical collection and 
crt'd H serv ice on a cost basis. A splendid 
prow.lm of civ ic and public relarions 
is ( (Inducted each year. The annual con­
v(:ntlons of the Oklahoma Scate Medical 
Association :lnd postgraduate schools of 
medIcal study are joinrly sponsored by 
tht Sociery. Regular monthly scientific 
medlc:ll program fe:lfilre prominenr modi· 
ca l If:":lders. A variety o f personal services 
desl,!.!ned co assist the physician complete 
tht Society'S well·rounded program.

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WAGNER-MURRAY BILL REVIVED 
Modifications In Previo us Bills Slight As Addi. 
tional Dental And Nursing Benefits Are Added. 
Act St!en As Vicious Threat To Free Practice Of 
Medicine 

Tht long-anricipared reimroduction of 
[he Wagner-Mllfray-Dingell Bill into rhe 
Un ited Scates Congress came May 24 
when Stoaror Robert F. Wagner prc­
sented 1. voluminous ISS-page text de­
signed to create a system o f stare medi ­
cine rhroughout the nation. Though con­
raininf modifications of the previous 
bill plus some add itio nal features, {he 
act remains bas ica lly as a vicious (hreat 
co {he free pract ice o f med ic ine in the 
United Scares. 

Observers in W ashi ngtOn and e lse­
where freel}' pred icted that the bill would 
:lCrouse ml1ch interest in legislative c ir­
des. While rhe general omlook seemed 
[0 indicate eventual defear of the bill, 
it is probable thar amendmenrs may 
modi fy rhe bill into workable legislat ion 
which could conceivably pass the Con­
gress. Med ical leaders throughout the 
United Stares last month ca lled for can­
cened eHon of physicians in defeating 
rhe bill . Many observers bel ieve the de­
fel( of this bill would resul t in a per­
manent death for it. Congressmen, rum­
ored readr ro adjourn in July, were 
scheduled 'to hear from local med ical can­
iriruenn regard ing the bill as rhey 
vacationed ar home. 

The new bill is of spec ial interesr to 
{he Tulsa Coumy Medical Society, not 
unly for its widespread provisions affect­
ing the medical profession, bm also be­
Cluse of a special feanlre of the pro­
posaL This is an amended tide which 
would include rhe provisions of the pend­
ing Hill -Bu rron Bill in Congress, pro­
vidi ng for hospirnl consrnlCrion pro­
grams rhrough federal financing. The 
Tulsa Cou nty Medical Society, currently 
working for a local charity hospital, has 
been looki ng towards passage of the 
Hill -Burton Bill as a means of assisting 
[ 0 finance such a hospiraL Should it be­
come necessary to support the W agner­
Murray-Dingell bill solely because of 

these prov isions, it is cen ai n (hat such 
suppon would nor be fonhcoming from 
rhe local profession. It is believed rhe 
H ill-Burton Bill can cominue alone, and 
a hospiml consrruction program obtain­
able under irs prov isions is far more cer­
tain than under the W agner Acr. 

The inclusion of these hospital con­
st rucrion provisions is adm ittedly a clever 
move on the pare of the proponents of 
the bilL It nor only lends additional im ­
petus for rhe bi ll , but will draw supporr 
from many quarrers which are not imer­
ested in mher provisions of the ace. 

The new Wagner-Murray- Dingell Bill 
(Senate 1050 ) does nm differ rad ically 
from earlier proposals under rhe same 
tirle. lr fixes the rate of the supporting 
social securiry tax at four per cem from 
employer and four per cem ro march 
from employee. This is in COntrast to rhe 
earlier figu re of six per cent. Self-em­
ployed persons pay five per cent and gov­
ernmenral employees pay only two and 
one-half per cenc. 

In general, the faX will provide rhe fol­
lowing bas ic benefits: ( 1 ) reri remem 
and old age, (2) medical care and hos­
pi talizarion, (3) unemployment insur­
ance, and ( 4 ) temporary disabiliry in­
surance. 

Tulsa COunty physicians wi ll be espec­
ially interested in provisions relat ing ro 
healrh insurance. Tactfull y avoiding rhe 
term "compulsory", the Act "makes ava il­
able to 135,000,000 persons' the follow­
ing med ical benefi rs: general and "spec­
ial" med ical benefits, demal benefits, 
home nursing benefits, hospitalizarion 
benefits, and general labora tory benefits. 
The inclusion of nursing, denral , and cer­
ra in laborarory benefits represent an 
add ition over the origina l bilL 

To ind icare the scope of the act, pro­
visions are made for refracrion of eyes

Ie is nor OUf inrention w argue our case by rhe 
drastic method of permining deaths to occur, or by 
allow ing an epidem ic to sweep rhe COUnty at a time 
when almOSt no hosp ital beds are ava ilable for such 
emergencies. Rather, it is our obligat ion by p rove by 
facts and stat istics, by case records, and by observa· 
tions of personal experience the aCUte need for more 
hospital beds in rhis area. This is not rhe easy way 
for ir will reqL!ire every physician [0 acquainr himself 
wirh the facrs and rhen in rum acquainr rhe Ja}· 
public with whom he comes in dai ly conracc. Selling 
a costl y hospirru--coscly borh to consrrucr and main· 
rain-will be a big job. Bur let's not sit back and 
wa it for rhe rragedies of an epidemic or emergency 
to sell the job for us. 

The responsibiJities of medicine have proceeded 
beyond the su ier l imita tions of diagnosis and t reat· 
mem o We have our civ ic and mora l responsibilities 
:IS well. Provision of adequate hospital bed fac ili ties 
is one of those responsibi lities. The public looks co 
liS for gu idance for we are the men who should 
b<:Sf know of these condir ions. Ler us meer our 
responsibilities now.

and prescription of eyeglasses, laner TO 

be furnished also. All chemical, biological, 
and parhoiogical tests and treatments are 
included. X-ray and roemgen facilities are 
also available under rhe normal benefits 
of (he acr. 

Any legally registered or licenseJ phy­
sician, dentist, or nurse may participate 
in accordance with regu lations prescribed 
by rhe Surgeon-General of [he United 
Stares Public Health Service. The recip­
ienr of benefits may make a choice of 
physicians from an approved panel of 
docrors parrici paring, except dmt the 
Surgeon-General may prescribe nuximum 
limitarions for the number of persons 
to be serviced by anyone physician. 
Specialists and consultants are .lvailable 
only within prescribed rules. The service 
to the patient may be rendered nOt only 
by individuals, but by groups 0f phy. 
sicians who shall create their own rules 
of operat ion . 

How shall the participating physician 
be paid for his service? The proposed aCl 

specifies in one of several possible man­
ners: (1) on the basis of a predetermined 
fee schedule with a prescribed fee for 
designated serv ices rendered, (2 ) on a 
per capica basis with payment in propor­
tion to the number of patients treated, 
(3) on a full or parr- time salary basis, 
and (4) on a combination or moJifica­
(Ion of the three prev iolls bases. 

It is specified that the base to be used 
shall be determined in any "local ~re~" by 
the major ity vore of the parricip.Hing 
physicians. However, the Surgeon-Gen­
eral is empowered to make separate ar· 
rangements with such doctors as may 
dissent from the majority voce. It is also 
stipulated that the payment shall be 
"adequate" in terms of "established an­
nual income" of the area under con­
siderat ion. By what methods or measures, 
the amouor of an "adequate" payment IS 

fi xed, is nor specified.
