(on tact \\'ith the medical profession that 
this statement, although apparentl y ac­
rep ted b~ ' Illan~ ', is not true. \ ·Ve do 
admit, huwever, that there arc many 
plm,ici:ln~ who give but S(fl.llr attent ioll 
to the husi ncss side of medical practice. 
:\lam' artidcs and books have been 
,nittc il to as~i~t the doctor, especially 
the young physician about to ent.::r pn ­
"ate prat.:tKc, 

I t is advisah le to estab lish a stric tl y 
hus iness-li ke hasis in the beginning and 
make onk ~uch changes, in the interest 
of imp ro\'ement and economy, as are 
ahsolutelr nercssarr, It is inadvisahle to 
set up office procedure and then chang;e 
completely ever~' five or ten years. 

I t is an estahlished fact th at credit 
losses from had accounts in mercantile 
establishments are cons id ered excessive if 
they exceed one-half of one per cent. An 
article from .1 recent issue of Tlt t' A 1IIt'r­

ialll jOllrnal 0/ Jl1n/irfl/ iurisprllti f'IICe 
~tates that the average los~ to doctors is 
app roximately twen ty pcr cent, and in 
many cases this loss has exceeded thirty­
five per cent, The author of the article 
mentioned has anah'zed this problem 
:\l1d find s four outstanding reasons for 
thc existing condition: 

I. Failure on the part of the doctor 
to obtain proper credit information 
at the inception of the account. 

2. The doctor's traditional distaste 
for discussing fees or other finan­
cial arrangements with the patient. 

3. I nadequate accoullting; methods and 
records. 

+, The lack of proper collection pro­
cedure once the account is on the 
doctor 's books. 

U pon the patient's first visit to the 
doctor's office, t he plwsician should se­
cure all the necessarv' information: the 

patient'~ full name (taki ng care to spell 
it correc tl~') ; the name of the patient's 
wife or husband, if any; the correct 
st reet name and number; his bu ~in ess or 
place of employment ; his previous ad­
dress, if he has lived at the present 
addres~ but a short time, and the names 
of concerns with whom he h a~ had husi­
ness deali ngs. 

A great deal of trouble and misu nder­
standing can he avoided if definite fi­
nancia l a rrangements are made with t~le 
patient when s::rv ices are rendered. Oft­
en the patient, hefore leaving thc doc­
tor's off ice, will tender paymcnt, and 
the phys ician, instead of accepting it 
tells the patient he need not worry 
about the payment for services now ~I~ 
a statemen t will be sent at the end of 
t he Illonth, or, not infrequently, tells 
him to pm' it later when it is more 
convenIent. 

'1'0 properly conduct any business to­
day a compl ete set of books is necessary, 
so that a true pictu re of prog ress will 
be ava ilable at all times. \ ;Ye need refer 
onl y to the aCCollllts rl'Cei 'll(lb/e record at 
this time. Pat ients' accounts, whether in 
book form or on cards, are most va l­
uable, and must be accurate. Proper 
histories of se rvices rendered make col­
lections much eas ier. 

Statements should be sent regu larly 
each month . If it becomes apparent that 
for some reason the patient is neglecting 
payment of the account, it should re­
ceive immediate attention, Estahlish a 
follO\v-up system and use it systcmati­
call~I . If the account becomes six or 
more months old without payment hav­
ing been made or an explanation given 
as to failure to remit, turn the account 
over to a reliable collection <lg'ency, \ IVe 
counsel ~rou, however, not to sig'n a con­
tract with a collection agency. Considcr 
only that agency controlled or author­
ized by your local medica l society.
