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Venereal Disease In Industry 
Tremendous Savings In Manpower Ca n Be Af­
fected Through The Rehabil itation Of Syphilitic 
Workers Under A New Program Sponsored By 
The Tulsa Junior Ch amber of Commerce.

The campaign sponsored by the J unior 
C hamber of Commerce to enlist the co­
operation of business and industrial finns 
of Tulsa in Veneral Disease Control is 
the beginning of a long term program. 
l\1any companies a re not able to put a 
complete program into operation now 
but are requesting serologic tests on all 
new employees, Men who are physically 
fit but not infectious will be put to 
work without delay, r nfectious cases 
can be sent to work after a few treat­
ments, thus conserving manpower for 
important and necessary work. 

Some companies have not accepted in­
dividuals w ith posit ive serologic tests 
because of the objection of fellow em­
ployees and also because of the liabi lity 
connected with insurance and the indus­
trial commission. The first objection 
can be met by education of the public 
and the second by more careful screening 
of persons with syphil itic complicat ions 
and the accurate presentat ion of evidence 
in court or before the commission. Spinal 
fluid and fluoroscopic examinations are 
not unreasonable requirements for em­
ployment. 

The T ulsa Junior Chamber of Com-

merce in cooperation w ith the Tulsa 
County Hygiene Association , C ity and 
State H ealth depa rtments, and other 
organizations is advocat ing adoption by 
local industrial concerns of the recom­
mendations of the U nited States Public 
Health Service for control of veneral 
disease in industry. 

Venf!rai disease very definitely lowers 
industrial effic iency. Prompt diagnosis 
and adequate treatment are of great im­
portance to employer and employee. 
With modern treatment, the infectious­
ness of syphil is can be rapidly cont rolled. 
If the individual receives regular and 
prompt trea tment, he will not be in­
fectious to fell ow-workers and in a few 
months perma n("n tiy non-infertious. 

Early syphil is is infectious but after 
fo ur or five years a person with sp~lhilis 
becomes non-infectious wit~,.)u" treat­
ment. The damage to the individual 
comes late in the course of the infec­
tion, usua lly from five to 25 years afte r 
the disease is contracted. The parts of 
the bod}' most freq uently involved are 
the heart and blood vessels and the 
nervous system. For this reason, x-ray 
of the heart and spinal fluid examina-

tions arc veq' important and necessary 
to determine the extent of the damage 
to the individual. 

The question of infectiousness 
should be determined by a physician and 
requires a physical examination and con· 
sideration of case histon". Such informa­
tion should be kept (n a confidential 
file. Where cooperation exists between 
employer and employee, the latter will 
find it much easier to complete his or 
her treatment. 'The empim'ce rna\' ex­
prct unprejudiced considcr~tion o"f his 
C:l5-C on a medical cases, while the em­
plo~ 'er may expect coope ration from the 
employee in receiving neccssaq' tests, 
examinations, and treatment. 

J n the proposed program, proper med­
ical management would: prevent the 
spread of veneral disease through early 
and adequate treatment, prevent the 
development of late disabling manifes­
t;'trion:; by arresting the progress of the 
disease. assure adequate treatment bv 
requiring evidence that the afflicted 
emnloyee is under proper medic::.l man­
agement, and bring contacts of infec­
tious, workers under medical observation . 

The foll owing considerat ions should 
govern the employment of persons 
known to be infected: employee should 
ngrC'e to take tre;'ttment as indicated, 
employment should he deferred or in­
terrupted until a temporary noninfec­
tiam stare j" established through treat­
ment. emolovment should not be de­
Inyed when shyphlis is latent in chnr­
acter, employment should be denied or 
deferred when disnbling manifest ions 
constiwte a hazard to self and other 
w orken., an occupational readjustment 
should he provded for disabled workers, 
workers should not be employed in areas 
of toxic exposure. and ,,"orkers being 
treated for gonorrhe~ with a sulfon~m­
ide drug should not be emplo}'ed unless 
the\' are under special medical obser­
vation.

FOUR TULSA DOCTORS 
ENTER ARMED SERVICES 

Despite continued reports that no 
more doctors were to be called into 
service immediately f rom this area, four 
members of the Tulsa Counn' l\1edical 
Societ~' w ere commissioned an'd assigned 
to active duty posts in November. 

Those entering service were Dr. R . C. 
P igford, Dr. R. G. Ray, Dr. ]. K. Lee, 
and Dr. ' ;Yo B. Boone. All are in the 
army except Dr. Pigford. 

Unofficial ind ications are that about 
70 to 80 per cent of the total number 
called in 19+2 will go to service in 19{3. 
This reduct ion is due partially to a de­
creased demand for doctors and partiallv 
to credits achieved by Oklahoma in meet­
ing its current quota by approximatel)' 
130 per cent. 

Procurement and Assignment is no 
longer releasing doctors for service ex­
cept through the ' ¥ashington offices 
only. 

STATE DUES UP $2.00; 
NO INCREASE FOR COUNTY 

Due to the finan cia l losses incurred 
hy members going into service, the Ok­
lahoma State lVl edical Association is 
making an increase of $2.00 in the an­
nual dues for 19+3. This brings the 
total yea rly dues to $12.00. 

Representatives of the Association 
said the move was necessary to permit 
the continued maintenance of organiza­
tional activit ies. l\tfembcrs called to se rv­
ice have been paying only $4.00 annually, 
a sum which covers the basic cost of the 
yea rly suhscription to The Bullet in.

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Blue Cross Asks Cooperation 
Statistics Indicate Blue Cross Patients Remain In 
Hospital For Longer Periods Than Necessary. 
Officials Ask Prompt Dismissal Of Patients Able 
To Leave H ospital.

The Blue Cross Plan of Group Hos­
pital Insurance has now been in opera­
tion in Oklahoma for two vears and 
eight months. Sixty-five Oklahoma hos­
pitals guarantee t he service of the plan . 
Thirt~· thousand of OUT cit izens no long­
er worry about the prospects of an un­
expected hospital bi ll. Each month mem­
ber hosp ita ls are paid $ 10,000 to provide 
care for members. 1 n this manner the 
plan fulfills a long-felt need for the 
average famil~' . 

T oday, however, the management of 
the pl an now finds itself faced with a 
problem that only the doctors can solve 
if w e afe to maintain our standards. 

The fundamental principle of all the 
76 Blue Cross Plans in the United States 
is that the attending physician shall de­
termine when the patient shall enter the 
ho~pita l and w hen he shall be d ismissed. 
The rates our members pay and the 
benefits they receive are based on the 
promIse : 

l. That only cases be admitted to the 
hospital which would normally be hos­
pitalized if the pl an did not exist. 

2. That conditions be excluded which 
are knmnl to require hospital care be­
for the date of application for Blue 
Cross. 

3. That the patient be dismissed by 
the attendi ng physician when in the 
physician's opinion the patient is able to 
go home, and that the patient not be 
permitted to stay as long as he w ishes, 
unl e~~ he pays for the extra days himself. 

One of the main reasons for starting 
the Oklahoma plan was to discourage 
und e::. irable procedures from getting 
sta rted, particu larly a federal program 
of health care. U nder a federal prog ram 
there would be a great deal of regimen­
tat ion of doctor, hospital , and patient. 

\ Ve believe it is a fa ir statement to say 
that 76 non-profi t Blue Cross H ospital 
Plans in the United States w ith 11 ,000,-
000 people enrolled have so far plaved a 
ve ry important role in keeping a federal 
program from getti ng underway. H ow­
ever, in order to enjoy this freedom, 
with no alterat ion in the doctor, hos­
pita l, and patient relationshi p, it is neces­
sary that the prope r responsibility be 
assu med by t he physicians w ho attend 
the Blue Cross patients. The following 
comparison as to the length of stay by 
Bl ue Cross pat ients and those who do 
not belong to the plan w ill demonstrate 
the point: 

l\1ate rn ity : Blue Cross, 10.6 days; 
self-paying, 5 to 7 days. 

Appendectomy : Blue Cross, 11.0 days; 
se lf-paying, 6 to 7 days. 

T onsilectomy : Blue Cross, 2.0 daysj 
self-paying, 1 day. 

H ernia: Blue Cross, 15.0 days; self­
pa~' ing, 8 to 10 days. 

The purpose of Blue Cross is to make 
it possi ble for the members of a famil r 
to go to the hospital when they need 
hospital care without delay, without red 
tape, and without financial embarrass­
ment. It is capable of doing so in a fine 
way, but only if the}' arc di smissed w hen 
care is no longer necessary. 

The cont ract issued to Blue Cross 
members clearly states, that the obliga­
t ion of the plan ceases when in the 
opinion of the attending phys ician, hos­
pital care is no longer needed for a 
pat ient. If the attending physician gives 
this info rmat ion to the hospital , it is a 
simple matte r for the hospital to notify 
the pat ient that finan cial arrangements 
for a lon g-e r stay w ill have to be made. 

vVe realize that there may be cases

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More About Gasoline Rationing 
Gasoline rationing officials of Tulsa 

County has assured local doc tors t hat 
t hey need have no fear of being without 
gasoline to make necessary professional 
calls. 

~l anr physicians in preparing their 
supplemental gasoline rationing blanks 
may have underestimated the amount of 
gasoline necessary to make professional 
ca lls during the th ree months period. Ra­
tioning officials sa id that addi t ional gas­
oline could be obtained under such cir­
cumstances in one of two ways : 

( I ) By direct applica tion to the Ra­
tioning Board, N inth and Cincinnati, 
Tulsa, ,,"here additional coupons will be 
issued to need" doctors. Officials hope 
to reduce the time required to obta in 
this additional gasoline to a mat te r of a 
few moments. 

avai lable, the doctor need only write a 
requisition on a blank sheet of paper and 
sIgn It . 

It should be noted , however, that 
neitgher of these two methods rna\' be 
emplored to obtain additional gas~lin e 
unti l such time as the regula rl~' issued 
coupons are exhausted . 

Naturally, doc tors cannot expect to 
do unnecessary d riving and then obtain 
additional gasoline beyon d the amoun t 
requested in his supplemental applica­
tion. A definite check-up will be made. 
Violation of these emergency privileges 
may lead to recall of coupons, with­
d rawal of rat ions in the future , and 
fines.

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In a few days the war with Japan and 
her continental allies will be a full year 
of age. In the twelve months following 
Pearl H arbor, the Tulsa Counh' Med­
ica Society has felt the war brought 
closer and closer to home. T he loss of 
48 members to the armed services, many 
of them va luable leaders in Societv ac­
tivities, has been keenly felt. The prob­
lems of tire and gasoline rationing, 
shortages of medical and drug products 
and equipment, increasing costs of office 
operation, and difficulties of transpor­
tation arc new war-encouraged features 
of American life today. The demands 
for physicians at the draft boards are 
greate r than ever before, and the influx 
of Tulsa defense workers and their fam­
ilies has kept most doctors on a full 
schedule of activity. 

Despite the encouraging reports from 
our forces in Africa and the South Pa­
cific, it is a safe assumption that the 
war will last another yea r. The Tulsa 
County Medical Society may expect the 
problems experienced in 1942 to be even 
more serious in 1943. Reliable sources 
indicate that we can expect to lose 80 
per cent of our 1942 figure of doctors 
to service. This seems to indicate that 
almost 40 more Tulsa County doctors 
arc certain to be inducted. Since this

80 per cent figure applies to the state as 
a whole, there is no reason to assume 
that the same distribution over the state 
will rake place. Consequentlr, our loss 
may be much higher, or it may be lower , 
although the latter is not particularl}, 
probable. 

From a financial standpoint, the Tul­
sa County l\1edical Society has also suf ­
fered. However, an economical admin­
istration this yea r has resulted in a 
sound financial condition and a sub­
stantial surplus being carried forward 
into t 943. The increased success of 
the l\'l ed ical Cred it Bureau has assisted 
in so lving the problems of finance for 
the Executive Office. 

The point of these observations is that 
eve r" member of the Tulsa County 
l\II edical Society who remains in prac­
tice is going to 'be called upon for great­
er cooperation in maintaining Society 
functions. Men who are not normally 
active in Society affairs must now re­
place those leaders who go to war. The 
problems of the war as affects Tulsa 
medicine must be solved by responsible 
leaders. It is your duty to the profes­
sion, to yourself, and to the publ ic. Your 
ass istance is vitally important. The prob­
lems of the year ahead a re now "our 
problems more than ever.
