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Credit Bureau Reorganized 
New Policies Adopted by Credit Bureau Committee 
As Med ica l Coll ect ion Agency Goes I nto Fifth 
Year of Successful Oper-at ion. 

i'iow in its fifth year of operatiun , the 
~fedical Credit Bureau of the Tuba 
County .\I edical Societ~t is offerin/.! an 
effir i(,IH collection service at cost to 
Tulsa and Eastern Oklahoma physicians. 

In the past five years the Bureau has 
retu rned from $1,000 to $2,000 to cI i­
ent.; for each month of operation. It 
has l'onstantlr expanded the scope of 
territory cove red and man~r doctor:o; and 
dentists in Eastern Oklahoma counties 
are IlO\\" using the service. 

DUI illf! the past two months, the 
:\Iedical Credit Bu reau has undergone a 
reofJ!anization of policy and method 
that is grea tly increasing its effective­
ness as a service collection age ncr. The 
:\Iedical Credit Bureau Committee of 
the 'Tulsa County l\Iedical Society has 
bej!un an extensive investigation in an 
eftolt to further improve the Bureau's 
facilities . 

At the request of many interested doc­
tors and dentists, a full explanation of 
the operative procedure of the :Vl edical 
Credit Bureau is offered at this time. 

Of special note to prospect ive u:o;ers of 
the Rureau's service is the fact that the 
:\ Iedical Credit bureau is a non-profit 
oq~anization. Vlhi le it operates under 
the supervision of officers and members 
of the Tulsa County Medical Society, 
it is a separa te business institution. It 
maintains its own offices, pars all sal-

aries out of the basic cOst fees charged 
for collection, keeps an entirely separate 
:lcc()unring and hanking record. 

As a non-profit institution operating 
only as a service organization, the :\ l ed­
ical Credit Bureau hase:o; its hasic collec­
tion fce enti rel y on cost of operation rec­
ords. There is no profit motive to be 
t:lken into cons ideration ",hen setti ng 
coll ection fee rates. 

The collection rate schedule, printed 
here for conven ience of all Bureau cli­
ents is as follows: 

For collection of accounts less than 
six months of age: 20 per cent. 

I' or collection of accounts more than 
six months of age and less than ten dol­
lars in amount: 50 per cent. 

For collection of accounts in excess of 
ten dollars and more than six months of 
age: 33 and 113 per cent. 

For collections of accounts in w hich 
debtor lives outside of Tu lsa: 50 per 
cent. 

For collection of accounts in which 
legal action is nece:o;sary: 50 per cent. 

Five years of operating experience has 
shown that the great hu lk of accounts 
fall in the third group listed above: those 
account:o; over six months of age and in 
t:xce:o;s of ten dollars in amount. T he 
collection fce of 33 and 113 per cent 
mar he contrasted with the 50 per cent 
normallr charged by outside collection 
agencIes. 
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Accounts under six months of age, 
collected at a fec of 20 per cent. have 
been set at this special rate for the con­
venience of doctors who have no means 
of personallr working their accounts . 
Thi!' fce is suff iciently low as to provide 
a normal collection service at a minimum 
of cost. ~Ian\' doctors and dentists who 
do nct have a'n assi~tant trained in col­
ircrion work now use th is Rureau se rvice 
as a matter of course. 

/\. special ad"antage not enjoyed by 
clients of other coll ect ion agencies in 
1110:;[ case:, is the retcns ion of con trol 
over collect ion methods bv the client. 
All user:: of the Bureau h~ve the r ight 
and privilege to indicate t he method of 
collection to be employed and to the ex­
tent to which such methods will be 
pressed. Pa rti cu l arl ~7 is thi s true in 
the case of legal action. No legal action 
is instigated without the express permis­
sion of t he doctor. Such action as is 
taken is in the name of the doctor and 
not the Bureau. L egal proceedings may 
be under taken to secure a j udgment or 
to [(,establish the legality of accounts. 

l i !'e rs of the Bu reau must understand 
rh,lt no co ll ection agency is able to make 
headway in collecting accounts upon 
which the Statute of Limitations has al­
ready run j the legal term in Oklahoma 
is three yea rs. Accounts more than three 
years old , therefore, are exceptionally 
difficult to coll ect . ' '''hile methods can 
be used to rei nstate the legality of such 
accounts, reinstatement is infrequent. 

For further effectiveness, doctors 
should remember that a constant stream 
or turnover of accou nts is necessary for 
the most efficient operation of a collec­
t ion agency. The same is true of the 
lVledical Credit Bureau j a lack of turn­
over in accounts may lead to a ncces­
sarv raise in collect ion fees. Clients can 
kee'p t hese al ready low fees at their pres­
ent level by providing a constant source 
of new busi ness. 

Collections for the Medica l Credit 
Bureau a re usually received at the col­
lection office of the Bureau, 1202 IVIed i­
cal Arts Building.

of record-keeping eliminates a ll possible 
chance of error. Tripl icate records are 
maintained: a carbon receipt record , a 
notation on account cards, and a chrono­
logical entry of receipt in bound volumes. 

::\ l an~' pe rsons prefer to pa~' old or 
past-due accounts at the office of the 
doctor or dentist where the debt '\'as 
origina ll y incurred. In such instances 
the following procedure should be strict­
Iv fo ll owed : Office assistants should tel­
e'phone the amount of the collection. The 
entire sum of mone~' received should be 
kept hy the doctor. At the end of each 
month an item ized bill "'ill be sen t, in­
dicating: the bala nce due the Bureau. 

Special attention should be given to 
this fact: Since t he Bureau operates at 
cost , it normall~' does not maintain a 
large surplus fund of any sort. It is 
necessa r~' that all amou nts due the Bu­
reau be paid promptly so that the Bureau 
in turn may pa~' promptly the amounts 
due doctors. U nder no circumstances 
should doctors permit themselves to be­
come indebted to the Bureau. 'VVhilc the 
amount of their indebtedness ma~' be 
eventuall~1 overcome by accumula tions to 
their account , this method does not per­
mit the prompt payment of accoun ts due 
doctors. V cry few phys icians or dentists 
using the Bureau have any reg ularity in 
the reoccu rcll ce of debit or c redi t bal­
ances in thei r accounts. Normally, most 
ph Yf:' icians will have a balance due them, 
with occasional ba lances due the Bu reau 
due to excessive collections in their own 
office. U nl ess ba lances d ue the Bureau 
arc paid prompti}r, it may be necessary 
to ra ise collect ion fees to permit the ac­
cumulat ion of a surplus balance suffi­
cient to carq' Accounts Receivables. 

A monthly statement is now being sent 
to each doctor with check attached. Nor­
mally, the periods covered are submitted 
within 60 days. Clients should take es­
pecial notice that only amounts in excess 
of ~5.00 arc paid. F ew users of the 
Bureau have an average monthly collec­
tion less than this amount. I n such 
cases the cause may be invariably traced

For t!le hendi t of Society memher~, a 
hricf di~cu~~ion of income tax deductions 
" ' ill he offered in this art ide. 

T he medica l profession may make a 
numher of specia l iz~d deductions in fil ­
ing- of tax ret urns . T hese incl ude : 

( 1) Depreciation on eq uipment and 
iixture~. .\ r ost doctors in T ulsa have 
:,et up their depreciation on office equip· 
ment, fixtures, medical machines, etc., 
on a ten-\'car has:s, allowing- 10 per cent 
dep reciat ion o r each of ten years. It was 
recently called to the attention of t he 
Executive Office that many doctors have 
taken t his 10 per cent depreciation on 
equipment and fixtures fo r a period in 
excess of ten rears. In effect, doctors 
,,,,add actuallr be paying: a tax with a 
deduction allowed for equipment that 
"'as Ic/!allr al ready out of existence. In 
practice, most equipment does not have a 
life of ten rear~; doctors, in computinj.! 
d('c1uction~, ~hou l d take a careful inven­
tory of their cquipmcnt, seei nj.! tha t all 
nr.w equipment is taken into con~ i dera­
rion , and that all depreciated eq uipmcnt 
is no 1011 g-er considered. Th i ~ ma\' have 
the effect of lowcrinj.! t he tax. 

( 2) Collection Fees. All SUIllS paid 
to an~' profe~siona l hllreau~, as the \J ed­
ieal Credit Bu reau, or to professional 
collectors for services rendered in col­
lecring- past-due accounr:-, are deductahle. 
The amount of these fees, in most in­
:,tances, may he ascertai ned by a check of 
monthly collection statements. 

(3) Salaries of <I ll emplm'ees. Doc­
tors are warned that this does not in­
dude anr ~alary .d loted to themselves, 
but mar include salar ies of office ass ist­
:tnt~ :Ind technicians. On ly one deduc-

tion of this nature ma\- he made. 
( -n :\ l edicinal druj.!~ and supplies 

purcha~ed for professional u~e ma~' be de­
d ucted f rom t he g:ross income. Doctors 
shou ld he in a position to verify expend i­
tun's of t his nature, anti itemized lists of 
such purcha~es mar he attached to the tax 
return. J)octors are \" a rned that they 
may not take ~uch deduc tions \dlen ac t ­
ing me re1r a~ a purchasing: ag:ent, a~ fo r 
ho~pitals, cli nics. etc., un le~s such ex pen­
d itn re i ~ made from the personal income 
of the doctor . 

(.5) Dues to an\' medical o rgan iza­
tion, such as t he Tu l ~a County .\ l ed ical 
Society, may be deduc ted. Please note 
that the amount of dues of the T ulsa 
Count~' :\ l edical Society is inclusive of 
the dues of the state or/!:anization. De­
ductions :ohould not be duplicated in this 
respect. A deduction mar also he made 
for ('xpense~ of ~uhscr i pt ion to medical 
journa l ~, althoug:h not for suhscript ions 
to any othe r trpe of literature. 

(6) Professional license fees a re de­
ductable. The~e include~ t hc annual 
~tate rCj.!istration fcc, an~' fees paid to se­
curc the orig-inal license (during the year 
covcred), and fees paid for narcot ic and 
drllg l ice ll ~es . Other t\'Pe:, of pc r~()na l 
l ice n ~e deductions <Ire all owed . 

(7) Office rent and expense may a l ~o 
hc deducted, prov iding: such ded uctions 
represent t,ul/!:ihle cxpen~e. T his de­
duction must not a/!:ain include deduc­
tion:' for sa la ries and ~ u pplies, if such 
deductions h<lvC already heen made. 

(R) Insurance P remiullls. T his in­
c1ude~ insurance for malpractice, profe~­
sional equipment, automobi le. and j.!roup 
insurance contributions. 

(9) Social Security Taxes of one 
per cent paid by the docto r as an em­
ployer mar he deducted . T his appl ies 
to all sa laries paid hy the doctor to off ice 
and technica l assistants.
