Perm it Only a Min imum of Delay. 

A new :,t reamlined method of com­
mi:,:,ioning medical officer:, ha:, been 
deHloped \H' the U nited State:' Am1\'. 
L nder new 're/!u btion:, now in effect the 
army expect:' ro commi:,:,ion wirh a mini­
mum of delay eleven thou:,and addir ional 
officer~ hy J an uary I , 19·B. 

From rhe outse t it should be empha­
::izcd th:!t the ann~' ha:, not yet found 
it ne(c:::,ary to resort to a compulsory 
draft of medical men for active ~e r vice 
\\ 'ith the armed forces, The anm" ~ :, pe­
cia I ized hranch, [he :\ 1 ed ical Procu re­
ment ,m el A:,:,igl1lllent Serv ice, hopes to 
obtain hy :t vol unta ry e l1li ~tm cl1t enough 
lllediGiI officers to Illeet current needs. 
T he cur rent need is 5,000 physicians, 
wi th an additional 7,000 to he needed 
with in six 1l10nth~. T he requirements for 
19·+3 will obviously depend upon the 
course of the war and its compound fac­
tors. Should the army fail to ohtain 
sufficient medica l office rs hy voluntaql 
enlis tment , it i ~ most likclv that a draft 
of medical personnel will be effected.

(3) The S ur~eon General will not 
comm ission any physician fo r active duty 
unless the~' are p ropcrl~1 cert ified a~ 
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a\':lilablc by the state chai rman of phy­
sicians for the Procurement and A ssign­
ment Service . 

. \ l an~ · Tul sa phrsicians and sur~cons 
do not know in what cl ass if ication they 
Iwve heen placed h~· the local Procure­
ment and A :,-,ig:nmcnt Committee. Or. 
J ames L. :\Ji nc r, 810 :\fed ical Arts 
Building, wi ll he glad to inform any 
'Tul sa doctor as to his classif ication . 
This information mar also he ohtained 
from the Executive Sec reta ry, 1202 
:\ I celical Arts Building, I t must he un­
derstood that neither of t hese off icers 
will di vulge the classification of an~' 
doctor except to the principal concerned. 

The classification as made by the local 
comm ittee !TIaV he appealed if unsatis­
fac tor~' . The appeal should he made 
through the local officers. All c1as~ifi­
cations arc now on record at Oklahoma 
C ity, and it is not necessary that appl i­
cants for commissions br ing any formal 
proof of classification. 

How, then, a re commissions actuallr 
secured? Under the streamlined system 
now in effect, the Surgeon Gener~1 has 
named two off icers and two clerks to 
estahlish headquarters in the office of 
the state chairman of the Procurement 
and Assignment Service. Dr. H en ry L. 
Turner, Oklahoma state chai rman, has 
arranged w ith the Oklahoma State i\Jed­
ica! Associa tion to provide enl istment 
Quarte rs. 

The two officers appointed hy the 
Surgeon General , known as the enlist­
ment "team", is instructed to secure the 
names of all medical men who have 
voluntee red their se r vices to the C. S. 
Arm\,. The\' have the authoritv to make 
finaf decisi'ons concerninj! p~ofessional 
and physical qualities, to administer the 
oath of office immediately to all Quali­
fied applicant~ for the commission of 
lieutenant and captain w ho are under 
the age of 45. 

These teams arc also possessed with 
the authorit\' to initiate the applications 
and physical examinations for all applr­
ing physiciam w ho arc under 45 years 
of ag:e but who apparent1~1 are qua lified 
for a rank above that of captain. Such 
applicatio n ~ must he approved hy the

The teams will al so he empowe red to 

direct to the SurKeon General all neees­
sar~ ' pnpers for the enlistment of physic­
ians who :lre hetween the aj.!es of .... 5 
and 5.J. rea rs. 

I n the last two instances all final 
decisions nre to he made hr the Surg:eon 
General's off ice. 

"Vhat rank ma~' he expected? L t. Col. 
Sam F. Seele\'. executive officer of the 
Procurement ' and Assignment Service, 
recently made puhlic a summary of rec­
ommendations concerning grant ing of 
commi~sion s to the Adj utant General 
of the Un ited States A rmy, Some of the 
poin t~ involved are listed below: 

( I ) Appointments in the :lTnw will 
he made only for positions for which no 
rej.!u l a rl~r qualified medical offi cers a re 
ava ilahle. The recommended applicants 
must possess the special qualifica tions as 
required hy the position. 

(2) Since no previous training- in 
civi l life is required, no in it ia l appoint­
ments will he recommended in j.!rades 
above the lowest for ass ignment to tacti­
cal units, 

(3) Posit ion vacancie:- ca ll ing fo r 
grades above the lowest wi ll , so fa r as 
pmsible, be fill ed by the promotion of 
qualified officers on active dut\', 

( .J. ) The poliq ' govern ing grades for 
va rio ll s sect ions is listed as follows: 

All appointments will he recom­
mended in the grade of First Lieutenant 
with the following exceptions: 

a. Captain: 1. Eligible applicants be­
tween the ages of 37 and 45 will he 
appointed in the grade of captain h~r 
reason of their age and general unclassi­
fied medical training and experience. 

2. Belo\,- the age of 37 a number of 
fac tors will he considered in recommend­
ing an in iti al appo intment in the grade 
of captai n. These include certifica tion 
hy an American :;pecia lty board, fellow­
ship in the American Coll ege of Sur­
geons, fe llowship in the American Col­
lege of Physicians, memhersh ip in rec­
ognized medical associations and socie­
ties, and other forms of recognized 
medical training and experience (i.e.

T he U n ited S ta tes Nava l Medica l Corps H as a 
Limited N umber o( Com m issions (or T ulsa County 
Physicians and Surgeons. Two Classi(ications Open 
In N :lVal Reserve (Of" Enlistmen t o( Medical Men. 

' '''h ile the number of vaca ncies in the 
Naval ~ r edical Corps are more limited 
than in the Army, Tul sa County physic· 
ians and s ur~eon s may sti ll secure com· 
missions in the I av~' if they act 
promptl". 

At present the Nav\' does not ant lC1· 
pHte the use of any fO Tl~ of a compulso ry 
draft to secu re sufficient medical per­
son nel. H owever, it is likel" that the 
."avy may have to resort to ~uch means 
n("xt yea r if the volume of enlistments is 
un'lhle to take ca re of the demand for 
tr:-ti ned doctors. 

Two classes in the Naval Rese rve 
provide for the appointment of doctors 
as comm issioned officers. The first of 
these is the Volunteer General Se rvice 
Class. T o meet the requirements of this 
group, the applicant must he a graduate 
of a ll1~dica l school listed as Class A 
by the Council I1 n ~ I edical l::ducation 
and Hospitals of the American !\J edical 
Association. O therwise, he must demon­
st rate his professional ahilit\' bv success· 
fully passing certain written, "aral, and 
rractical exami nat ions as Illav be pre­
sc ribed by the Bu reau of i\ r edicine and 
Surgerr. 

In addition, the applicant must he not 
more than 35 years of age, must have 
heen a citizen of the United States for 
at least ten "ears, and Illust have a rear's 
actin inteTl~ship in an accredited ho;pital. 
I f he docs not have a year's trai nin j.!, the 
applicant ma~' be .L!ranted a commission 
at once. However, he ma\' not be ordered 
to active duty until completion of a 
~·ear's internship. 

The only rank to which applicant!i for 
the \'uluflteer Genera l Service C lass 
will he appointed is L ieutenant, Junior 
Grade. 

The :'\avy also provides for the vol­
untarr enlistment of physicians and 
~urgeons between the ages of 35 and 50 
rears in t he Vol untee r Special Service 

C lass of the Naval Reserve. Require­
ments for this ~roup are more stringent, 
providing that :1Il applicant shall he a 
well -trai ned specialist in his field. that 
he shall demonstrate this fact by his 
rrainin~ in his specialty, his contribu· 
tions to medical literatu re, his expe­
rience in hospitals, teaching positions, 
and his membership in medical and sur­
gical orl,!:aniza tions . 

Applicants for this ~roup must he not 
more than 50 "ea rs of aJ!:e. Certain ex­
ceptions may he made to permit men 
under 35 to enter this I,!:roup, providing 
thev meet its requ irements. Applicants 
mu~t have been a citizen of the t; nited 
States for at least 10 yea r~ . 

The ranks, based on age requirements, 
for which doctors may apply are as f<il­
lows: Lieutenant Commander, 37 to +9 
years of ag:e; Lieutenant-Senio r G rade, 
33 to ++ ~'ears of a~e; Lieutenant-Junior 
Grade. 27 to 38 vears of age. 

Tulsa doctors \~·ishing to apply should 
con tact the Office of Naval Officer 
Procurement, U. S. Navy District Head· 
quarters. New Orleans. Louisiana. Can­
didates for a commission are required to 
pass a strict physical examina tion m. t he 
in itial procedure in making application . 
This exmination Illav he taken at any 
place where a l"\aval ' ~Iedica l Officer is 
ava ilable. 

H aving: passed the prescribed physical 
examination and the proper report re­
ceived Iw the Office of Naval Officer 
P rocurcl:"ent, the application papers and 
instructions ",ill be mailed to the candi· 
date. I f found to be complete, these 
pape rs will he forwarded to the Navy 
Department at "Vashington, D . C .. for 
final action. If the applicant is suhject to 
the Selective Service, the Na\'~' Depart­
mellt wi ll request the deferment of the 
cand idate until action Gin be taken UpOIl 
hi:; applica tion.

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There is an old but highly instruct ive 
story concerning a patient who appeared 
at one of the better hospita ls in a large 
ci ty wi th complain ts of a sore throat. 
After a hasty examination of the pa­
tient's buccal cavity the phyisician ex­
claimed, HGood God, who hacked out

" Why, you did , doctor," was the 

reply. 
~Vluch to the chagrin of the phys ician 

the reco rds proved the patient to be cor­
rect. 1 n this particular case the only 
inju ry was to the doctor 's professional 
pride but the entire incident served to 
remind us all of the dangers in voicing 
an opinion as to previous medical care of 
a patient. 

Too often patients misconstrue the 
remarks of a phys ician concerning the 
care afforded by a previous docto r on 
the case. And , also much too often, these 
ill -advised outbursts may lead to the 
patient misrepresenting t he doctor's 
statements in a malpractice lawsuit. 

As has been pointed out on more t han 
one occasion to Tulsa County med ical 
men, there is little chance of a mal­
pract ice suit developing without another 
physician giving it the initial impetus. 
I n most cases, the offending physician 
does not intend to arouse the doubts of 

Th e Bulletin 
a patient as to the quality and benefits 
of previous medical ca re . 1t is not even 
necessary that he actuall y voice a con­
demnation of previous care. A careless 
offh and word may do the trick. 

Naturally, the medical profession can­
not ask it members to pretend to enter­
tain a fa vorable opinion of the previous 
medical care of any pat ient , but it can 
ask that such opinions be kept stricti }' 
pri va te. 

The unfor tunate results of a malprac­
tice su it are far-reachin g. They tend to 
damage the reputa tion of a ph~'s i cia n 
\\ 'ho ma~' be entirely innocent. The dam­
age, enl arged by newspaper publici ty, is 
done regardless of the ve rdict rendered. 
There i n var iabl~T follows disunion and 
personal conflict among members of the 
profession who are concerned in the case. 
A series of successful sui ts are sufficient 
to init iate a st r~am of malpracice suits 
frem others who believe themselns to 
have been wronged. A ffecting every 
physician is the serious considerat ion that 
losses from malpract ice sui ts may resul t 
in a large increase in the rates of mal ­
practice insurance. The legal costs of 
fighti ng such suits are large. 

It is difficult to resist the human 
temptation to make the other fellow 
look incompetent, but it is one which in 
our own interest we must overcome. 
After all , most physicians are doing the 
best they can, which is usuall }' pretty 
all right.
