T wenty Per Cen t Of Popul atio n Of Tulsa Cou n ty 
Now S ubscr ibers To Okla homa Blue Cross Plan 
or H osp ita liza t ion I nsurance. 
P la n ned. 

N ew Expan s ion 

A total of 20 pEr cem of {he popula. 
rion of Tulsa County, or 42,932 persons, 
are now enrolled as participants in the 
Oklahoma plan o f Blue Cross hospirai . 
izarion insurance, figures released las ( 
month indicated. The annual re port for 
1945 of Group Hospiral Service, admin. 
isrrati ve agency, reveals a meal of 122,-
119 persons now parriciparing in {he plan 
rhroughom rhe Scare of Oklahoma, or a 
ner rotal o f six per cem of the stare 
population. 

Evidence of the phenominal growth of 
rhe Oklahoma plan was seen in the com· 
plete and exccnsive stac isrics contained 
in rhe leng thy annual repon . Beginning 
wit h an ini tial enrollmenr of 4 18 par­
ticipanrs in the month o f April, 1940, the 
plan has grown consistendy {hroug hom 
six years of operatio n to irs presenr high 
figure. Sales of new coorracts were a t 
:tn all -rime high in 1945, although {he 
disloca tion of employees caused by the 
termmatlon o f rhe war resulted in 
many cancellatio ns and only a moderate 
net ga in in total number o f panicipanrs 
served. The ab il ity of rhe company ro 
consmnrly increase the number served has 
been due to an eff icienr and enlarged 
sales smff, and in some measure to the 
increased benefits now offered to sub­
scribers o f the plan. 

Mr. N. D . H elland, executive d irector 
of Group Hospital Service, looked ro con­
cinued progress in 1946 when rhe bene­
ficial resules of add itional sales and ad­
ministrarive personnel will be most no­
ticeable. Plans are underway for the par­
ticu lar exrens ion of che plan to smaller 
communities and in the Oklahoma City 
area where only seven per cent of the 
population o f Oklahoma County is en­
rolled. 

Progress of the newly instigated Okla­
homa Physicians Serv ice, companion plan 
of Blue Cross for surg ical and ohstecricai 
benefits, was also reflected in (he annual 
repon of thac company issued laSt month. 

Administered by the same r ersonnel, the 
new wrgical and obscetricai care p lan 
went imo operation in May, 1945, after 
almost two years o f organizational act iv­
ity by incerested medical groups.

Oklahoma Phys ic ians Serv ice was mov­
ing rowards a sound financial position, 
corpora tion records indicate. Benefits 
paid to subscribers in 1945 toraled 52,-
200.00 on a rotal o f 46 cases. Tonsil­
lecromies headed the li st in the ind ividual 
class ifi cat ions with appendectOmies, 
gymcological operations, and recta l dis­
orders following in the order named. 
Operative obsterricai benef irs were nor 
avai lable to subscr ibers in 1945 as the 
requ ired waiting period o f ten months 
had not elapsed. 

Orig inally formulared by acti ve T ulsa 
groups in the Oklahoma Sta re M edical 
Association and rhe Tulsa Couney Med­
ical Society, Oklahoma Phys icians Service 
is opera tive only in count ies where ap­
proval to the p lan is g iven by rhe local 
county medical society .

Over a period of almost rwency years 

the Tulsa Cou nty Med ical Society has 
persistently advocated the consolidation 
of the public healrh un its of T ulsa Coun· 
ty <lnd the City of T ulsa into a sing le co· 
ordinated agency. Wi th parrot-like repe· 
t irion, ir has sought rhe elim ination uf 
the mulr iple sys tem of public healrh ad· 
minisrrarion and has urged rhe creation 
o f a powerfu l un ir free from polirical fo r­
tu ne and debt. Only in recem years has 
the Society ga ined much suppon for irs 
p ro jC:C t, but wi th the City o f Tulsa see· 
di ng into rhe pa tterns of a responsible 
cit}' aefer the wi ld irresponsibili ty of its 
youth , Tulsa citizens and their leaders 
are at last awakening to the advantages 
of rhe unified system. In 1945, the move 
for consolidation culminated in a leng thy 
legislative permiss ive bill that emered the 
Oklahoma State Legislatu re under highly 
unfavorable condi tions--conditions which 
included a cumbersome merhod of ef· 
fecti ng a legal consolidation and rhe 
hamper ing effects of an apatheric sup­
port by some T ulsa representat ives and 
senarors. The bill d ied painlessly in 
committee hearings despite the eHon s of 
Tulsa civic and professional groups and 
the Tulsa newspapers to keep it alive.

Mil· 
lions of dollars have been ra ised in behalf 
of such efforts. The showmen them· 
selves, notably through their famous Va· 
riery clubs, have sponsored and con· 
strucred dozens of hospitals, chi ldren's 
homes, and health projects. Notably are 
are ceorers for Negro health education 
in Tulsa and Oklahoma City. In the 
war effort, it was the showmen whose 
herculean effores raised war bond sales 
to unpredicted heights. 

This is a debt of gratitude which th! 
American doctor and the American cit i· 
zen alike owe to the showman, one which 
can never be repaid except through (he 
sound bod ies and minds of our children.
