OSMA VOTES $25.00 ASSESSMENT 
State Gro up P lan s Val uable P ublic Rela ti ons 
Progra m in Okla ho m a. Dr. Paul Cha m plin Named 
P resident-E lect. to Serve fo r 1947-48. 

A special assessment of $25 .00 was 
levied againsr each member of the Okla­
hcma Srate M Edical Associarion by action 
cf the House of Delegates ar the 53rd 
an nual meering of the State grou F ;n 
Oklahoma City last mo nch. T he m ~ a~tl re 
is designed to crea te a fund of $26,000.00 
to be used in an extensive stare-w ide 
rrcgro.m of public relations for the med i­
cal profession of Oklahoma. 

The act ion came after lengthy d iscus­
sion in rhe H ouse, terminated by a fight­
ing speech from the floor by Dr. Lou is 
H. Ri tzhaupt of Guthrie. "The time has 
come for the doCtors o f Oklahoma to Stop 
si ning complacendy by and to start spend­
ing some money in the protection o f our 
own interests," Dr. R itzhaupt asserted. 
"1 cell ye u tha t the med ical profession, 
not only in th is state, but all over Amer­
ica, is in the valley o f rhe shadow. If 
we don'r do something about ir, we are 
all going to be the underpaid h irelings 
of rhe govern rr.ent." The aggressive phy­
sician was suppor ted in his sent iments by 
numerous other doctors, many of whom 
expr!ssed identical views. The proposed 
asse~smefJ. t passed the H ouse wi tham a 
single d issem ing vote. 

Other impcrtant acr ion taken by the 
House of Delegates included the follow-

choice of physician basis under established 
fee schedules.

3. Continuation of a postgraduace 
medical teaching program, possibly with­
cut necessity of again seeki ng financial 
aid from the Commonwealth Fund of 
New York as in rhe pas e. 

4. Election of Dr. Paul Cham plin o f 
Enid as p res ident·elccr o f the Association 
ro serve in 194 7 -48. 

5. Increased the annua l dues o f {he 
Association from $ 12.00 to $22.00 for 
the yea r of 1947. 

6. Scheduled the annual meeting of 
1947 at Tulsa. 

7. Approved measures to create {he 
post of Ass isram Execut ive Secrerary to 

handle the office routi nes, thereby per­
mining the Execu tive Secreta ry to devore 
more time to fi eld projects. 

8 . Named D r. Ralph A. McGill o f 
T ulsa as Councilor for D is rricr N umber 
6, succeeding Dr. J. V. Athey o f Bartles­
ville. 

9. Autho ri zed a continuing study to 

improve hosp ital and medical care In 
Oklahoma. 

ro. Requested the immed iate selec tion 
of a full -time dean at Oklahoma U niver­
sity School of Medicine to succeed D r. 
Wann LangstOn, now serving on a tem­
porary basis si nce the death o f D ean 
Tom Lowry last year. 

Attendance at the annual meeting 
reached a record figure o f 775, an in­
crease of 75 per cem over the warti me 
low. T he number o f commercial ex­
hibitors was also g reatly increased with 
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their actracr ive booths provid ing much 
of interes t ro visiting doCtors. A SC ien ­

tific p rogram headed by nine guest 
speakers from lead ing med ical centers 
was augmented by numerous sectional 
papers by smte do((ors. Tulsa physicians 
appear ing on the program included Dr.
