I am sure that each member of rhe Tulsa County 
Medical Society is well aware of a strong public resentment 
at the difficu lty generally encountered in securing the 
services of a physician at the home or at night. While we 
recognize thar rhe great majority of these calls are unneces­
sary, that they are not particularly remunerative, and that 
we have OUf own physical limitations, tWO imponanc con­
siderations remain. One is char we do have an obligation 
ro the sick. The orher that rhe medical profession stands in 
particular need of rhe public good will at this time, and the 
continued neglect of this problem will undoubtedly 
accentuate the trend towards state medicine. 

The solution, as 1 see it, is rhe simple expedient of 
making these house and nighc calls, or seeing char rhey 
are made by some ocher doCtor. The policy of flaely refusing 
rhe call is decidedly poor, and wirh a litrle courtesy we can 
create much good will by promising ro make the call or to 

send another physician. There are many young docrors in 
Tulsa Cou ney who are eager to esrablish the ir practice in 
chis fashion, and rhey will apprec iate such calls. I can give 
our newcomers CO rhe profession no betcer advice than to 

culcivare [his rype of referrals. Ie will nor only strengthen 
your own practice, improve your relationships with orher 
doccors, and increase your income, bur will make char 
conriburion ro [he maintenance of the best public relations. 
I believe chis problem is ser ious, and I commend to your 
reflecrion rhe views which I have expressed here.

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NEW l:ONSTITUTION TO BE VOTED UPON 
Comparatively Few Ch an ges Embodied in Pro­
posed Constitution Be By-Laws of the T ulsa Coullty 
Medical Society, N ew System o f Electioll of Of­
ficers Detailed. 

Members of the T ulsa Coumy Medical 
Society will vote Monday, November 22, 
1948, on a completely new Constitution 
& By-Laws for the Society, designed to 
replace rhe now outmoded and incom­
plete document approved in L939. Pre­
pared by a special comminee under the 
direcrion of Dr. A. B. Carney, rhe pro­
posed insrrument has only a few funda­
mental differences from rhe present 
Constitution & By-Laws. 

As rhis issue of The Bulletin went to 
press, the new document was to be read 
at the regular meeting of October 25, 
1948. In accordance with rhe present 
Constitution & By-Laws, rhe maner is 
rhen referred to the membership for a 
month's study. Copies of the new pro­
posal will be sent to all members of the 
Society shortly after November 1, 1948, 
and rhe matter will be opened for debate 
and vote at the business meet ing of 
November 22, 1948. 

Basic changes suggested by the Can· 
stitucion & By-Laws Comminee include 
the foll owing : 

(I) A completely new system for the 
eleerion of off icers of the Society where­
by nomina tions will be made by Jeerer. 
Members will be mailed a nominating 
ballot with a list of eligible donors for 
each POSt approximacely 10 days prior 
ro the da te of election. These ballots shall 
be returned [Q the Executive Offices, and 
the twO members receiving a majority of 
the ballots cast shall be considered to be 
nomi nated for office. However, should 
any member receive five per cent of the 
roral number of vOtes cast in the nomin­
ati ng ballor, he shall be considered to be 
elected to office. The system provides for 
an unsigned ballot ro be returned in an 
envelope with rhe member's off icial call 
number. In this way only one vote can be 
cast by any member, yet the secret ballot 
will continue in effect. Envelopes con­
tain ing the ballots are to be opened only 
by an election committee in full sight of 
the general membersh ip at the annual 

election of officers. This sysrem IS an 
adaptation of tha t now employed widely 
by numerous cl ubs and professional 
groups. 

(2) Staggering of standing committee 
personnel over a three-year period with 
only one new member ro be named each 
year. Special committees, other than (hose 
specified by {he Constiwtion & By- Laws, 
shall cominue on the basis of one year 
appOi ntments. 

(3) A requiremenr thac members of 
the Board of Trusrees shall be dropped 
from membership on the Board for fail­
ure ro a({end th ree cOllSealtive meerings. 

( 4) Increase of the cerm of member­
ship co a minimum of ten years as a re­
quirement of el igib il ity ro serve as Presi­
dent. Other officers shall conrinue to 
require a min imum of five years member 
ship in the Society. 

(5) A requirement that applicants for 
membership shall first be approved by the 
Board of Censors before securing endorse­
ment by twO members of the Society. 

(6) Reduction of the quorum from 
twenty ro ten per cem of the members as 
a requisite for rhe rransact ion of official 
business. 

(7) Membership defined as a "privi­
lege and l10r a right," a provision des igned 
to reduce legal coercion to admit unde­
sirable applicants. 

(8) Creation of an inactive member­
sh ip StatuS to provide for doctors leav ing 
private practice for temporary absences 
due to illness, postgraduate medical study, 
or enlistment in rhe armed serv ices. 

(9) Creation of a Grievances Commit­
tee to hear "any and all complaints and 
grievances which may come to its atten­
tion, and to make recommendat ions con­
cerning same [0 the properly constituted 
authori ties." 

(10) Clarification of the procedure by 
wh ich members of the Society may be 
disc ipli ned for violation of medical ethics. 

The preparation of (he proposed Con­
stitut ion & By-Laws has requ ired several 
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monchs of study by a special committee 
comprising Dr. A. B. Carney, Chairman, 
Dr. Marshall O. H are, Dr. D . L. Garrett, 
and Dr. A. Ray Wiley. The Comm inee 
undcrrook the monumental task pardy in 
recognition of the urgent need for cer­
rain changes co meet rhe changing eharae­
rer of the Society, and pardy as a resulr 
of a directive by the House of Delegates 
of the Oklahoma State Medical Associa­
tion. The larter, issued last May, instructed 
all COUnty med ical societies co present 
copies of their governing instrument to 
the Association Council for formal ap­
proval. When such approval is granted, 
~he ~ounc il will rechaner the local organ­
Izanoo. 

"Our Committee has made a sincere 
effort to create a Constitut ion & By-Laws 
which will meet the needs of the Society 
and yet not be tOO complex," Dr. Carney 
said last month. "While it must be neces­
sari ly lengthy, we have attempted to 
abbreviate ie wherever possible. " 

Dr. Carney's Committee was also 
praised lase month by Dr. V. K. Allen, 
President of rhe Society, who called at­
tention to the numerous meetings of the 
group si nce last January. ''The Committee 
has done a splendid job," Dr. Allen said, 
"and I believe the membership will be in 
accord with the provisions of the new 
Constitut ion & By-Laws." 

Dr. Allen emphasized that the member­
ship would have adequate time to study 
the copies of rhe proposal, and that no 
vore would be taken upon the documem 
until an opponuniry for complete dis­
cussion would be given to rhe members 
present at the meeting of November 22. 
"We welcome the criticisms and sugges­
tions of the membets," Dr. Allen stated. 
"Our desire is to have a Constitut ion & 
By-Laws which will be fully endorsed by 
the membership." 

The new proposal will go into effect 
immediately upon legal approval by the 
membership. 

The proposed changes in the method 
of election of officers were made because 
the Commirtee felt tOO little attention and 
care was given in the selection of minor 
bur important officers. The new method 
as suggested will give members ample 
time co consider the ir selection of candi­
dates for nomi nation.

GEORGE R. OSBORN, M.D. 

1875 - 1948 

Dr. George Robert Osborn , 74, widely known medical leader 
and former president of the Tulsa County Medical Society and 
Oklahoma State Medical Association, died October I D, 1948, after 
an illness of several months. 

Born in Perry, Iowa, in 1875, Dr. Osborn was educated at 
Valparaiso Un iversity of Valparaiso, Indiana, and was awarded 
his medical degree from the University of IJIinois School of 
Medicine, Chicago, in 1906. He interned at West Side Hospital 
of Chicago. Following his i n ternship. Dr. Osborn practiced at Le­
Porte, Indiana. until the outbreak of World \Vat I when he 
enlisted in the Army Medical Corps. He served overseas in France 
as Chief Surgeon of the General F ie ld Hospital at Paris. He 
was discharged with the rank of Major, and before returning to the 
United States did postgraduate medical study at the Sorbonne, 
Paris. He came to Tulsa in 1919 and rapidly established himself 
as a leading obstetrician and gynecologist. 

Dr. Osborn served as president of the Tulsa. County Med ical 
Society in 1927 and later as president of the Oklahoma State 
Medic:.'li Association. He was a former member of the Council of 
rhe Southern Medical Association, a fellow of the Ametican College 
of Surgeons, one of the founders of the Tulsa Public Health 
Association, and a tireless worke r as Ch ief of the Medical Staff of 
the Salvation Army Home of T ulsa. 

Funeral services were conducted October 12, 1948, at the First 
Christian Church of Tulsa. The widow, four ch ildren, five brothers, 
and tWO sisters survive.

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A CRISIS AT HAND 
As doCtors we are coming [Q ask our­

selves more and more why we continue 
to permit the consrant perpecuarion of 
fraud upon the public by a handful of 
medical doccors who are beyond the con­
tcol of or~anized medicine. At one time 
we tended (Q regard the typ ical adver­
tising doctor as a necessary nuisance who 
alone can appeal to a certain class of igno­
rant persons. J n recent years, however. the 
siruarion has grown beyond the shoddy. 
pinch-penny pract ice of the unethical and 
unprincipled medical doccar who can 
never be accepted on equal rerms by rhe 
respected members of rhe profession. 
Now, we have reached a poine where rhe 
quick appears ro have gained some self· 
purchased repu£arion as a saver of man­
kind, parricularly those who profess to cure 
the incurable. While it is still fund a­
menrally the lower classes who patronize 
these ghouls, ir is no longer uncommon to 
find the better educated and the bener 
social classes sprinkled among the pracrice 
of rhese men. Many of these persons have 
consulred rhese medical renegades by 
reason of desperation-in the hope of a 
last minure reprieve from the incurable 
ai lmenr. Many ochers, unforrunarely, ate 
there because they have nor been properly 
educated as to the qualificat ions which 
mark the comperent and ethical doctor. 

Tbe Bulletin, 

This is, of course, in large measure a fail­
ing of the profession itself. 

However, in getting down to practical 
considerarions there is little doubt that an 
educarional program by the profession­
however broad it may be-will not put an 
end to the abuses wh ich are perpetuated 
daily by the unethical doctor. The element 
of human na£ure wi ll always prevail, and 
human narure is always susceptible ro rhe 
spellbinder. 

The answer is the strictest form of 
statutOry legislarion which will forever 
put an end to rnese evils. In Oklahoma 
ar the present time there are similar 
laws conerolling dentistry and oprometry. 
That the medical profession should be 
without them is an indictment of the 
Oklahoma physician for a dangerous com­
placent attitude about rhe whole thing. 
The Tulsa County Medical Society has 
long sought for an effective solution ro 
the problem. The Fraudulent Practices 
Comminee has waged war upon many 
individual violators, bue the results have 
been poor for want of financial means CO 
prosecute such campaigns, competent 
legal adv ice, and adequate cooperat ion 
from the County Anorney's office. The 
Society has repearedly suggested control 
laws, bur these pleas have received little 
attemion from an unsympatheric House 
of Delegates of the Oklahoma State Med­
ical Association. This has been apparendy 
due to the fact that only twO or three 
Oklahoma cities and tOwns have this 
problem of rhe quack, and it is only 
natural that che small tOwn docror who 
sics in the House should be apathetic to 
the problems of Tulsa and Oklahoma City. 
Then, tOO, it seems to us that we are bei118 
tOO considerate of certain political inter· 
ests which might be embarrassed by such 
legislation. 

This problem is now one of such serio 
ousness that a carefully conceived and 
execured plan musr be placed inco oper­
ac ion if any correccion of the siruarion is 
to be made. The backbone of such a plan 
must be a firmness of attirude, a di'Cetr 
approach, and a willingness ro throw 
aside personal considerarions for the mu­
tual imerest of rhe profession and public 
alike. Apathy must be replaced by aggres­
stve act ion, indifference with viral con· 
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cern. As docrors we have a definite public 
responsibility in chis respect. Eradication 
of the medical renegade in Tulsa County 
is a mU5t-a necessity if we are to con­
tinue co adhere co the principles and eehics 
upon which OUf presem solid reputation 
is built. 

GEORGE R. OSBORN, M.D. 
The loss of Dr. George R. Osborn, 

whose death occurred last October 10, 
will be keenly felr by all of organized 
medicine and the community to which 
he comribured so much. Few physicians 
pass on with such a record of achievemem 
as rhat which marked Dr. Osborn's life. 
His leadership of rhe Tulsa County Medi­
cal Society and rhe Oklahoma Stare Medi­
cal Associa rion, and as an officer and 
worker in rhe Sourhern Medical Associa­
tion, was significam with many accom­
plishmenes of a progressive character. As 
one of the founders of the Tulsa Couney 
Public Health Association and a guiding 
influence in its affairs, he helped. to wage 
a coneinuing fight against Tuberculosis. 
As Medical Direcror of the Salvation 
Army Home for more rhan twenty years, 
he counseled many young unmarried 
mothers and helped them ro regain rhe 
road to useful cit izenship. His influence 
and leadership were widely respected in 
all fields of endeavour, and the kindness 
and generosity of spirit which reflected 
his character were remembered by all who 
knew him. Dr. Osborn will be missed.
