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HIGH LEVEL OF ACTIVITY IN 13950

Annual Committee Reports Of The Tulsa County
Medical Society Disclose Widespread Program
Of Activity For Year. Public Policy Committee
Draws Special Commendation.

The Tulsa County Medical Society con-
tinued to maintain a high level of organ-
izational activity throughout 1950, an
examination of the annual reports of
twenty standing and special committees
filed in the Executive Offices discloses.

Highlights of the annual reports in-
clude:

(1) Continuation of the full-blown
program of public relations begun by the
Society three years ago with marked re-
sults of a national, state, and local effort
by the medical profession reflected in the
outcome of the November elections.

(2) Annual collections of the Medical
Credit Bureau, official credit and collec-
tion agency of the Tulsa County Medical
Society, reached an all-time high in 1950
with a record list of 117 docror-clients.

(3) Marked improvement in attend-
ance at the Society’s semi-monthly scien-
tific meetings, sparked by a splendid
series of guest speakers, local presenta-
tions, and the innovation of a pre-meeting
buffet dinner.

(4) Increased patronage of the Library
of the Tulsa County Medical Society with
an expansion of all standard Library func-
tions and services.

(5) Activities of the Annual Meeting
Committee predict an outstanding con-
vention for the Oklahoma State Medical
Association in Tulsa, May 21-23, 1951,
with a panel of guest speakers compris-
ing a "Who's Who In American Medi-
cine.”

(6) An effective program of fraudu-
lent practices control.

(7) Creation of an advisory commit-
tee to Selective Service to insure a more
judicious and effective operation of the
national doctor draft.

(8) An increase in some issues of The
Bulletin to 32 pages to accomodate a rec-
ord sale of advertising.

(9) Continued successful operation of
the Tulsa County Red Cross Blood Center
in its second year with prospects for
greater accomplishments in 1951 through

the employment of a full-time administra-
tor.
(10) Reorganization of the Tulsa
County Medical Clinic under a full-time
Medical Director.

Most impressive of the annual commit-
tee reports was Dr. Maurice ]. Searle’s
seven-man Public Policy Committee, en-
trusted with the administration of a co-
ordinated public relations program. De-
signed to effectively combat the trend
towards socialism in government and to
improve the doctor-patient relationship
generally, the Committee’s program em-
braced radio, press, public speaking, allied
professional relationships, legislative ac-
tivity, and visual education. Concentrated
in the first six months of the year, the
Committee reduced the scope of its ac-
tivities after June when President Tru-
man's proposals for federal compulsory
health insurance were dealt a near-faral
blow by the National Congress.

Dr. Ralph A. McGill's Cancer Commit-
tee reported on four projects of cancer
educarion, praised Tulsa’s St. John's Tu-
mor Clinic, and urged an enlargement and
improvement in the cancer education pro-
gram of the Oklahoma Division of the
American Cancer Sociery.

Dr. John E. McDonald’s Community
Chest Commirttee noted that doctors gave
a record $7,916 to the 1951 Community
Chest campaign, exceeding their quota
and winning a campaign "Oscar.”

Dr. J. D. Shipp’s Clinic Committee re-
ported the Tulsa County Medical Clinic
had continued to operate efficiently and
with the benefit of a close cooperation
with the Tulsa County Board of Commis-
sioners. Dr. ]J. ]. Billington, formerly
County Physician on a half-time basis, was
named Medical Director of the Clinic and
placed on a full-time schedule.

Dr. William R. Turnbow's Finance
Committee reported the Society had oper-
ated economically for the year with 2 net
savings of $1,000 on the 1950 budget.

Dr. Homer A. Ruprecht’'s newly con-
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stituted Grievances Committee, composed
of the five immediate past- pres;dems of
the Society, outlined its studies for the
year and details of an educational project
to acquaint doctors with the physician's
responsibilities in the Blue Cross-Blue
Shield plans.

Paul Grosshart, Chairman of the
Medu_a[ Credit Bureau Committee, stated
in his report that the Bureau's reorganiz-
ation of 16 months ago had paid divi-
dends through greatly increased collec-
tions. The Bureau has increased its col-
lections every month in 1950 and is now
serving 117 Tulsa doctors and dentists
One of the Society’s best accomplishments
of 1950, the Bureau anticipates further
success in the coming year.

Dr. John G. Matt's report for the Med-
ical Library is printed in full on Page 17.

Dr. Berget H. Blocksom's Program
Committee reported membership attend-
ance at the semi-monthly meetings was
the best in the Society’s history and
credited much of the increase to the out-
standing programs presented by an im-
pressive panel of visiting guest speakers.
The monthly buffet dinners preceding the
meetings have also been popular and well
attended. The Committee noted the cost
of cach of the programs at 20 cents per
member.

Dr. Frank ]. Nelson's Public Health
Committee reported on a number of pub-
lic health projects and detailed the So-
ciety'’s role as a liasion in many public

health matters. Dr. Nelson praised the
effectiveness of the new City-County
Health Department under its first perma-
nent executive in more than a year.

Dr. Frank A. Stuart’s Insurance Com-
mittee noted a smooth condition of the
Society’s insurance situation, urged in-
creased limits on malpractice protection,
and detailed the Committee’s program of
education against malpractice suits.

Dr. Felix R. Park complimented the
Red Cross Blood Center in the report of
his supervisory committee. Mrs. Ruth 8.
Wells has been employed as a full-time
administrator of the Blood Center upon
recommendation of the Society to the co-
sponsor, the Tulsa County Chapter of the
American Red Cross. The Center drew
approximately 7,500 pints of blood in
1950, or 2,000 more than in 1949, at a
cost of $6.00 per pint. The Committee
praised participating hospitals for their
cooperation and interest in the Blood Cen-
ter.

Dr. Marshall O. Hart outlined the ef-
forts of the Fraudulent Practices Commit-
tee to control the illegal practice of medi-
cine and the use of fraudulent medical
products.

Dr. Jack O. Akins’ Military Affairs
Committee reported the extent of its func-
tions as an advisory committee to Selec-
tive Service, promised a judicious admin-
istration of its duties, and outlined a
project of assistance to the Fourth Army
in the examination of members of the
45th Division called to active duty last
summer.

Dr. Robert E. Funk reported on the
progress of arrangements for the 1951 an-
nual meeting of the Oklahoma State Med-
ical Association, which will be held in
Tulsa May 21-23, 1951. A summary of
these details appeared in the December,
1950, issue of The Bulletin.

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I begin my year as President of your Tulsa County
Medical Society with some apprehension.

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ON THE RIGHT TRACK

There were two particularly encourag-
ing things to come out of the American
Medical Association’s interim session in
Cleveland last month, both of which are
likely to win wide support of the doctors
in the grass roots. One was the appropri-
ation of a half-million dollars of the
AMA's own money to be used in increas-
ing the number of medical students to be
trained next year, the first gun in a cam-
paign to refute the dangerous Ewing-in-
spired propaganda that doctors deliber-
ately limit medical school enrollments in
the interest of personal economics. The
second thing was the announcement that
the National Education Campaign would
take a new major tack in concentrating
upon the wooing of many influential "“on-
the-fence” groups and organizations, par-
ticularly the labor element which seems
uncertain in its position on socialized
medicine.

There is little doubt that the medical
school enrollment propaganda has been
one of the most telling weapons to be
employed against the profession, irregard-
less of the fact that it is wholly and
totally made up of untruths and misrep-
resentations. The public has been led to
believe that doctors, sitting in their ivory
domed sanctuary of autocratic domain at
535 North Dearborn, Chicago, have with
malice aforethought dictated that Ameri-

can medical schools shall keep enrollments
low, thereby reducing future competition,
keeping fees high, and individual income
up. To anyone with the Jeast knowledge
of medical education these facts are Judi-
crous. The real truth is that doctors have
fought almost single-handedly a discour-
aging battle against tight-fisted legisla-
tures and other executive purse-strings
who seem incapable of realizing that med-
ical schools cannot operate without
money. We have seen the traversity of
legislators reducing medical school appro-
priations in the face of spiraling costs of
everything, that in time of national emerg-
ency when we were hopelessly doctor de-
ficient, and yet screaming that we were
not turning out enough doctors. This new
appropriation by the AMA should be evi-
dence of our position in this matter. Let
it be followed up by an extensive, hard-
hitting campaign to let the public know
the true facts. Until we are relieved of
this mantle of villainy, we are in danger.

The project to arbitrate and conciliate
with labor and a few other groups who
support federal compulsory health insur-
ance is a sound one. It is a direct and
positive approach. There is much encour-
agement at this time for the success of
this activity, particularly with labor. The
latter gave evidence in the November
election that it cannot go along entirely
with the dictates of the labor leaders. Now
is the time to widen that breach and bring
these groups towards the side of a demo-
cratic, independent view of American
Living. This will be far more effective
than all of the realms of newspaper ad-
vertising, printed literature, and radio ap-
peals put together.

We think the AMA is on the right
track with these plans. Our support and
participation on the local level is a pledge
of the Tulsa County Medical Society.

1950 ANNUAL REPORT OF THE LIBRARY COMMITTEE

The Library of the Tulsa County Medical Society during the year of 1950 has con-
tinued its growth along all paths of activities. Comparisons are often odious but perhaps
the following figures will be of interest in showing the usage of the Library.

1950 1949
Personal visits by patrons 1,706 1,365
Books consulted and loaned 2,418 2,026
Journals consulted and loaned 1,642 1,478
Reference questions completed 1,337 1,289
Inter-library loans 45 102

Books purchased in 1950 totalled 19, books received as gifts 54, and books placed
in the Medical Library on indefinite loan numbered three. The number of periodical sub-
scriptions has been increased to four and these added to the number already subscribed
to plus a few state journals received regularly total 123 journals. Three of these new sub-
scriptions were gifts while the fourth was ordered by the Library itself. One gift of money
to the Endowment Fund was made by a Society member in memory of a friend. The names
of all donors and the gifts received have been published monthly in The Bulletin.

A Spencer 35 mm microfilm reader was purchased and placed in the Medical Library
for use of members of the Society needing such a projector.

Through the Medical Library Association Exchange 303 items were received to fill
gaps in our files of journals. Of those received, 52 were bound volumes and the remainder
were single items. In July, the Staff prepared and shipped 367 items needed by other
medical libraries throughout the country. It would seem as though we gave more than
we received bur as we are obliged to offer material only every two years, we receive more
over that two year period. It is material we need and can use, Because of the acquisition
of many of these replacements and with the volumes already complete on the shelves we
were able to have bound 183 volumes. Due to a growing need for additional shelf space,
new shelves were built and installed on a portion of the South wall of the reading room.

A new service was instituted in the Medical Library in the weekly showings of medical
motion pictures approved by the American College of Surgeons. The only cost to us for
the showings of these films has been the postage. These films are shown each Wednesday
at 3:00 P.M., and will resume on Wednesday, January 10. Twelve such films were shown
in 1950 and the response was very gratifying. Thanks should be given to Mr. Jack Spears
for his services in operating the machine.

The good news with which to conclude this report is that we stayed within our budget.

A man whom the Saturday Evening

Post calls “the most remarkable physi-
ologist of our times"—the University of
Chicago’s near-legendary Dr. Anton ]J.
Carlson—is one of
eight nationally
known medical per-
sonalities who will
highlight the scien-
tific program of the
coming annual
meeting of the Ok-
lahoma State Medi-
cal Association in
Tulsa, May 21-23.

"Ajax" to hun-
dreds of former stu-
dents, Dr. Carlson
is credited with re-
futing the famous
Paviov theory of
the ebb and flow of
gastric juices. His
principles provide
the basis for the
modern feeding of
infants, diets for
peptic ulcer victims.

He worked for many years as a farmer and
carpenter, saving money for a college edu-
cation which he obtained at Augustana
College of Rock Island, Tllinois. Later, he
was to receive his doctor’s degree in physi-
ology from Leland Stanford University as
recipient of a Carnegie Institute fellow-
ship. At the University of Chicago he
rose rapidly to become Professor and
Head of the Department of Physiology
as his fame grew.

When only 29, Dr. Carlson proved the
pulse begins in a nerve. In 1916, he pub-
lished his famous “"Control of Hunger in
Health and Disease,” paving the way for
entirely new concepts of stomach dis-
orders, their diagnosis and treatment.
Later he disproved Pavlov's theory that
gastric juices are secreted only when food
is in the stomach.

Dr. Carlson’s feuds with Dr. Robert
Maynard Hutchins, President of Univer-
sity of Chicago, over concepts of educa-
tion and with Mrs. Irene Castle McLaugh-
lin over anti-vivisectionism gained him
wide publicity. “If man isn't worth more
than a dog,~ commented Dr. Carlson,
“then our effort to improve man is an
error. We should, rather, devote more
time to improving the dogs.”

Appearing before the Tulsa County
Medical Society several years ago, Dr.
Carlson charmed members with his ob-
servation on food, sex hormones, and phy-
sicians who write scientific papers. In
respect to the latter he drily commented,
"Keep your mouths shut and your pens
dry until you learn the facts.”
