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VICTOR K. ALLEN, M.D. 

1888 - 1951 

Dr. Victor K. Allen, 63, widely known medical and civic leader 
and former President of the Tulsa County Medical Society, died 
November 9, 1951, at Hillcrest Memorial Hospital. 

Born in 1888 at Hope, Arkansas, Dr. Allen received his medical 
degree from Tulane University of Medicine in 1915. Later, he did 
postgraduate medical study at St. John's Medical School of London, 
England. After serving with the America n Expeditionary Forces in 
France in World War I, Dr. Allen practiced at LeCompte, Louis­
iana, before coming to Tulsa. A special ist in proctology, he was 
a member of the American College of Surgeons, the American 
Proctological Society, the International College of Surgeons, and 
a diplomate of t he American Board of Proctology. For several years 
Dr. Allen had suffered from polycythemia. Death was attributed 
to cardiac complications of this condition. 

Dr. Allen was one of the founders and a member of the Board 
of Directors of the Blue Cross Plan of Oklahoma. He served as 
President of the Tulsa County Medical Society in 1948 and at the 
time of his death was serving his second term as Councilor to the 
Oklahoma State Medical Association. He was largely responsible 
for the establishment of the Tulsa Coumy Red Cross Blood Center, 
the health and accident group insurance plan of the State Medical 
Association, and for many projects of Hillcrest Hospital where he 
was a member of the Board of Governors. The widow and a 
daughter survive. Funeral services were held November 12th at 
the First Presbyterian Church of Tulsa.

The death of Dr. Vieror K. Allen laSt 

November 8th takes from the medica! 
profession a tireless and courageolls lead ­
er who will be sorely missed. He had a 
rare gift for analyzing rhe best interests 
of the profession and the public as a 
whole, and once his goal hau been clearly 
defined he was indefatigable uncil it had 
been obtained. In later years when his 
progressive illness placed a great drain 
on his physical resources, Dr. Allen would 
never neglecc an obligation or fail to 
perform a duty. To the very end he 
worked vigorously to seek a bener world 
for a profession and a call ing which he 
dearly loved. Dr. Allen leaves behind 
some monuments to his memory - the 
Blue Cross Plan, which he helped estab­
lish and whose destinies he helped to 

guide for more than a decade; the Tulsa 
County Red Cross Blood Center; and the 
beauriful new additions of H illcrest Hos­
pital, for which he helped plan and 
finance. It is not often that a man of 
Dr. Allen 's quality comes along; we can 
offer a very sincere prayer of thanks fot 
his short time on earth among his fe llow 
men. 

A SERIOUS SITUATION 
If the Tulsa County Medical Society 

has any New Year's resolutions to make 
for 1952, it shou ld first and foremost 
resolve to come up with an acceptable

solution to its critical housing situation. 
The problem is more serious than most 
members of the Society realize. In a 
rep::Jrt issued last month the library 
Committee estimated the present quarters 
of the Medical Library would be inade­
quate after 1952 ro care for the 300 to 
400 volumes which are annually added to 
the shelves. Already seriously overcrowd­
ed, it faces the necess ity of enlarging its 
space within twelve months or stacking 
valuable reference volumes on the bare 
floor. The situation in the Executive 
Offices is little bener; an almost complete 
Jack of stOrage space has already necessi­
tated keeping unsightly boxes of supplies 
and old files stacked on the floor, crowd· 
ing employees at their work and posing 
a problem of increasing significance. The 
Medical Cred it Bureau, though in need of 
an additional employee, cannOt provide 
necessary desk space for another person. 
There is licrle quest ion bur that new space 
arrangements, especially for the Medical 
Library, must be made in a matter of 
months. 

On several occasions the Society has 
given seriolls consideration to proposals 
that an ent irely new building, tailored to 

meets the needs of the Society, be con­
structed or that a suitable bu ilding or 
residence be purchased and remodeled. 
A special committee of the Society at­
tempted to develop these proposals shortly 
after the close of World War II but 
finally abandoned its efforts for a lack 
of interest by rhe membershi p. The So· 
ciety failed to reach any generally accept­
able conclusion at rhat time. The problem 
has since become mLich more serious; a 
makeshift solution to the lack of space 
in rhe l ibrary was solved for a time by 
the construcrion of additional shelves. 
Now, rhere is no space available for 
further shelving. 

Other county and srate medical societ ies 
over the nation have met the space prob­
lem through rhe purchase or construction 
of their own bui lding. In many instances 
th is has been accomplished through the 
use of a building fund to which members 
have made regular specified contriblHions. 
They money deposited in such funds 
accumulated to permit a down payment

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PIONEER TULSA PHYSICIAN 
DIES AT BARDSTOWN, KY. 

Word was received in Tulsa last month 
of the death of Dr. Walter E. Wright, 69, 
pioneer Tulsa doctor and former Presi­
dent of the Tulsa County Medical 
Society, at Bardstown, Kentucky, on Oc­
rober 21, 195 1. 

Dr. Wright came to Tulsa in 1906 and 
was one of the charter members of the 
Tulsa County Medical Society when it 
was organized the following year. r n 1912 
he was elected Pres ident of the organiza­
tion. He was also Tulsa's first city superin­
tendent of publ ic health. Dr. Wright 
operated the old Physicians and Surgeons 
Hospital on Somh Carson Avenue and 
later the Wright Clinic at 3rd and Chey­
enne streets. During World War 1 he 
builr the present Wright Building which 
he owned and operated for several years. 
In 1928 Dr. and Mrs. Wright moved co 
Kansas City, Missouri, where they resided 
until 1946. At chat time they purchased 
Wickland, a historic old mansion of the 
Somh near Bardstown, Kentucky. It was 
subsequently redecorated and furnished 
with antiques sui cable to the period in 
which it was built.
