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TUMOR [LINI[ [OMPLETES THIRD YEAR 
St. John's Tumor Clinic Reports Total Of 3,100 
Patient Visits To Date. Sixty Per Cent Of Patienu 
Found To Have Cancer. Twenty-Five Cou n ties 
Served. 

A roral of 3,100 patiem visits to the 
Sf. John's Tumor Clinic of Tulsa were 
recorded as the diagnostic and treatment 
(emer for indigene cancer patiems of 
Norcheasrern Oklahoma observed its third 
anniversary on March 2, 1951. Of this 
number, 894 repcesemed the total num­
ber of individual patiems seen plus 2,206 
follow-up clinic visits. 

fifry-eight Tulsa doccors, contributing 
their services without fee to the Clinic, 
have diagnosed and treated 541 cases of 
malignancy. About 60 per cent of the 
patients referred to the Clinic are found 
to have malignancy in some form or 
~l.Oorher. 

The Clinic has reported a steady in­
crease in the number of new patients 
seen each year. A total of 187 were re­
corded in 1948,294 in 1949, and 352 in 
! 950. Sixty-one were seen in the first 
sixty days of 1951. These patiems have 
been referred from 25 counties of Okla­
homa and also from Arkansas, Texas, and 
Kansas. Tulsa Coumy leads the list of 
Oklahoma coumies served with 515 pa­
tients referred. following in order by 
Creek with 124, Rogers with 36, Adair 
with 33, Washington with 29, and Craig, 
Nowata, and Mayes, 21 each. In smaller 
numbers patients have been referred from 
Okmulgee, Ottawa, Muskogee, Pawnee, 
Osage, Cherokee, Mcintosh, Delaware, 
Wagoner, Seminole, Sequoyah, Kay, 
Pittsburg, Harmon, Okfuskee, Hughes, 
and Comanche counties. There has been 
a steady increase in the number of doc­
rors serving on the staff, the figure rising 

from 32 at the end of the firsc year to 
the presem 58. 

"We are well pleased with the progress 
of the St. John's Tumor Clinic," said Dr. 
Ralph A. 'McGill of Tulsa, Medical Di­
reCtOr. "We feel the success of th:s pro­
gram of cancer dereccion and treacmem 
for indigents has been reflected in the 
steady growth of the number of patients 
served each year, As all of these patients 
must be referred by private physicians, it 
indicates as well a growing awareness of 
the value of the Clinic by practicing 
medical doctors. The value to the patient 
can be counted in human lives saved and 
to the doctOr in terms of useful training 
in the character of cancer diagnosis and 
treatment. " 

The St. John's Tumor Clinic now holds 
its clinical sessions each Tuesday morn­
ing in the Cl inic quarters in the Waite 
Phillips Memorial Building of St. John's 
Hospital. Each Friday morning a clinical 
conference for staff members and visit­
ing doctOrs provides an opportunity for 
case studies and discussions of general 
Clinic problems. 

Financed primarily by funds allocated 
by the Oklahoma Division of the Ameri­
can Cancer Society, derived from che 
annual Spring campaign, the Clinic draws 
some additional financing from funds 
made available by the Oklahoma State 
Health Department for certain purposes. 
An additional factor in maintenance of 
{he Clinic is the kindness of St. John's 
Hospital in making available the Clinic 
quarters and certain equipment and serv­
ices without charge. 
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I am happy to report that rhe prospects for convening rhe 
Tulsa COUnty Red Cross Blood Center into a regional blood 
(emer serving most of Northeastern Oklahoma app~ar quite 
good at this rime. If present plans materialize the region:LI 
center should be in operation sometime in the Fall of 1951. 
This projccr will assure hospicaJ patients in approximate ly 
sixteen counties of Northeastern Oklahoma adequate quan­
tities of whole blood, and the general level of medical care 
in those counties should be materially increased JUSt as it 
has increased in Tulsa COUnty since the opening of rhe 
Blood Cemer twO years ago. As co-sponsor with the Red 
Cross of this imporranr ad;uncr ro medicine, the Tulsa 
County Medical Society can be justly proud of its part in 
this contribut ion ro better medica l care. 

The success of the Blood Cemer has been made possible 
in considerable measure by rhe LOllfidellce and respect 
accorded it by Tulsa County docrors, and by their coopera­
tion in (he recruitment and replacement program necessary 
ro insure an adequate supply of donors. This confidence 
and respect has been gradua lly built up as the doctors came 
to recognize rhe practical assets of rhe program and to 
appreciare irs pare in improving surgical and medical 
therapy. As doctors, we have an obligation in behalf of our 
patients to cont inue our suppOrt and cooperation of the 
Blood Center, and I hope that no doctOr will neglect h is 
duty to encourage donors-particularly replacement donors 
-to give blood. We have helped to create a fi ne instru­
ment of medical care. Through your constant cooperation 
greater opportunities exist for rhe Tu lsa County Red Cross 
Blood Center.

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ANNUAL MEETING PERSONALITIES 
Few medical doctors have had more 

honors come ro them or have demon­
strated a greater capacity for creative ef­
fon than Dr. Howard T. Karsner, dean 
of American pathologists and one of 
eighr medical personalities scheduled as 
guesr speakers at rhe 58th Annual Meet­
ing of the Oklahoma Scate Medical As­
sociation in Tulsa, May 2 1-23, 1951. 

Take, for instance, 
his medical writings 
alone - more than 
200 scientific publi­
cations on pathology 
and biology have ap­
peared in the world's 
leading medical 
journals by -lined 
with his name. Then 
there are four text­
books. The first , 
"Principles of Pa- Dr. Karsner 
thology", written 
with Dr. E. E. Ecker, appeared in 1921. 
Five years later came Dr. Karsner's 
famous "Human Pathology" with no less 
than seven subsequent editions, the most 
recem of which appeared in 1949. "Cal­
cific Disease of the Aortic Valve", written 
with Dr. S. KoletSky, appeared in 1947, 
and in the same year the American Lec­
ture Series published his "Acme Inflam­
mation of Arteries". When he isn'r writ· 
ing, he's ediring ocher material as a memo 
ber of the Editorial Board of the Ameri­
can Journal of Pathology, probably the 
foremost scientific publication in the 
field. Dr. Karsner has also edited five 
editions of the popular "Yearbook of 
Parhology", including the editions of 
1947, 1948, and 1949. 

Now Consultant ro the Bureau of 
Medicine and Surgery of the United 
Smtes Navy with offices in Washington, 
D. C, Dr. Karsner has spent much of his 
life in teaching. A graduate of the Vni­
versiry of Pennsylvania School of Medi­
cine, Class of 1903, Dr. Karsner returned 
there after five years of hospital resi­
dencies to teach pathology. In 1911 he 
was appoimed Assistant Professor of Pa-

thology at Harvard Medical School and 
in 1914 began an association with (he 
faculty of Western Reserve University 
at Cleveland, Ohio - an association which 
was to last 35 years. With his retirement 
in 1949 carne another honor, an honorary 
Ll.D. degree from W estern Reserve. 

Dr. Karsner is nOt the rype of man 
to be content with merely being a memo 
ber of an organization. His initiative and 
driving energies have brought him co rhe 
helm of many sLlch groups. In 1921 he 
was President of the American Associa· 
tion of Pathologists and Bacteriologists, 
the following year Presidenr of rhe im· 
portant American Society For Experi. 
mental Pathology. He has also been an 
offi cer of {he American Board of Pa· 
thology, the National Research Council, 
the Section on Pathology and Physiology 
of the American Medical Association, and 
the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology. 
In 1950, as a result of his long imerest 
in medical licensure, he was honored with 
the post of Presidem of the National 
Board of Medical Examiners. 

A member, tOO, of Alpha Kappa 
Kappa, Sigma Xi, Alpha Omega Alpha; 
honorary member of the Argemine So· 
ciety of Normal and Parhological Anato· 
my, the Brazilian College of Anacomy, 
and {he Association of Clinical Patholo· 
gists of Grear Britain. 

Dr. Karsner has long ago lost coum 
of rhe lectures he has given in all pans 
of the United States, in Europe, and in 
South America. When the American 
Medical Association sought a speaker for 
its Cemennial Address in Pathology in 
1947, it was Dr. Karsner who came 
readily to mind, and it was Dr. Karsner 
who gave the first James Ewing Me· 
morial Lecture in New York in 1946. 

A former medical officer who served 
in France in World War I, Dr. Karsner 
has long been an advisor to various 
armed forces groups, and he takes greae 
pleasure in his present post with the 
Navy. Too old fo r combat duty, he served 
in World War II as an advisor to the 
Army and Navy.

Counry Medical Society began receiving 
the Journal of the American Medical As~ 
sociacion each week as a benefit of the 
annual membership dues of $25.00 levied 
by the AMA House of Delegates. For 
most Tulsa doctors, and for their profes­
sional brothers over rhe nation, it was 
the first rime in years, perhaps a lifetime, 
of practice char they experienced any 
direct connection with the American 
Medical Associarion. Prior to this year 
some 100 Oklahoma doccors were sub· 
scribers to rhe Journa l, less chan one ouc 
of founeen among rhe Scare's 1,475 medi· 
cal doctors. This linking of the profes­
sions to its national organization comes 
belatedly, but forcunarely it has come 
abom. Whatever the morivarions were 
behind rhe original proposal, most memo 
bers of rhe AMA House of Delegates saw 
in the disrribucion of The Journa l a justi. 
fication for a new and enduring levy of 
membership dues. If it came as salve 
for rhe wounds of the profession's more 
narrow and penurious elements, it will 
remain as an enduring asset to a close 
relationship between the AMA and the 
individual doccor. The development and 
strengthening of that relationship has 
long been the fundamental problem of 
American Medicine. United in a close 
understanding of its own problems, 
American doctors will find little diffi­
culty in effecting workable solucions yet 
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retaIning their own individuality and 
maintaining high standards of medical 
care among their patients. 

Until some four or five years ago the 
American Medical Association justly de· 
se rved much of the criticism which it 
received from the medical profession. 
While many of irs standard functions 
were most credicable, particularly in the 
improvements brought about in medical 
education and in the fight against medi­
cal quackery, it lacked a progressive point 
of view in its halting semblance of a 
public relations program. Much of its 
work was done by mher groups, notably 
the National Physicians Committee, until 
at last a forceful element of progressive 
young men invaded the ranks of AMA 
auchoriry. The resulring metamorphis 
has provided American Medicine with a 
sound, progressi ve organizarion that is 
demonstrating initiaeive and intelligence, 
and commanding respect. 

Much of rhe AMA's troubles, as we 
see it, can be artribmed to its failure to 

publicize irs acrivities among its own 
members. The average doctor, even to· 
day, has little conception of the magni­
rude of rhe work done by the American 
Medical Association, and to tOO many 
doccars of the Unired Stares ir continues 
ro remain the ivory tower at 535 North 
Dearborn, Chicago, a mysterious citadel 
which shapes the destiny of American 
Medicine. 

If we can venture co make a few 
suggestions, the AMA will do well to 

strengthen irs relationship with rhe indi­
vidual doctor. We feel the national or· 
ganization fails to recognize the impor­
tance of the individual doctor and the 
county medical society - the so-called 
"Grass Roots" of Medicine. In the lase 
analys is, the fundamental problems of 
American Medicine are going to have 
~o be solved on the local level, right down 
lOCO the sanctuary of the individual doc­
tor's professional offices. 

We feel the more opportunities there 
are ro reach the individual doccar, as by 
such means as a 100 per cent distribu­
tion of The Journal for example, thus 
are the opportunities to educate ourselves 
srrengthened.

We believe rhe relationship of the 
county medical society and the AMA 
could he beneficially tightened. We 
should like ro see morc of rhe type of 
train ing meetings provided by the Grass 
Roots Conference; if such meetings could 
be held regionally with a well planned 
effort to bring county medical society 
o ff ic ials into parricipacion, much of value 
could be accomplished. Such meetings 
might be advantageously held as fre· 
quently as three times each year. 

We would like to see the American 
Medical Association puc a small bur effi· 
cient staff of public relations men imo 
the field to meet with county medical 
societies and individual doctors, assisting 
them in the shaping of public relations 
programs. 

We think that planned programs of 
public relarions which could be accom­
plished by small county medical societies, 
not the large organizations staffed with 
paid employees, would do much good. 

We think a concerted effore co bring 
individual donors to the annua l meet­
ings of the AMA would be productive. 
and that at least one of these twO annual 
meetings should be conducted on a 
regional basis with the most attracrive 
sc ientific and social programs. 

Doubtless there can be some observa­
tions o n these suggest ions, one to the 
effect rhat rhe chain of authority and 
iniciacive should begin wich the counry 
society and excend upwards to rhe AMA. 
We chink this works well both ways and 
that a powerful, well organized national 
unic can be of assistance on the local 
levels, certainly to the extent of being a 
source of informacion.
