H .R. 10 and H .R. II , rhe Jenkins-Keogh bills (formerly rhe 
Keogh-Reed bills,) have been drafred ro alleviate the income tax dis­
criminarion aga inst self-employed persons by encouraging the esrab­
lishmcm of vo!umary pension plans by individuals. 

These bills represenr a carefully studied attempt to provide the 
equ iva lem of Secrion 165 (a) of the Imernal Revenue Code for the 
self-employed "nd the pensionless employed. Under that section, em­
pleyers may establish employee pension plans approved by the Treasury 
Deparrmenr, and deducr comriburions co the pension plan from taxable 
income as current business expense. Such comriburions, al though ac tu ­
ally constituti ng additional compensation to the employees, is nOt cur­
rently taxed [Q them, nor are the earnings from the investment of rhe 
funds. Instead, the income is taxed as it is received by the employee 
during retirement years, when income may be expected to be lower, 
and a lower tax rate will probably apply. More than 17 million em­
ployed persons are now participating in pension programs, 9.0 mill ion 
of them under private retirement plans. The ten million self-employed 
should have equal treatmem. 

For the professional man, whose peak income is concentrated in a 
few years, income taxes on given lifetime earnings are likely to be 
higher than the taxes on the same amount of lifetime income earned 
ratably over a longer period of time, and his opportunity to save for 
his older years is thus severely restricted. The Jenkins-Keogh bills will 
ma.ke it poss ible for him to set aside a portion of his income for his 
retirement. 

When public hearings are held on H.R. 10 and H.R. 11 ( the 
Jenkins-Keogh bi lls), all of the self-employed will have a feal srake in 
having them reported favorably by the House W ays and Means Com­
mittee. Thcse bills do nOt amend rhe Social Security Act. The strengrh 
of these biJls lies in rhe fact char while opening the opportuni ry for 
income tax posrponement, comparable to that under employee pension 
plans, on funds set as ide for old age, they do nor discriminate in fa vor 
of the wealthy. The average pension for physicians, based on the De­
partment of Commerce survey of cheir 1949 incomes, would be $208 
scarring at age 70. It would not be possible under these bills to finance 
a pension much in excess of S I ,000 per month, beginning ac age 70, 
not the traditional age 65. Two-thirds of the 17,000 plans approved 
under Section 165 (a) permit higher monthly pensions. 
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The provIsions of the Jenkins.Keogh bills would pennie a self­
employed person to exclude from current taxable income 10 per cent 
of the earned net income, or $7,500, whichever is smaller, providing it 
is used to purchase a restricted retirement annuity or is paid in a re­
stricted retirement fund. Lifetime exclusions by any individual are 
limited to $150,000. The "restrictions" are that the fund will nor be 
available until age 6S except in the event of complete and tOral dis­
ability, or in rhe evem of death. 

The fund is taxable when it is distribured, at the rates then 
applicable, or, if it has been held for at least five years, and is paid in 
a lump sum, under the capital gains tax. In the event of death, it is 
taxed as parr of the decedent's estate and also constitutes income co the 
beneficiary, but there will be a credit against the income tax for the 
estate taX anribucable co that portion of the estate. 

There can be no motive ocher than retirement savings for partici­
pation under these bills. "Rainy day" contingencies must be met from 
ocher provisions. Yet these severe restricrions are necessary co insure 
that the bills accomplish their objecrive, income tax postponement, nOt 
tax avoidance, to the retired years. Under the bills, taxes would be POSt­

poned annually on an amount equal to about one-sixth of the amount 
now excluded by employers on aCCount of annual payments into ap­
pcoved tax-deferred pension plans for their employees. 

This is a voluntary pension system. Participation in it is completely 
dependent on individual initiative, rather than employer or govern­
mental paternalism. It is the kind of program which is compatible with 
the independence of the individual proprietor or professional man. 
These bills have the suppOrt of the American Bar Association, the 
American Medical Association, the American Dental Association, and 
a score of other business and professional organizations. 

The alternative to this program for the sake of equity would be 
the repeal of Section 165 (a ) . Since the dissolution of the pension pro­
grams already devised to provide security for employees in later years 
is neither feasible or desirable, the case for equal treatment demands 
that the exclusion of the self-employed from the privileges of that Sec­
tion be rectified by the passage of H .R. 10 and H.R. II. 

Desirable as these bills are, they will not become law until the 
Congress is awakened to the interest of professional and other self­
employed persons in seeing that justice is done co them regarding pri­
vate pensions. Every member of the Tulsa County Medical Society owes 
it co himself and his family to write his Congressman and Senators 
soliciting their support of this important legislation.

Some very splendid work is being done by the Tulsa 

County Medical Society's self-owned and operated collection 
deparrmenr. rhe Med ical Credit Bureau. On the basis of 
calienion figures for January and February, the fine record 
set by rhe Bureau's experienced personnel lase year will be 
considerably bettered in 1953. Nor only are results being 
obcained in (erms of dollars and cents, but equal values are 
being derived from the good public relations which diplo­
matic and cooperative collection methods engender. 

11,e Medical Credit Bureau was originally established 
fifteen years ago in prorest of the stringenr collection prac­
tices of many commercial agencies. Ir appears from repons 
coming (Q me from docmrs and from patienrs that many 
of these abuses srili exisr roday. One of rhe mos( common 
is rhe quick filing of judgmenr suirs, a pracrice which may 
double the amoum of the original account through the 
::ddirion of COllrt COStS, imerest, anorney's fees, and other 
extras. These addit ional charges must be paid first and for 
rhe most part go to line the pockers of the colleccor; if he 
is lucky, the docror may receive a small fracr ion o f the total 
amounr ac{Ually paid. While such suirs do have a legit imate 
value at the proper stage of the collecr ion process, the in­
di sc riminate filing as a means to additional income for the 
collector is a reprehensible pracrice. The backlash of bitter­
ness from the pacienr-debror seriously damages medical pub­
lic relacions and surely ralites the profession on the road 
to social ized medicine. 

I feel rhar we are doing a serious d isservice co our 
pat ients and CO ourselves when we patronize p ri vace agen­
cies guilry of such abuses. Not all commercial agencies 
indulge in such practices. Wirh the efficiency of our own 
Medical Credit Bureau clearly established, it seems to me 
rhat we have within our o~n Med ical Society the ideal 
mechanism for handling delinquenr accounrs. With a per­
sonnel thoroughly aware of rhe p roblems of rhe profession 
and closely allied co practicing physicians, the Medical 
Credit Bureau can serve us effectively. We need nor have 
any fear of the damaging practices which condemn many 
private agencies. This makes good. common sense co me.
