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TULSAN INAUGURATEDN STATE PRESIDENT

Dr. Bruce Hinson of Enid Named as President-
Elect of Oklahoma State Medical Association.
Group Pledges Support in Narcotics Investigation.

John E. McDonald, prominent
Tulsa orthopedic surgeon and civic leader,
was inaugurated President of the Okla-
homa State Medical Association in cere-
monies at the Mayo :
Hotel last April 14.
In a brief inaugural
address, he pledged
continuation of a
progressive pro-
gram of activity
and urged doctors
to take an increas-
ing role in civic and
community affairs.
Dr. McDonald’s
inauguration cli-
maxed the 60th
Annual Meeting of
the Association in
Tulsa, April 12-15,
1953, which saw a
near-record attend-
ance of 658 doctors
and over 200 other
guests. The figure
was exceeded only
by attendance records of 1951 when 704
physicians and approximately 200 guests
registered.
Other news highlights of the conven-
tion included:

3. The House of
Delegates offered

The passage of two
watered-down reso-
lutions on these subjects brought angry
charges from certain members of ihe
Oklahoma State Legislature that the Asso-
ciation was ducking its responsibilities.
As this issue of The Bulletin went to press
the OSMA Council had requested Gover-
nor Johnston Murray to call a joint meet-
ing of concerned parties to further the

investigations.
4. Dues to the Oklahoma State Medical

Association for 1954 were continued at

Dr. McDonald’s inauguration as Presi-
dent of the State group climaxes a long
career in medical circles. A graduate of
St. Louis University School of Medicine,
Dr. McDonald entered practice in Tulsa
in 1928 and quickly established himself
in the field of orthopedic surgery. During
World War II he served as a Lieutenant-
Colonel in the United States Army Air
Forces, Medical Corps. He was elected
Secretary-Treasurer of the Tulsa County
Medical Society in 1946 and served two
terms. In 1949 he was elevated to Presi-
dent of the Tulsa organization and the fol-
lowing year began the first of two terms

H. LEE FARRIS, M.D.
1875-1953

Dr. Hansford Lee Farris, 77, veteran
Tulsa surgeon, died April 10, 1953, in
a Tulsa hospital. He had been ill for
several days with a heart ailment.

A native of London, Kentucky, Dr.
Farris studied medicine at the Univer-
sity of Louisville and graduated from
the Medico-Chirurgical College of
Philadelphia in 1900. He practiced at
Memphis, Tennessee, and Paris, Texas.
before coming to Tulsa. A specialist in
surgery, Dr. Farris was serving as Med-
ical Director of the Douglas Aircraft
Corporation plant in Tulsa at the time
of his death, a post which he also held
for several years during World War II.
He was a fellow of the American Col-
lege of Surgeons,

Dr. Farris was credited with assist-
ing the late Dr. William L. Rodman
of Philadelphia with the first major
surgical operation performed under
spinal anesthesia. In 1901, Dr. Farris
also devised a motor-driven ambulance
to replace the horse-drawn ambulances
in use at the time. In 1950 he was hon-
ored by the Oklahoma State Medical
Association for the completion of fifty
years of practice and presented with a
gold pin.

The widow and one son survive.

A Special Message
By Ken Miller,
News Director, Radic Station KVOO

Where does professional life end and community life begin?
That might be a good question to ask the Medical Profession.

As a news man, working both with newspapers and radio, it has been my
pleasure to contact many doctors, over a period of many years. And with some of
these contacts has come a personal knowledge of the great service being rendered by
them from a professional standpoint; but at the same time, I have been struck by the
exclusion of civic and community life from their professional spheres.

Only a few wekes ago, a doctor admitted to me that he belonged to no civic clubs,
took no part in civic campaigns or drives. Why? He explained to me that after all,
he was a professional man; a doctor, if you please.

There are few who would question the fact that the Medical Profession serves in
a most valiant manner the people of the community, with fees attached.

Burt at the same time, we laymen quite often form the opinion that the medical
men have draped over their shoulders a cloak of professionalism which shuts out from
their lives the intrusion of such commonplace events as Chamber of Commerce activ-
ities, Boy Scout drives, participation in Parent-Teacher meetings, and dozens of similar
pursuits which actually supply the lifeblood of a community.

The opinion must be well founded for it is 2 common experience to hear a doctor
claim immunity from such participation because of his professional cloak.

[t is true that medical men are, each day, rendering a service to their fellow men.
But at the same time, it might be questioned, if they are rendering a service to them-
selves by shutting themselves up within their own world of doctor-patient relation-
ships. The clergyman, the doctor and the lawyer are often named as the three
individuals exerting the most influence upon our daily lives. But there actually is no
line of demarcation where the duties of any of these professions should begin or end.

Undoubtedly, if the doctor writes a prescription to help alleviate the suffering and
prolong the life of the individual citizen, that doctor can also write a prescription
for the well-being of the community which supports him.

The best prescription of all is active participation in the life of that community.
A few minutes taken from the daily routine of thermometers, pill boxes and surgical
instruments to indulge in prescribing some of his own influential personality for the
big patient, the community, would pay dividends not only to the community but to
the civic minded M.D.

We'll welcome them to our fold. Sincerely yours,

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PRESIDENT'S PAGE

Last month the Board of Trustees of your Tulsa County
Medical Society had the opportunity of meeting with sev-
eral of the leading labor officials of Tulsa to discuss a sub-
ject of mutual interest. It was enlightening to learn, as the
conversation progressed, of labor’s attitude towards many
things in our social order. We were able to gain a new
insight into some of the problems which labor is encounter-
ing and at the same time to learn of some of their objectives.
The men whom we met were sincere, well meaning indi-
viduals, and while they were cognizant of the far poles of
difference which must apparently always exist between labor
and management, they seemed genuinely interested in de-
veloping an economic order in which both groups can
exist on a mutually beneficial plane.

It is one of the goals of my administration to develop
a greater liaison between labor and medicine, and to this
end the Board of Trustees has authorized the appointment
of a commirttee to effect this liaison. How successful we
will be, I cannor say; certainly, there is no intention on our
part to enter into the struggle between management and
labor, or to line up our forces on either side. I will be well
content if we can obtain only a clear understanding of the
problems of labor as they atfect medicine. By learning of
labor’s attitude towards Medicine first hand, and its estimate
of the Profession’s values and shortcomings, 1 feel we will
be on the road to solving these medico-labor problems. Cer-
tainly, we are not likely to accomplish anything by continu-
ing the isolated position which we have taken for innumer-
able years.

To compensate and balance the picture, the same liaison
is necessary with industry and management. The same
critical analysis must be made of their professional problems.
It is a sizeable undertaking, but one which I feel will pay
dividends in the long run. It cannot be accomplished over
night, and it is unlikely that a small organization as ours
can ever find a total solution. But at least we can stimulate
the profession in what appears in our judgment to be new
and worthwhile directions.

Editor's Note: This is the third in a
series of articles dealing with the work of
the Grievances Committee of the Tulsa
County Medical Society and the various
cases brought to its attention. The acrual
cases detailed here have been carefully
disguised, the situations altered, and all
methods of identification of either doctor
or patient removed. In this manner there
can be no embarrassment to any individ-
ual. These cases are published to illustrate
the type of cases heard by the Commirttee
and to evaluate the results of the Com-
mittee’s activities.

The Case: Dr. A, an obstetrician, re-
ceived as a new patient a young woman
in the third month of pregnancy. In the
initial conversation with the woman and
her husband the doctor specified a total
fee of $100.00 for prenatal care, delivery,
and postpartum check-up. In the months
which followed the patient had a most
difficult time and required much addi-
tional attention, both at the office and the
home. The delivery was difficult and pro-
longed, but a healthy live child was pro-
duced and the mother responded quickly.
The physician, at the termination of the
case, billed the patient for $140.00, bas-
ing the additional $40.00 beyond the
agreed fee as compensation for the extra
prenatal attention and the difficulties of
the delivery. The patient mailed the doc-
tor a check for $75.00, marked paid in
full, with an explanatory note that he had
just learned that the same doctor had
charged a neighbor only $75.00 for ap-
proximately the same service. When the
doctor pressed for payment of the balance
of 865.00, the patient filed a complaint
with the Grievances Committee alleging
(1) an overcharge beyond the agreed
amount of $100.00, and (2) an over-
charge based on comparison of the fee
with that of the neighbor.

The Decision: The Grievances Com-
mittee felt that this case was a typical
example of an instance where dissension

between doctor and patient could have
been avoided by the application of some
effective public relations principles by the
doctor. Numerous cases have been brought
to the Grievances Committee where the
final charge has exceeded the amount orig-
inally specified by the doctor; in virtu-
ally all cases the increased fee has been
due to unforeseen complications necessi-
tating additional care and attention. The
Committee feels that the patient is en-
titled to know in advance of the exact or
approximate amount of the fee as a guide
to arranging his personal finances. How-
ever, the Committee recognizes that it is
frequently difficulc to specify a total fee
in advance, especially in cases where com-
plications requiring additional attention
may occur. The obvious solution is for the
doctor to carefully explain to the parient
that such circumstances may occur, and
that the fee must necessarily be adjusted
upward in due fairness to the doctor. It
would be further advisable, the Commit-
tee feels, for the doctor to remind the pa-
tient of this facwor az the rime it becomes
necessary to render additional attention.
The only alternative is for the doctor to
adhere to his original specified fee, ab-
sorbing the charge or adjusting for it
through an equalization of his overall fees.
There should be few complaints if these
contingencies are pointed out in advance
and are noted to the patient as they occur.
The Commirttee was critical of the doctor
for failing to take a few minutes of his
time to explain the reasons for the in-
creased fee at the time the additional serv-
ices were performed.

A second factor entered into this case.
The patient had ascertained that a neigh-
bor had been charged a substantially lower
fee for the same service by the same doc-
tor. The patient felt discriminated against.
Upon investigation, the Committee found
the neighbor to have a lower income and
resulting standard of living, and by the
doctor’s own statement had been charged
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a lower fee in consideration of a reduced
ability to pay. Here again, some conver-
sation with the patient should have tem-
pered his resentment; although the prin-
cipal of fees based on ability to pay is not
popular with all economic groups, most
persons recognize it as a necessity in car-
ing for patients of a lower income class
The doctor should have made an =ffort
to explain these principles in a personal
conversation with the patient.

The Committee feels that no patient
should take it upon himself to set a phy-
sician’s fee by sending him a check for ~n
arbitrary amount and marked "Paid in
Full.” (Legally, the notation "Paid in Full”
on a check does not have any =ffect upon

JAMES S. CHALMERS, M.D.
1895-1953

Dr. James S. Chalmers, 57, promi-
nent industrial surgeon of Sand
Springs, died March 22, 1953, in a
Tulsa hospital.

A leader in the
Lions Club and American Legion activ-
ities of Sand Springs, he was Chairman
of the Salvation Army Advisory Board
of Sand Springs at the time of his
death.

the amount of the obligation, and it can-
not be reduced in this fashion). The pa-
tient should have taken the matter up
with the doctor as a matter of courtesy, if
nothing else.

In the final decision on the individual
case, the Commirttee examined the case
records and evaluated the amount of at-
tention given the patient, the physician's
experience and qualifications, and the ac-
cepted fee standards for such work. It was
felc the charge was reasonable and the
patient so advised. The doctor was cen-
sured for his failure to keep the patient
advised as to the reasons behind the in-
creased fee,

The Moral: A few minutes of friendly
conversation with your patient about fees
will always pay dividends. Always keep
them advised about your fees and the rea-
sons behind any changes over the agreed
amounts. Patients are, on the whole, un-
derstanding and reasonable and agreeable
to paying a pair fee. The proper interpre-
tation of your fee can save you money, a
patient, and a reputation.

TULSANS NAMED TO BOARD
OF RESEARCH FOUNDATION

Three prominent Tulsa residents, in-
cluding a former President of the Tulsa
County Medical Society, have been named
to responsible positions with the Okla-
homa Medical Research Foundation for
1953.

Elected at the February meeting of the
Board of Directors were Dr. Fred E.
Woodson, Tulsa anesthesiologist; Mr.
John Rogers, Tulsa attorney and civic
leader; and Mr. W. G. Skelly, Tulsa oil
man and philanthropist. Mr. Rogers was
named First Vice-President of the Foun-
dation with Mr. Skelly and Dr. Woodson
as members of the Board of Directors.

Recent developments in the research
program of the Foundation, a privately
owned research institution located adja-
cent to the University of Oklahoma School
of Medicine, Oklahoma City, were out-
lined to Tulsa doctors 2t the March 9
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mecting of the Tulsa County Medical So-
ciety by Dr. Leonard P. Eliel, research
associate,

Dr. Eliel said the Foundation's new
research hospital, located adjacent to the
general research building, has had an
average of seven patients daily since its
opening last September. The work done
there has included studies of osteoporosis
of disuse and metabolic bone diseases.
Preliminary observations indicate an un-
expectedly prolonged activity of certain
of the injected steroid substances which
will enhance their value in clinical med-
icine, Dr. Eliel said.

Patients in the clinical cancer research
program at the Foundation have included
one of the giant follicle typz lymphosar-
coma, one with a rare protein disorder
probably associated with multiple myel-
oma, and another with extensive bone in-

volvement from Hodgkin's Disease.
Others have been treated for adrenal car-
cinoma, chronic lymphatic leukemia,

acute leukemia, and other types of can-
cerous disease.

Dr. Eliel reported the Foundation was
also doing an extensive research program
in biochemistry and organic chemistry.
The personnel of the Foundation is now
over eighty persons. Most necessary 2quip-
ment has been purchased and installed,
and virtually all staff positions have been
filled. An active program of research is
now well under way.
