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BLUE [ROSS ENROLLMENT DE[LINES 
Tulsa Doctors Collect More Than Half-Million Dollars in 
Blue Shield Plan Benefits. Women Patients P redominate In 
Ut ili za tion of Protection. 

Members of (he Tulsa County Medical 
Society colleered 5616,802.32 from the 
Blue Shield Plan of Oklahoma in 195 2. 
a study of rhe an nual report of the pre­
paid surgical and mate rni ty care serv ice 
ind icates. This sum represented 47 per 
cem of rhe (Oral charges made by Tulsa 
County docrors for the services rendered. 
Total Blue Shield payments for the State 
of Oklahoma were .<:: L/~79,840.04 or ai­
IllOSt two million dollars. 

A breakdown of rhe Blue Shield pay­
ments to Tulsa County doctors indicates 
550.1,214.82 was paid for surgical and 
Ill~[ern ity care benefits. 573,120.50 for 
anesthetics and x-rays by physicia l~s, and 
540,467 .00 for limited medical care bene­
fits. The Plan paid 52.5 per cent of rhe 
toral surgical and maternity fees charged 
by participat ing physicians. 44.1 per cent 
of x·ray and anesthesia charges, and 45.3 
per cem of medical fees. Fo r the State as 
a whole the Plan pnid 58.6 per cent of 
su rgica l and marernity fees, 52.7 per cem 
of anesthesia and x·ray charges, and 48.3 
per cem of medical charg~s. In compari­
son with other coumies Tulsa County fees 
wou ld appear CO be slightly higher. How­
ever, consideration must be g iven to the 
facr thar enrollmem in Tulsa Coumy is 
very heavy while enroll mem in many 
counties is very light, thus giving undue 
significance co a comparatively small 
number of cases considered in the in­
dividua l stati stics. 

The Blue Cross Plan of Oklahoma, par­
em hospital service plan to the Blue 
Shield, reported in its annual report for 
1952, issued May tSt, thar Tulsa County 

hospitals were paid 51 ,344 ,949.68 for 
services rendered CO members during the 
yea r. This sum represents abom 30 per 
cent of rhe toeal payments of $4,243,· 
003.60 over the Srare of Ok lahoma as a 
whole. Ut ilization of premium income 
in Tulsa Coumy ran 94.5 per cem against 
a State average o f 87.3 per cenc. 

On a more serious nOte, membership 
in the Blue Cross Plan for 1952 dipped 
slighrly to 375,280 participants, a decline 
o f 8,449 from rhe all-time high recorded 
in 1951. Ie was rhe first time in the 13-
year hisrory of the hospital servic~ plan 
that roeal membersh ip had fal!en. The 
Blue Shield Plan made its smallest net 
growth since [937 with a net incre:!s::: of 
1-1 ,160 members. Borh the d~c1i n e in 
Bl ue Cross enrollmem and the comp:ua­
rively small increase in Blue Shield were 
attributed by Mr. N. D. Helland, Execu­
tive Director, ro increases in dues and ro 
other imponanr changes in benefits made 
in mid-year. Most serious of the lauer 
was a regulat ion requiring high uriliza· 
tion groups to pay a porrion (S100 ) of 
the COSt of each day's hospitalizarion. Of 
some 300 groups in ch is classification 
over the State, 89 had voluntarily reduced 
their utilization by the year's end ro the 
point where they cou ld be returned to the 
standard benefits. However, this was off­
set in considerable measure by the addi­
tion of 72 new groups in the high utiliza­
d on bracket. 

The Blue Cross Plan, in particular, 
showed a marked improvement in its 
financial struc(Ure, and both Plans were 
in sound econom ic shape at the end of 
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the year. Operating expense for Blue 
Cross fell to a record low of 7.7 per cem 
of the premium dollar, compared to 9. 3 
per cem for last year. O f the balance, 
89.2 per cem wem for ut ilizat ion of bene­
fits and 3. 1 per cem to an opera ting re­
serve. 

A total of 60,754 Cases were handled 
by Bl ue Cross in 1952 a t an average cosc 
per case of S69.99. Th is represenrs 348, 
485 patient days, an average of 5.7 days 
per case at an average per day cosr of 
S 12.20. T hese figures are for bach mem­
ber and non-member hospi rals. 

Due to rbe changes in dues and bene­
fi ts, che average income per participant 
rose from $ 11.35 in 1951 ro S 12.92 last 
year. 

hi~h races of uri iization o f Blue Cross 
ccntinued to be a p~oblem with 18 Okla­
hom:!. counries utilizin'; more thr.n 100 
p~r cent of income. While m"ny of r:,ese 
we~e lew enrollm~nr ares, orhers were 
ncr and ir.d:c:::re an abnormal condit ion. 
T~e gre:u'.:sr lll'mbcr of B!t!e Cress 

c~ s-;s by d:agncsc!c grou ps f~JJ, in order, 
to d· .se,ses of the res p·rr.ro ry system, in­
jurles and poiSO nings, diseases of rhe dl­
,eest ive system, and pregnancy with de­
livery. T he mosr cosrly were thos~ dealing 
with d iseas~s of rhe digestive system. The 
laner also accounted for rhe greatest num­
ber of patient days, followed by preg­
nancy and delivery and diseases of rhe 
respiratory system in that order. 

Women pacienes were, by far , the ,llrear· 
est users of Blue Cross benefirs. Of rhe 
toral p:t rienr days, women accounted fo r

To my mind one of the greatest community assets of Tuls:t is the Tu s .~ County 
Red Cross Blood Center, now in its fifth year of operation as a jO!11t project of rhe 
Tulsa COUnty Chapter of the American Red Cross and the Tulsa County Woedicnl 
Society. Its vallie is measured in terms of human life saved, physical health restored, 
moral and economic rehabilitation, community security, and peace of rnind for hoth 
doctor and patient. Irs financial value is measured by the elimination of the heavy 
coStS formerly assoc iated with the procuring and processing of blood, rhus reducing 
substantially rhe burden of hospital expense for the patiene. 

The Tulsa docror has played an importane role in the success of the Blood Center. 
A fine comm ittee from the T ulsa County Medical Society worked for more than tWO 
years with Red Cross off icials to establish the Blood Center and subsequently has been 
an invaluable adv isor on all medical problems and policy. The individual Tuls'l 
doctor has, in effeer, been a salesman for the Blood Center, and through his uniqll~ 
posicion as an intimate counselor to the patients under his care has been ab le to 

interpret the blood program and encourage the replacement of blood. 
The Tulsa County Red Cross Blood Cenrer has a continuing need for the doctor's 

serv ices as a publ ic relations instrument. T he success of the Blood Center has been 
due primarily to the cooperation of a relatively small segment of the population. Too 
many Tulsans have neglected their community responsibility to participate in the 
project, tOO often through an incomplete undersranding of the Center and its functions, 
or because of detr imental misinformation about the blood program. The true stOry 
is an engrossi ng one -a stOry wh ich can best be told in its simple sincerity by rhe 
docmr. 

T he possibilities of rhe Blood Center have barely been touched, its true poten­
tialit ies unteal ized. Thousands of Tulsans have no conception of wha t the blood 
program has al ready meant CO them, and more imporranriy, of what it can mean in 
the fu w re. A great opporruniry is afforded to you, the doctor, to mil ize your influ­
eorial relationship with the public by carrying th is message to them. Ir is nor alone 
a Quest ion of maimain ing the replacement o f donors; rather, it is a need to inrerprer 
the overall blood program to the patiem and rhe pub lic; to correct the misunder­
standings which exist and to supplam them with reliable information which you, as 
doCtors, are best qua lified to g ive. 

Yours is an importane responsibi lity, the d ischarge of which will be refl ected in 
the tang ible benefits to your patients, you r profession, and the community. I envy 
you your opportunity. I know you will make the best of it.

Medical Associarion spem an entire day in Tulsa lase 
month inspecting the program of acriviries of your Tulsa 
County Medical Society. At a long evening meeting with 
rhe Board of Trustees he was most complimentary and 
commended us for many of our progressive projects, notably 
(he operation of ollr own Medical library and the <~stab­
li shmenr of the Tulsa Coumy Red Cross Blood Center. 
Asked for hi s criticisms, he saw as the principal shoncom­
ing the lack of an emergency call system designed to pro­
vide a physician for emergencies occurring at all hou rs 
of the day and night. 

O ver 700 such systems are now in operation in rhe 
Uniced States, either di recdy operated by the local medical 
society or ar least under thei r supervision and regulat ion, 
The establishment of such systems has long been urged by 
the American Medical Associat ion as a Number One "must" 
for any program of local medical public relations, The 
idea has been broached to the Tulsa County Medical So­
ciety several rimes in recell{ years; each time it has received 
a very cold reception , Tulsa doctOrs are not conv inced that 
a need for such a system exists and as a resuit, few have 
indicated any willingness to participate in such a project. 

I thi nk we are ove rlook ing a more imponant factor in 
evaluati ng the project: the 1mbtic de1lltt1zd for 1m C!mergency 
c"lL s,lste1ll, Cercainl y, there is constantly expressed to rhe 
Socie ty from lay sources the need for the security which 
such a system would provide. The Board of Trustees has 
asked rhe Public Policy Commircee to aga in make a stlJdy 
of such plans and to in vest iga te the public attitude in Tulsa 
towards the problem. If rhis srudy demonstrates that we 
are neglening the considerarion o f [his public facro r. then 
we must reapproach the problem with a view towards meet­
ing our public respons ibi li6es. It is an imporcant question, 
and one which cannOt be passed off tOO l ightly,
